Hip, Hip, Opening Day! - A new era of baseball arrives in
St. Paul this season, as the Saints join the ranks of affiliated
baseball as the new Triple-A affiliate of the Minnesota
Twins. The Saints were in the independent American
Association from 2006-2020 and in the independent
Northern League from from 1993-2005.

New Kids on the Block - St. Paul brings a history of

success to the new Triple-A East league. St. Paul won

the American Association title in 2019, and collected four

Northern League championships (1993, 1995, 1996 and

2004). The Saints have called CHS Field their home since

2015. The Saints’ all-time record prior to joining affiliated TEAM LEADERS
baseball is 1378-1180 from 1993-2020.

It’s All in the Family - St. Paul will be managed in 2021 by
Toby Gardenhire. Toby is the son of former longtime Twins
manager Ron Gardenhire, who managed the club from
2002-2014. Toby played in the Twins’ system from 2005
through 2011.

Roster features five of the top 25 prospects in the Twins’

Success for the Saints - The Twins’ Triple-A affiliate has

had plenty of success in recent seasons. The primary

affilaite was based in Rochester, NY as a member of the ACTIVE STREAKS
International League (now Triple-A East). They finished with

records at or above .500 in seven of the last eight seasons.

Roster Notes - The Saints roster on Opening Day consists
of 17 pitchers (five LHP, 12 RHP), four catchers, six
infieders and four outfielders. They have five left-handed
bats on the roster, eight right-handed bats and one switch
hitter.

Twins Update - As the minor league season opens up, The
Minnesota Twins stand at a record of 11-16 (5.5 GB, 4th

in the AL Central). Last night they opened up a series with
the Texas Rangers, and won by a score of 6-5. Alex Kirilloff
continued his hot hitting, collecting two doubles and an RBI.

Was ranked #75 on Baseball America’s Top 500 prospect list and
#184 on MLB.com’s Top 200 coming out of Pottsville Area (PA) HS
Committed to the University of Kentucky before being drafted by the
Twins in the 3rd round in 2015 out of HS and signed for $650,000
First player from his HS drafted out of HS since Jeff Yoder went in
the 3rd round in 1995 and first player selected from his HS since Pat
Boran was selected in the 24th round out of Princeton in 2002

Hit .298 with 40 RBIs and hit .307 with 27 XBH against RHP. He also
led the club in stolen bases with 14 and was second in 2B with 29.

. Half-brother is Dee Gordon (4th round pick by Dodgers in 2008 out
of Seminole (FL) CC) and Dad is Tom “Flash” Gordon (6th round
pick by the Royals in 1986 out of Avon Park (FL) HS). Tom played 23
seasons of pro ball, 21 in the Majors (only 69 players have played
more seasons) as a pitcher for eight different teams.

Had committed to Florida State before being drafted by the Twins.
Selected to the 2017 Futures Game in Florida, home of where his
brother Dee played. Dee played in the Futures Game in 2010 (Dee
and the Marlins were in San Francisco the day of the Futures Game)

ACQUIRED: Drafted by the Minnesota Twins in the 1st
round (5th overall) of the 2014 MLB Draft

Was a NRI to Spring Training in both 2020 and 2021, and spent the

entire 2020 season at the Alternate Training Site in St. Paul.

. Spent the 2019 season between Double-A Pensacola and Triple-A
Rochester, hitting .224 for the season. He faired much better against
LHP, hitting .276, compared to his .207 average against RHP.

. He split time at different positions around diamond in 2019, having
played 49 games at catcher, 41 at 3B and 6 at 1B.

. Originally a 38th-round draft pick by the Nationals in 2013, he
decided to play collegiate baseball at Oregon State, where his uncle
was a wreslter.

. He hit .223 with 6 home runs and 53 RBls in 3 seasons with the

Beavers.

ACQUIRED: Drafted by the Minnesota Twins in the 23rd

Started the 2020 season at the Alternate Training Site in St. Paul,
making his MLB debut on August 20th. He played 26 games wiith the
Twins, batting .273 with three home runs and seven RBIs.

He crushed left-handed pitching with Minnesota, hitting .300 with a
417 OBP.

Going into 2020 he was fourth best Twins’ prospect and and the best
defensive catcher in the system by Baseball America. He caught the
third-most games amongst rookie catchers in the majors with 25.
Jeffers started in professional baseball on a tear in 2018 with
Elizabethton, he played 28 games hitting .422 with a .543 OBP and a
staggering 1.121 OPS.

Among all Twins catchers with a minimum 150 innings caught at the
major league level, Jeffers is third in catcher ERA at a 3.89. He is
only behind Butch Wynegar with a 3.73 in 1976 and Joe Mauer with
a 3.36 in 2004.

ACQUIRED: Drafted by the Minnesota Twins in the 2nd
round of the 2018 First Year Player Draft.

. Ranked as the #3 prospect in the Twins’ system by both Baseball
America and MLB.com entering the 2020 season, which he spent at
the Alternate Training Site in St. Paul.

. In 2019 he was named a member of the Twins’ organizational all-
star team as well as a Class-A All-Star after the season by Baseball
America.

. Played his collegiate ball at Oregon State where he won a Collegiate
World Series in 2018 with the Beavers.

. Originally selected in the 40th round by the San Diego Padres in
the 2015 First Year Player Draft, but had committed to Oregon State
beltlween his sophomore and junior season and elected to go to
college.

. Played on same team as White Sox 1st round pick Nick Madrigal

Red Sox history to play both shortstop and catcher in the same

game on 8/13/20.

. Over the course of his MLB career, he has played every position but
first base.

. He played in 26 games with the Red Sox last season, batted .154
with 3 RBlIs.

. After the 2019 season, he helped Taiwan (Chinese Taipei) win the
Asian Baseball Championship, which was its first since 2001.
ACQUIRED: Signed with the Minnesota Twins as a minor

ten home runs were also a career-high, doubling his previous best of

five long balls with 2017 Oklahoma City Dodgers.
His younger brother, Beau, also played with Drew at Arizona State
and was a 24th round pick by the Royals and made it as far as

Triple-A. His brother Joe played at the University of Arizona and won

a College World Series.

56.5% of baserunners (52 of 92) which led the league.

Was originally a shortstop in high school, but as he grew he needed
to move to either third base or catcher. Upon testing his pop times,

his first was 1.87 and had one as low as 1.76 and stuck with it since.

Was on the Giants’ Opening Day roster last season, the first of his
career. His first 16 career appearances came as a starter, but since
8/24/19 has been used exclusively as a reliever.

In 2020, he inherited ten runners, allowing only three to score and
help opponents to a .182 average.

Threw his slider 53.4% of the time last season, which was eighth
among right-handers (min. 250 pitches) and resulted in a 39% whiff
percentage on that pitch. His opposition only hit .108 againt the
slider.

Ended the 2020 season on a 5.1 inning scoreless streak that started
on August 25th.

Drafted with the last pick of the 40th round of the 2013 draft, making
him the 15th winner of the MLB.com “Don’t Count Him Out Award”
Pitched in college at the University of Florida, was in the same class
as Pete Alonso.

Giants on 2/4/21

Spent most of the 2020 season at the Alternate Training Site, had his
contract selected on August 22nd and made two appearances with
the Twins throwing 2.2 scoreless innings.

Has spent parts of six of the last seven seasons on Major League
rosters. He spent most of his time in the Bigs with Oakland, making
134 appearances with the A’'s over three seasons.

The 2017 season called Coulombe’s name 72 times with the A’'s. He
was didn’t allow a run in 57-of-72 games but pitched less than 1.0 IP
in 42-0f-72 outings.

He was a two-time selection of the Los Angeles Dodgers draft pick.
Once in the 17th round 2008, then opted for college and was picked
again in the 25th round of the 2012 draft. Three years later, he was
dealt to the A’s.

Son of former Red Sox and Blue Jays manager John Farrell. Older
brothers both work for Major League teams: Jeremy is a minor
league field coordinator for the Chicago Cubs and Shane is an
amateur scouting director for the Toronto Blue Jays.

Made his MLB debut in 2017 against the Twins. His dad, John, took
the day off managing the Red Sox to watch his son Pitch. Luke
ended up with a no decision, meanwhile his father’s team won 7-1.
While in the minor leagues, he has appeared almost exclusively as a
starter, but in his time in the majors, he has come out of the bullpen
39 of his 43 career appearances.

Made his major league debut in 2020 with the Boston Red
Sox. It was a short-lived stint, only appearing in six games
(one start), pitching a total of 4.2 innings and gave up eleven
earned runs.

Spent the 2015-16 seasons with the Winston-Salem Dash
and played with his brother Euclides, who is two years older
than him.

Had started nearly every game in the first five years of his
career, but has made just two starts in the last four years,
including one with the Boston Red Sox.

Was named an All-Star in 2018 with Double-A Pensacola,

while they were an affiliate of the Cincinnati Reds.

ACQUIRED: Signed with the Twins as a minor league free
agent on 2/12/21

Spent the majority on the minor league side of Spring Training. Had
his contract purchased in August, but did not appear in a game and
was outrighted to the Alternate Training Site.

Has made 125 career appearnaces in the majors over the last four
season, all with the White Sox. In his time with Chicago he amassed
a 6-4 record and a 3.93 ERA.

In 2017 he had nine saves for the White Sox after collecting 12
saves over the course of the previous seven years.

Has also had stints with Triple-A Charlotte in the last four seasons
as well. He finished his Knights career with a 10-9 record out of the
bullpen. In his total Triple-A career, he hasn’t had a WHIP higher than
