RESTED AND READY: The All-Star Break arrived at the perfect time for the Marauders after entering the off stretch having lost a season-
high five games. After taking game one of their series versus St. Lucie 11-4, the Marauders dropped the next five meetings, sinking their
second-half record to 10-10. Over the skid, three of their five defeats came via two runs or less, including a 2-0 loss on Sunday that was
decided by one swing. Despite the tough stretch, the Marauders enter the weekend still holding a one game lead over the Tampa Tarpons
for the final playoff spot in the FSL West.

PLAN Z: Right hander Zander Mueth will toe the rubber for the Marauders in game one of the series tonight. Mueth is set to make his
seventh start of the season with Bradenton, and fifth since being activated off the injured list. Last Saturday vs St. Lucie, he tossed 3.1
innings of one-run ball and allowedjust two hits. Despite walking a season-high four hitters, he matched a career best with seven strikeouts.
Since being activated off the injured list, he's allowed three earned runs over 10.2 innings. Mueth entered the 2025 season ranked as
the Pirates No. 10 prospect (MLB Pipeline) after a strong 2024 season where he posted a 2.31ERA over 74 innings between the FCL and
Single-A. He was selected by the Pirates in the CB-B Round as the 67th overall pick of the 2023 draft. This season, right-handed hitters have
struggled to find the barrel against Mueth, as they're batting just .162 with one extra-base hits against him. He features a sinker (94.1mph),
slider (83.9 mph), and changeup (86.7 mph).Last year Single-A opponents batted just .176 against his heater and .077 versus his slider.

SECOND-HALF TRENDS: Entering the weekend, Bradenton has been stellar on the mound in the second half, posting a 3.25 ERA over
174.2 innings - the eighth best mark in Class-A and the third best in the Florida State League. In the process, their starters have been
dominant, posting a 1.46 ERA to lead all Single-A clubs over the stretch (LAK - 2.14, 2nd). In the process they've limited opponents to a
194 average and have only allowed one homer. Moreover, as an offense, they're 52-for-175 (.297) with runners in scoring position, good
for the second highest clip in Single-A in run-scoring opportunities. They've also swiped 51 bases, the third most in Single-A.

MARAUDERS MASHERS: The Bradenton Marauders return from the All-Star Break as one of the best home-run hitting teams in all of
Class-A. Their 69 longballs this season are the most in the Florida State League and second-most throughout the entire level. 110 of their
404 total runs have been generated via the long ball (27.2%). They're 25-20 when leaving the yard at least once, and 15-26 when not
homering at all. They've seen three players launch 9+ home runs this season, more than any other team in the FSL (A. Plaz, Y. De Los
Santos, K. Griffin)

MARAUDERS ON THE MEND: Last Sunday, the Pittsburgh Pirates selected RHP Seth Hernandez sixth overall in the first round of the
2025 MLB Draft. Hernandez was recently named 2025 Gatorade National High School Player of the Year and spent the 2025 season
as a senior at Corona High School in California (0.39 ERA/53.11P, 105 K). He was committed to Vanderbilt University. At 19 years old, he
was touted as the best prep arm in the draft, and the No. 3 overall prospect in the draft class via MLB Pipeline. His fastball reached 100
miles per hour, paired with an esteemed changeup, curveball and slider. Other notable selections included C Easton Carmichael (3rd
Rd., Oklahoma), SS Gustavo Melendez (4th Rd., HS) and 1B Jared Jones (9th Rd., LSU) among others.

ELECTRIC EDWARD: Pirates No. 23 prospect Edward Florentino was named Florida State League Player of the Week on 7/7 for his
dominant stretch from June 30 - July 6. He became the first Marauders player to be honored this season by Minor League Baseball.
Florentino finished the week 8-for-23 (.348), with three home runs, six runs batted in, three doubles and three stolen bases. He blasted
his first Single-A longball on Tuesday and capped the week with the first multi-homer performance of his professional career by launching
two against Fort Myers on Sunday. Florentino's eight hits and three homers were tied for the most among FSL hitters throughout the week.
His 20 total bases were also the most of any player around the league, and second in all of Single-A. Florentino is the Pirates No. 23 ranked
prospect according to MLB Pipeline and was promoted to Single-A Bradenton on June 21. In 29 games with the Florida Complex League
Pirates, he powered six home runs and drove in 23 runs. His .642 slugging percentage and 1.084 OPS led the FCL before his promotion. In
14 games with the Marauders, he is slashing .286/.357/.592 with nine extra-base-hits. He recently was named the Pirates No. 9 prospect
in Baseball America's updated rankings, marking one of the largest jumps in MiLB.
