Poteet’s Late-Inning Homer Not Enough, Pelicans Fall To 
Shorebirds 8-4
SALISBURY, MD. (June 19, 2026). – The Myrtle Beach Pelicans (0-1, 27-
38) dropped game four to the Delmarva Shorebirds (1-0, 24-43) 8-4 at 
Arthur W. Perdue Stadium on Friday night.

The Pelicans tied the game at 4-4 in the top of the eighth inning when 
Logan Poteet (11) jacked a solo home run.

Delmarva took the lead in the bottom of the eighth. Alfredo Velázquez 
singled and then moved to second on a single from Edwin Amparo. 
The next batter Jose Perez hit a sacrifice bunt that scored two runners 
to give the Shorebirds a 6-4 lead. The next batter Jaiden Lo Re reached 
on a fielding error that scored Perez to increase the lead to 7-4. A 
batter later Elvin Garcia grounded out which scored Lo Re to move 
the lead to 8-4. 

The Shorebirds trailed 3-1 for most of the game until the bottom 
of the seventh. Perez was walked and then moved to second on a 
single from Lo Re to start the frame. After DJ Layton walked to load 
the bases, Garcia lined a two-run single to tie the game at 3-3. Joshua 
Liranzo followed by grounding out to score another run which gave 
Delmarva a 4-3 lead.

Myrtle Beach started the scoring in the top of the second. Edward 
Vargas and Ezequiel Pena singled to leadoff the inning. After Darlyn De 
Leon reached on a forceout that retired Pena at second and moved 
Vargas to third, Alexis Hernandez was walked. During the next at-bat, 
a wild pitch brought home Vargas to give the Birds a 1-0 lead. The next 
batter Alexey Lumpuy lined a two-run single to extend the Pelicans 
lead to 3-0. Delmarva responded in the bottom of the third. Singles 
from Layton and Garcia and then a walk drawn by Liranzo loaded the 
bases. The next batter Raylin Ramos grounded out which scored Lay-
ton to cut the deficit to 3-1. LHP Zac Lampton (1-1, 3.46 ERA) received 
the win for the Shorebirds. RHP Sam Mettert (0-1, 3.68) was tagged 
with the loss for the Pelicans.

HITTIN HOMERS	
As of June 19th, The Pelicans are currently in fourth for most 
home runs in the entire Carolina League with 58. The Freder-
icksburg Nationals have hit the most (77). For the Birds' C Logan 
Poteet has the team-high in homers with 11 on the year. OF Eli 
Lovich is in second with eight on the year.

CUBS TOP 30 PROSPECTS
The Birds currently house three of the Cubs Top 30 Prospects 
according to MLB Pipeline. #11 RHP Kaleb Wing, #15 RHP 
Dominick Reid, and #30 LHP Pierce Coppola. Wing was a 4th 
round pick in the 2025 MLB Draft out of Scotts Valley HS (Ca-
lif.) Reid was drafted in the 3rd round of the 2025 MLB Draft 

out of Abilene Christian. Coppola was a 7th round selection in 
2025 out of University of Florida.

LUMPUY POWER CO.	
OF Alexey Lumpuy finished the 2025 season leading the team 
in home runs with 11 on the year. After a slow start this season, 
Lumpuy might've found his power swing. The Camaguey, Cuba 
product has caught fire. Over his last 5 games, Lumpuy is slash-
ing .440 (11 for 25) with 1 double, 3 HR, 8 RBI, 6 SB, and 6 BB.
 
NEW BIRDS	
RHP Sam Mettert was promoted to Single-A Myrtle Beach on 
6/3. RHP Jhon Rosario was transferred from the Complex League 
to Single-A Myrtle Beach on 6/2. Mettert was signed as a free-
agent in 2025. In 2026 with the ACL Cubs, he's made six appear-
ances, 7.2 IP, 5 H, 6 R, 4 ER, 5 BB, and 14 K's over his first season 
of proball. Rosario was acquired by the Cubs as an international 
free agent signing in March of 2024. in 2026, Rosario has made 
eight relief appearances with ACL Cubs and held a 2-1 record, 
4.50 ERA with 15 K's over 10 innings.

21 RUNS, 17 HITS, 5 HR'S IN ONE INNING: OH WHAT A 
NIGHT!	
On 6/18 at Delmarva the Pelicans offense exploded for a 
season-high 21 runs while notching a season-high 17 hits on 
the night. The Birds scored 12 runs in the top of the 8th inning 
by way of hitting 5 HR's none of which came in back-to-back 
fashion. A 2R HR from Derniche Valdez (5), a 3R HR from Henniel 
Alcala (1), a solo shot from Alexey Lumpuy (4), a 3R HR from 
Michael Carico (6), and then another 3R HR from Geuri Lubo led 
the charge. They accomplished the feat while facing not just one 
pitcher, but two in the inning. The Birds bats also racked up a 
season-high 19 RBI's. 

FRIDAY NIGHT THEIVERY 
Back on 4/10  in Columbia, the Pelicans stole a season-high 
nine bags, four of them coming from INF Ty Southisene (tied his 
career high in SB). OF Alexey Lumpuy stole three bases, OF Cole 
Mathis and INF Jose Escobar swiped one a piece. Myrtle Beach 
currently ranks tied for third in stolen bases across Single-A with 
20 on the year. Both Southisene and Lumpuy also led the stolen 
base charge last season as they finished No.1 and No.2 in team 
high steals. Southisene (41), Lumpuy (30).

BRAND NEW SLATE, NOW WE GO
The Pelicans finished the 1st half of the season 27-37 in 6th place 
of the Carolina League South Division on 6/18 at DEL in the midst 
of a 4-game winning streak. Charleston clinched the first half 
of the division and now the second half of the season begins. A 
brand new season. Slate wiped clean. Now we go.
