
Brito on the Bump.... The Rays No. 5 prospect, Anderson 
Brito, is set to start in Rome on Friday. The righty is coming off a 
season-high performance, striking out 10 batters against the Jer-
sey Shore BlueClaws. Brito finished two strikeouts away from his 
career-high of 12 strikeouts. He has accomplished 12 punchouts 
twice in his career, with the last coming as an Asheville Tourists 
on May 13, 2025, against the Bowling Green Hot Rods.

Emilien's Awakening.... Over the last two series, Emilien Pitre 
has experience a surge at the plate. The infielder is 8-for-26 
(.308) with two RBI. During this stretch, Pitre has lifted his batting 
average from .146 to .200. On Thursday in Rome, Pitre logged 
his third multi-hit performance of the season, with all three  
coming in the last seven games.

Tied at the Top.... The Hot Rods and the Winston-Salem Dash 
have been tied at the top of the SAL South standings for the 
last four games. Coming into this week's series, the two teams 
have mirrored each other. Bowling Green won the opening 
game against Rome on Tuesday, dropping the next two games. 
The Dash picked up a win on Tuesday against the Greensboro 
Grasshoppers, losing the last two matchups at Truist Stadium in 
Winston-Salem.

Walk This Way.... Tony Santa Maria has excelled at reaching 
on base in 2026. The infielder leads all Bowling Green hitters 
with a .458 OBP. The patience at the plate has improved for 
Santa Maria over the past two seasons. In 2025, Santa Maria 
worked three walks over 17 games with the Hot Rods. During 
the start of 2026, he has earned 14 walks over 19 games. He is 
currently fifth in the SAL in OBP while his 14 walks are nine off 
SAL-leader Kyle Lodise (23) of Winston-Salem

Bullpen Bonanza.... The Hot Rods have benefited from one 
of the best bullpens in the SAL to start the 2026 campaign. The 
relievers have posted 3.16 ERA over 24 games, second-best in 
the SAL. Over 103.1 innings pitched, the Bowling Green bullpen 
have the fewest walks (39) and the second-lowest WHIP (1.21), 
trailing on the Rome Emperors (1.19)

Andy's Account.... Andy Rodriguez has been one of the big-
gest contributors to the Bowling Green Bullpen success. After a 
scoreless relief outing on Wednesday, he has shut out opponents 
through his last five appearances. From April 12 to April 29, he 
has allowed just one unearned run over 8.0 frames, allowing just 
four hits and three walks. On the season, he has a 1.80 ERA over 
seven games, holding opponents to a .257 batting average.
