ABOUT LAST NIGHT: Behind a four-hit performance from Alika Williams, the Indianapolis Indians notched their fourth straight victory over the lowa Cubs on
Friday night at Principal Park, 7-3. The Indians plated runs in the first four frames and never looked back. A pair of Williams and Henry Davis singles kickstarted
Indianapolis’ offense in the first, and Williams was brought home by Liover Peguero later in the inning to tally the contest’s first run. Back at it in the second, Matt
Gorski led off with a single and Jason Delay followed with a double. Awild pitch in the next at-bat from Brandon Birdsell brought Gorski home, and Andrés Alvarez
smacked a single to center to push the Indians’ advantage to three. The Indians’ next two runs came courtesy of a single from Matt Fraizer in the third and double
from Davis in the fourth. lowa got on the board in the fifth inning on a Jack Reinheimer sac fly, but Indianapolis quickly countered in the sixth with a Seth Beer RBI
double and Gorski RBI single to make it 7-1. The |-Cubs began to rally in the eighth when Trayce Thompson hammered a triple to center field and Chase Strumpf
followed with a single, but the threat ended there.

SEVENTEEN: The Indians put up 17 hits last night, their most hits since logging a season-high 18 on May 18 vs. Toledo. Four of Indy's eight games with 15-plus
hits this season have come at lowa (also: May 21, May 23 and July 23).

CHOPPIN' WOOD(FORD): Jake Woodford made his seventh start with the Indians last night and stunned the I-Cubs offense. tossing 5.0 one-run innings with no
walks and seven strikeouts as the Indians scored early and often. He was backed by excellent defensive behind him, with Matt Gorski throwing out a baserunner
at home in the bottom of the third inning. Since making his Pirates organization debut on June 14 at Jacksonville, he is 1-2 with a 2.29 ERA (9er/35.1ip) and 37
strikeouts in seven starts. He ranks among International League qualifiers with a 1.24 WHIP (4rd), 4.02 ERA (7th) and .255 batting average against (8th) for

the season between Charlotte and Indy. Woodford has now logged at least 5.0 innings in 12 of his last 13 starts dating back to April 24 with Charlotte at Lehigh
Valley and 14 of his 17 starts this season between teams.

CAN'TWITHHOLD WILLIAMS: Alika Williams is working an incredible stretch vs. the I-Cubs this week, reaching base safely in 16 of 21 plate appearances over
four games at Principal Park this week. Last night, he logged a career-high tying four hits for the first time since May 4, 2022, with High-A Bowling Green at
Wilmington. In total, he went 4-for-6 with a double and two runs. His four-hit performance followed Thursday's game where he reached base safely in all five of
his plate appearances. He has now hit safely in eight straight games since July 14 vs. Columbus. In that time, he is hitting .452 (14-for-31) with eight runs, three
doubles, nine walks and a .575 on-base percentage.

HANK ON BASE: Henry Davis went 3-for-6 with a run, two doubles and an RBI last night at lowa. He has now hit safely in seven consecutive games since July 13,
hitting .344 (11-for-32) with five runs, two doubles, two home runs and seven RBI. He has driven in at least one run in six of seven games during that stretch,
including each of his last three.

MASHING VS. THE I-CUBS: The Indians have launched 23 of their 88 home runs in 16 total games against the lowa Cubs, their most home runs against a single
opponent this season. Fourteen of those home runs came during a six-game series at Principal Park from May 21-26, with the Indians launching a season-high
six long balls on May 23. Including Tuesday night's four-homer outburst and two grand slams on Wednesday, the Indians now have launched 20 home runs in nine
games in Des Moines this season. Ten total active members of Indy's roster are hitting above .300 against lowa this season. Below is a list of the hottest Indians
hitters against the [-Cubs and their stats.

The Indians mashed at Principal Park over six
games in May, launching a staggering 14 home runs (see above). In 16 total games vs. lowa, the Indians are 10-5 after winning a six-game set at Victory Field
from June 18-23. Continuing the six-game set for Indianapolis today is RHP Luis Cessa (3-4, 4.22), who is 1-0 with a 2.84 ERA (4er/12.2ip) and 11 strikeouts in
three games (two starts). Countering for lowa is RHP Connor Noland (1-0, 0.00), who tossed 5.0 shutout innings on July 21 at Memphis in his Triple-A debut.

CESSA TAKES THE BUMP: Facing his former team, RHP Luis Cessa took a no-hitter into the fifth inning and silenced the Storm Chasers with 5.0 shutout
frames, exiting his start in line for a win last Sunday at Omaha. He walked three and struck out one through his first four hitless frames before stranding his
first and only runner in scoring position following a pair of fifth-inning singles. The performance was Cessa's first scoreless outing since May 15 with Omaha
at St. Paul, when he earned the win with 5.0 shutout frames and five strikeouts. He was signed by Pittsburgh as a minor league free agent on June 10 and is
1-2 with a 4.87 ERA (11er/20.1ip) and 12 strikeouts in six games (five starts).

THIS DATE IN 1989: Randy Braun and Armando Moreno each belted solo home runs as the Indians scored single runs in the second, third, fourth and fifth innings
en route to a 4-3 win over Columbus at Bush Stadium. Urbano Lugo improved to 8-3 on the season after tossing 6.1 innings and yielding three runs (two earned)
on four hits with five strikeouts. Jay Baller pitched around a hit and walk allowed in the ninth for his 26th save.
