Last Game: The Delmarva Shorebirds opened their series against the Fayetteville Wood-
peckers with a 7-2 win on Tuesday afternoon. DJ Layton put the Shorebirds ahead quickly
with an RBI single in the first inning, making it 1-0. Caden Hunter delivered a phenomenal
start for Delmarva, throwing 4.2 no-hit innings, retiring the first 14 batters he faced,

and striking out a career-high 10. With the score still 1-0 in the seventh, Fayetteville tied
the game on a sacrifice fly by Josh Wakefield, and an RBI single by Arturo Flores gave
them the lead, 2-1. However, the Shorebirds responded immediately in the bottom of
the seventh with a game-tying home run by Stiven Martinez, followed by a run-scoring
groundout by Felix Amparo, to go back in front, 3-2. In the eighth, Junior Aybar doubled
home a run to make it 4-2. Stiven Martinez struck again with a three-run homer to break
the game open for good. His first career multi-home run game completed a 7-2 win for
the Shorebirds.

Play the Hits, DJ: It's been a strong start to the season for DJ Layton in his first stint with
the Shorebirds. The 19-year-old utility man has reached base in 26 of 31 games, collecting
a hitin 19, including a team-best eight multi-hit games. He leads the team with a .446 on-
base percentage and a .491 batting average on balls in play. Layton's 26 walks this season
are the fifth-most in the Carolina League, and he currently has a 21% walk rate, the best
mark on the team.

Quick Whit: Braylon Whitaker has quietly been one of Delmarva's most consistent bats,
recording a hit in 19 of his last 25 games. He has also reached base safely in 23 of his first
28 games this season. He is the team-leader batting average (.302) and is second in hits
(26) only to DJ Layton (28). Whitaker excels at making contact. Among qualified Shore-
birds hitters, he has the team's lowest strikeout rate at 15% and puts the ball in play and
has a walk rate of 18%. His batting average on balls in play is .361.

Surging Stiven: Stiven Martinez has put together an excellent month of May. In eight
games this month, he's batting .324 with two three-hit games, including his first career
multi-home run game on May 12 against the Fayetteville Woodpeckers, when he homered
in back-to-back at-bats in the seventh and eighth innings.

C-Rod in Control: In his debut season, Christian Rodriguez has emerged as one of Del-
marva's dependable starting pitchers. Rodriguez threw his first career quality start on
May 8 against the Salem RidgeYaks, earning his second victory. Over his last three starts,
Rodriguez has struck out 20 in 15.1 innings, and his 31 strikeouts are the most among
active pitchers on the team.

Hot Hunter: Caden Hunter has emerged as one of the best arms in Delmarva's rotation,
having allowed no runs over his last two starts, spanning 8.2 innings with 16 strikeouts, 2
walks, and 2 hits. In his previous start against Fayetteville on May 12, he threw 4.2 innings
of no-hit baseball, retiring the first 14 batters and striking out a career-high 10.

About the Woodpeckers: The Shorebirds welcome the Fayetteville Woodpeckers to Perdue
Stadium for the first and only time in 2026 this week. The Astros' Single-A affiliate won the
season series against the Shorebirds last season, 14-10. This year's club features the two
best prospects in Houston's farm system, with their No. 1 prospect, Kevin Alvarez, and No. 2,
Xavier Neyens, who was the Astros' first-round draft pick last summer. Delmarva has never
won the regular-season series against the Woodpeckers since both teams joined the Carolina
League in 2021.
