[TODAY'S GAME: The Curve open a seven-game set at Harrisburg this week. Altoona won 3-of-5 games in their first series of the
season at PNG Field.

I§ASThTIlME OUT: Altoona dropped their ninth straight game on Sunday, falling 6-5. Jackson Glenn had 3 hits and Seth Beer drove in
in the loss.

WELL THAT DOESN'T FEEL GOOD: The Curve dropped all six games in their series with Akron from April 23-28, the first time since
the adoption of the 6-game schedule that Altoona has been swept in their series.

FEELING PEACHY: Curve infielder Kervin Pichardo has been one of the league's hottest hitters since April 16, picking up a hitin 9
straight games played during which he's batting .400/.486/.533/1.019 OPS with 1 2B, 1 HR, 5 RBI, 5 BB, 1-1 SB. Pichardo’s 9- -game
hit streak is the 3rd-longest active streak in the Eastern League and the longest by a Curve batter this season.

IA STREAK TO FORGET: The Curve have dropped nine straight games entering play on Tuesday, April 30, the longest losing streak
since the 2014 season when the Curve dropped 10 straight games from 5/24 - 6/3.

BEER HERE: Infielder Seth Beer recorded his 8th career 4-hit game on Wednesday, April 24 against Bowie when he went a perfect
l-for-4 at the plate. Beer enters play on Tuesday, April 30, 14th in the Eastern League in batting average (.296).

QUIET BUS RIDES: Altoona suffered back-to-back walkoff defeats at Bowie on April 19 and 20th, marking the first time that the
Curve have lost in that fashion since their last trip to Bowie on August 19 and 20, 2023.

GOOD WITH GUTI: Catcher Abrahan Gutierrez was off to a strong start at the plate to begin the season before he hit the IL on April
28 with an injured hamstring. After reaching base in 16-of-18 games to start his Curve tenure in 2023, Gutierrez has at least one
hit in_12-of-17 games played with 5 multi-hit games. Among catchers at the Double-A level, Gutierrez ranks 2nd in Batting Average
(.300).

POWER OUTAGE: Altoona's 10 home runs hit through 20 games ranks 27th among 30 Double-A teams. Harrisburg has hit only 9
home runs this season, the lone EL team with a worse total.

GENERATION Z: Infielder Tsung-Che Cheng had a strech of ten straight plate appearances in which he reached base safely from
Saturday April 6 to Wednesday, April 10. In his ten plate appearances he drew 7 walks, reached on an error and had a pair of hits.
Cheng drew at least one walk in each of his first four games this season, three times he's walked three times in a game. Cheng's 16
walks lead the Eastern League entering play on Tuesday, April 30 and he reached base safely in 7 straight games played to start the
season.

Mets in his playing career, Catching and Game Planning Coordinator Taylor Davis played 22 games with the Cubs and Pirates before
joining the coaching ranks this off-season and Bench Coach Gary Green played 106 games in the majors with the Padres, Rangers
nd Reds. Among the players, RHP Isaac Mattson made five appearances for Baltimore in 2021 and INF Seth Beer played 43 games
ith Arizona across the 2021 and 2022 seasons.

PROSPECT PARTY: The Curve roster features six players that are ranked in the Pirates Top-30 prospects by MLB.com, including fourf
in the Top-10 and two players ranked among the top-100 prospects in all of Minor League Baseball. Headlining the returning group

f position players for the Curve are No. 8 Pirates prospect INF Tsung-Che Cheng and No. 21 Pirates prospect OF Jase Bowen. On

he pitching side, three are ranked in the Pirates Top-10 by MLB.com include No. 4 LHP Anthony Solometo, No. 5 RHP Bubba Chan-
ler, and No. 7 RHP Braxton Ashcraft.

HE FIRST TO FILIBUSTER: Michael Cuevas takes the ball for Harrisburg in the series opener. Cuevas pitched 4.1 innings on April
10 against Altoona and allowed 4 runs. Cuevas was Washington's 23rd round pitck in 2019 out of Brennan HS and works with a low-
90's fastball and a good slider and changeup to keep hitters off-balance.
