After
the Bulls tied the game, Bennett Hostetler scampered home
on a wild pitch and Jhonny Pereda added an RBI single to
make it 6-4 in the sixth. Jacksonville earned two last at-bat
wins after having just six all season coming into the day.

IT'S TEARIN' UP MY START WHEN I'M WITH YOU

In 2005, Jacksonville starting pitchers ranked just 25th

in Double-A with 741.0 innings, which represented 60.6
percent of the club's 1223.2 innings. This season, the Jumbo
Shrimp's starting rotation has worked 50.8 percent of the
club's innings, a total of 420.1 out of 827.0 frames. That
figure is the eighth-most in Triple-A. Jacksonville lid-lifters
also lead the level in ERA (4.37; next-closest is Memphis

at 4.44) while ranking fourth in WHIP (1.37), fifth in BAA
(.255), seventh in OPSA (.780) and ninth in walks (167).

GET PITCH OR DIE TRYIN'

Jacksonville has gone 20-14 in their last 34 contests, mainly
behind some dominant pitching and defense. During this
span, the Jumbo Shrimp have ceded four runs or fewer in
24 of those 34 affairs (70.6 percent). Since this run began
on June 7, Jacksonville leads all of Triple-A in both fewest
runs allowed (127; next-closest is Indianapolis at 139) and
ERA (3.44; next-closest is Indianapolis at 3.87) while ranking
third in WHIP (1.37), fourth in OPS against (.744), fifth in
fewest hits allowed (275) and sixth in BAA (.245).

GRIFFIN-DOR, WHERE DWELL THE BRAVE AT HEART
Jacksonville outfielder Griffin Conine has been stellar since
early May. Over his last 59 games, the Duke product is 62-
for-209, slashing .297/.363/.569/.932 with 13 doubles, one
triple, 14 home runs, 40 RBIs, 22 walks and 36 runs scored.
Among the 116 qualified hitters in the IL, Conine ranks
eighth in HR/FB (26.6 percent). On the season, he ranks tied
for 11 in the IL in home runs (17), tied for 12th in extra-base
hits (36), tied for 17th in hits (81), 18th in SLG (.508), tied
for 21st in doubles (18) and tied for 25th in RBIs (50).

Shrimp lid-lifter, and 11 being without an earned run. During
this stretch, Jumbo Shrimp starting pitchers have ceded only
64 runs, 57 earned, on 136 hits (8.7 H/9) in 141.1 innings
for a 3.63 ERA. Jacksonville starters have combined for 140
strikeouts (8.9 K/9) against 65 walks (4.1 BB/9) during this
stretch. Rather remarkably, the Jumbo Shrimp have started
15 different pitchers over these 33 contests.

SOULJA TROY

Heading into play on May 25, Troy Johnston, the reigning
Marlins Minor League Player of the Year, was hitting just
.240/.294/.316/.610 with only 12 doubles, one home

run, 21 RBIs, nine walks and 16 runs scored in 48 games.
However, over the last 45 contests, the Puyallup, Wash.,
native is a sizzling 56-for-167, slashing .335/.408/.515/.923
with 11 doubles, two triples, five homers, 24 RBIs, 19 walks
and 31 runs scored. Johnston has 14 multi-hit games in his
last 26 contests and is the season's IL leader in hits (103)
while also ranking tied for fourth in doubles (23) and 23rd in
batting average (.284).

LITTLE GUY, BIG RESULTS

Over his first 11 games in Triple-A, Javier Sanoja was

just 6-for-39 (.154) at the plate. However, the 5-foot-7
Venezuelan struck out in only two plate appearances. His
contact ability has manifested itself in a huge way of late;
Sanoja has reached base safely in 53 of his last 61 games,
notching 22 multi-hit contests. During this span, he is 77-
for-240 (.321/.386/.471/.857) with 18 doubles, three triples,
four home runs, 37 RBIs, 27 walks and 30 runs scored. On
the season, Sanoja ranks ninth in batting average (.297), tied
for 12th in doubles (20) and tied for 14th in hits (83).

SHRIMP BITES

The Jumbo Shrimp are looking for their first sweep since
brooming four games at Chattanooga from July 18-21, 2019.
They have not swept a series at home since winning all four
games against the Lookouts from July 8-11, 2018. Each of
Jacksonville's last six games have been decided by two runs
or fewer, including four by one run.
