Pandas closed out the first half on Sunday with an
11-3 loss to Montgomery at Toyota Field, but still
earned a split of the six-game series and finished
just 1.5 games out of first place in the North Division.
Montgomery built a 10-0 lead through three innings
behind a three-home run performance from Kamer-
on James, while Nate Snead was charged with five
runs over 2.0 innings in the loss. Caleb Bartolero
drove in a run and finished the series with five RBIs
over the final two games, while Anthony Scull ex-
tended his hitting streak to five games.

LET'S GET A LITTLE BIT RAUDI: Through 63 games,
Raudi Rodriguez is the only Double-A player with a
.300+ batting average, 65+ hits, 55+ runs, 30+ RBIs,
40+ walks, 20+ stolen bases, and a .400+ OBP. He has
three home runs in his last three games, including
a pair on Friday night, and currently rides a 7-game
hitting streak (.619, 13-for-21) with four home runs,
two doubles, seven RBIs, and eight runs scored. He
has 18 multi-hit games.

Yeremi Villahermosa and LHP Blake Weiman from the
ACL Angels. Flores and Munroe arrive as two of the
organization's top offensive prospects, combining for
22 home runs in the Northwest League this season.
In corresponding moves, INF Harold Coll and C Alber-
to Rios were transferred to High-A Tri-City, bringing
the Trash Pandas' active roster to the maximum 28
players.

PANDA PITCHING: Over the Trash Pandas' last 42
games, since May 3, the pitching staff leads the
Southern League with a 3.86 ERA, which is 2nd among
Double-A clubs, and 7th among full season Minor
League clubs.

WHAT ABOUT THE BULLPEN?: The bullpen had a
5.38 ERA over the first 26 games, with six blown
saves. Over those 42 games since May 3, they are
2nd in Double-A, and 6th among full-season MiLB
teams with a 3.44 ERA.

KRUZEL REACHES 500 CAREER WINS: The June
6, 2-1 victory over Columbus at Toyota Field marked
the 500th career managerial win for Joe Kruzel. In
his first season with Rocket City, Kruzel reached the
milestone in his ninth year as a manager across stops
in the Reds, Cardinals, and Angels organizations.

PEACHY: This series marks the second of three meet-
ings (18 games) between the Trash Pandas and
Clingstones in 2026. Rocket City is 2-3 this season
and hold a 8-12 all-time record against the Braves
affiliate, including a 1-5 record at Synovus Park.
The Trash Pandas will make one more trip to Geor-
gia, July 28-August 2.
