WHILE WE WERE AWAY... Entering their final 
road series of the first half in New Hampshire, 
the Patriots trailed first place Hartford by 2.5 
games. In need of a big series, Somerset went on 
a season-high 6-game win streak to retake sole 
possession of the top spot, now entering today 
with a one-game lead over the Yard Goats. In 
the last 4 games that the Patriots won on their 
road trip, they entered the final inning tied and 
took the lead in their final time at-bat. The last 
of those hits was Anthony Volpe's game-winning 
three-run homer in the 9th inning of Saturday's 
6-3 win. Volpe has multiple hits in 5 of his last 9 
games, slashing .351/.432/.568/1.000 over this 
span with 8 RBI, 8 R and 4 SB.
POWER TRIP: The Patriots are tied for first in 
the Eastern League in home runs this season (82), 
but they've actually been out-homered in each of 
their last two series (NH 4-5, AKR 4-7), despite 
going 9-4 over this stretch. Prior to hitting 4 home 
runs in each of the last 2 series, the Patriots 
had hit 8+ in all of their other 6-game series (7). 
Hartford has allowed the most home runs of any 
team in the Eastern League (83).
LIVING ON THE EDGE: After starting this year 
with a 17-15 record in games decided by three 
runs or less, the Patriots have won each of their 
last 7 games decided by this margin, improving 
to 24-15 in these tight situations. Over the last 
4 weeks dating back to 5/24 @POR, 17/25 of 
Somerset's games have been decided by 3 runs 
or less (11-6 in those games).
HAUNTING HARTFORD: The last time the Pa-
triots visited Hartford, Blake Perkins went 9-for-
19 with 4 HR, 9 RBI, 8 R and 3 SB making up for a 
third of the Patriots RBIs that series and scoring 
a quarter of the Patriots runs. In 5 games, Perkins 
collected 25 TB with a 1.840 OPS. Excluding 
Perkins, the Patriots hit .192 with a .326 SLG that 
week, splitting 3 games with the Yard Goats.

His 133 strikeouts 
were the 4th-most in the Yankees MiLB system.
- Represented both the Yankees and Patriots with a scoreless inning of work in MLB's 
2021 All-Star Futures Game. In the winter, he played for the Indios de Mayaguez of the 
Peninsula Winter League, where he was named PWL Pitcher of the Year and a Post-sea- 
son All-star.
- He has been recognized in both MLB Pipeline and Baseball America list of Top 15 Yan- 
kees prospects each of the past five years, including this year (2018-22).
- In 2019, spent vast majority of season with Low-A Charleston, going 1-8 with
a 6.00 ERA in 20 starts. After being promoted to High-A Tampa, he spread one earned run 
across two starts and 10.2 innings pitched with 12 strikeouts.
- Spent entire 2018 season with Rookie-level Pulaski. Started 12 games, went 1-3 with a 
6.25 ERA.
- Split 2017 season between the DSL Yankees and Pulaski, combining to go 2-2, 5.35 ERA. 
- In 2016, started three games for the DSL Yankees 1, pitched 4.1 innings, gave up one run. 
- Medina began hitting 100 mph with his fastball as a 16-year-old in June 2015, a month 
before he signed for $280,000 out of the Dominican Republic.

Born and raised in Yonkers, NY, Dan Fiorito enters his sixth season with the Yankees 
organization and his first as Somerset’s manager. Fiorito is also the Yankees’ Roving Upper 
Level IF/OF Instructor. He served as the manager of High-A Hudson Valley in 2021, after 
making his managerial debut in 2019 with the GCL Yankees East. Fiorito also had been slat-
ed to manage the Yankees’ former short-season Single-A affiliate, Staten Island in 2020, 

GERARDO CASADIEGO		  PITCHING COACH
Gerardo Casadiego will begin his first season in Somerset and 10th in the Yankees 
organization. He held the same position in Hudson Valley last season, where the Rene-
gade staff ranked second in the High-A East division in strikeouts (1,308, sixth in MiLB) 
and third in ERA (4.12). The Venezuela native has also previously served as the pitching 
coach for former Rookie-level Pulaski (2017-2019), DSL Yankees 1 (2014-2015) and DSL 
Yankees 2 (2016). 

JAKE HIRST		  HITTING COACH
Jacob Hirst will serve as hitting coach in his first season with Somerset and fourth with the 
Yankees organization. He was the hitting coach for Hudson Valley in 2021, when the Rene-
gades’ batters ranked second among High-A East clubs in triples (33) and OBP (.341), third 
in doubles (217) and fourth in home runs (156), batting average (.255), slugging percentage 
(.446) and OPS (.787). The Iowa native served the same role with the GCL Yankees West 
(2019-2020).

AARON BOSSI		 DEFENSIVE COACH
Aaron Bossi begins his first season with Somerset after making his coaching debut in 
the same role with Hudson Valley in 2021. His prior experience for the organization was 
assisting rehabbing players at the minor league complex from 2017-2019. The St. Louis, 
MO native was signed as a non-drafted free agent by the Yankees on June 24, 2016 as a 
catcher/infielder. He played in 22 games for the GCL Yankees East in 2016.

before the minor league season was canceled due to the COVID-19 pandemic. He served as the defensive coach at the 
Yankees’ former Single-A Charleston affiliate in 2018, after making his professional coaching debut as defensive coach 
with the Yankees’ former Rookie-level Pulaski affiliate in 2017.

His playing career began when he was signed by the Yankees as a non-drafted free agent in 2012. Over four seasons as 
an infielder in the Yankees system, he batted .240 (264-for-1102) with 107 runs, 52 doubles, six triples, seven home runs 
and 98 RBI in 322 career minor league games.
