May 18: Baysox 10, RubberDucks 1: Jake Fox hit an RBI triple and 
Trenton Denholm tossed four innings allowing one run. 
 
Today’s starting pitcher: Rodney Boone makes start number eight 
on the 2025 season. The left-hander is coming off a win in 
Chesapeake where he tossed five innings allowing five runs while 
striking out two in game one of a doubleheader. In five previous 
games against Altoona, Boone is 1-1 with a 2.11 ERA and 20 
strikeouts against nine walks over 21.1 innings pitched. 
 
Fry Day this week: David Fry will continue his rehab assignment 
with the RubberDucks this week starting Tuesday. Fry is recovering 
from offseason Tommy John surgery. Fry went 0-8 with a run scored 
and two walks in his three rehab games with ACL Guardians. Last 
season, he was an American League All-Star batting .263 with 14 
homers and 51 RBI in 122 games for Cleveland. In the postseason, 
Fry hit a go-ahead two-run home run in game four of the ALDS and a 
walk-off two-run home run in game three of the ALCS. 
 
Burgos bombs: Jorge Burgos has been a big power bat in the 
middle of the Akron lineup. Burgos is leading the RubberDucks in 
home run (8, second most in Eastern League), RBI (36, most in EL) 
and extra base hits (17, third most in EL). Burgos has nine multi-RBI 
games this season while four of his eight home runs have given the 
RubberDucks the lead. This week against Chesapeake, Burgos has 
10 RBI including a six RBI doubleheader on Wednesday afternoon. 
 
Walk this way: The RubberDucks have walked 186 times through the 
first 39 games of the season, which is most in the Eastern League 
and second most in Double-A. Dayan Frias (26) and Cooper Ingle 
(24) are first and second on the RubberDucks and second and fourth 
respectively in the Eastern League in free passes. Eight Akron batters 
this season have worked double digit walks so far this season.  
 
Men of steal: The Akron RubberDucks are stealing bases at an 
impressive rate. Akron ranks sixth in Double-A and second in the 
Eastern League with 56 stolen bases. Of the nine Double-A teams 
with 50+ steals, the RubberDucks have been caught stealing the 
second fewest (13 times). Alex Mooney is tied second in the EL with 
14 steals while Tyresse Turner is tied eighth with 10. Dayan Frias 
has stolen a base in five of his last nine games and has 10 stolen 
bases on the season, which is tied for second most on the Ducks and 
tied eighth most in the Eastern League. Six RubberDucks have stolen 
four or more bases this season. 
 

RubberDucks host the Curve: Akron and Altoona will face off for the 
third of four meetings between the two clubs and second of two 
meetings at Canal Park in 2025. Akron took four of six from Altoona at 
Canal Park in the first meeting and the two teams split the second 
meeting in Altoona. Akron leads the all-time series between the two 
franchises 292-247. Top prospects in this series include: 
Guardians (MLB.com): #1 IF Travis Bazzana, #7 C Cooper Ingle, 
#29 RHP Austin Peterson 
Pirates (MLB.com): #4 IF Termarr Johnson, #7 LHP Hunter Barco, 
#11 IF Jack Brannigan, #13 IF Mitch Jebb 
 
Ingle rakes: Cooper Ingle has been red hot at the plate as of late. 
The catcher is batting .298/.443/.596 with eight doubles (most on the 
team), two homers (tied for second most on the team), 12 walks (most 
on the team) and 11 RBI (second most on the team) in 13 games this 
month. This hot month coincided with the 10 game on-base streak 
that Ingle currently went on that ended in the second game on May 
14. During the streak, Ingle hit .344/.512/.688 with 11 hits including 
five doubles, two homers and eight RBI. 
 
Scoring early: The RubberDucks are outscoring opponents 57-16 in 
the first two innings and 35-9 in the first inning this season. Akron is 
20-7 when scoring first (most wins in the Eastern League when 
scoring first). The RubberDucks batters have 57 hits the first time 
through the order this year. 
 
Heating up: Travis Bazzana has been on fire as of late. The 2024 
No. 1 overall pick in the MLB Draft is on an 11 game on base streak 
during which he is batting .308/.426/.564 with four doubles, two 
homers and three RBI. Since April 27 against Richmond, Bazzana 
has picked up a hit in 12 of the 15 games he played including a three-
hit performance against Somerset on May 8. In that span Bazzana 
has 15 hits including seven going for extra-bases.  
 
Home Cooking: The Akron RubberDucks are 13-5 at Canal Park 
during the 2025 season. This continues the RubberDucks hot play at 
home that has seen Akron go 57-30 at Canal Park since the start of 
the 2024 season. Since 2021, the RubberDucks are 170-115 in Akron 
and have not had a losing home record in any year. The 
RubberDucks are 27-12-9 in home series since 2021. In 2025, the 
RubberDucks have 12 of their 17 triples at Canal Park and scored 94 
runs at home in 18 games compared to 98 on the road in 21 games.
