[TODAY'S GAME / OPPOSING STARTER: The Curve continue a six-game series with the Flying Squirrels, their second of the
season. Altoona will play 12 of their first 26 games against Richmond.

[Trystan Vrieling takes the ball in game one for Richmond. Vrieling tossed 5.0 innings of 2-run ball against the Curve on April
11 at Carmax Park. Vrieling was one of 4 players the Giants acquired in exchange for RHP Camilio Doval last July. Vrieling
was New York's 3rd round pick in 2022 out of Gonzaga and missed all of 2023 recovering from a stress fracture in his pitching
lelbow. The Lewiston, Idaho native added 20 pounds to his frame since his signing and moved from Idaho to Washington State
at age 5. Vrieling has gone 15-10 with a 4.69 ERA in 50 games, 46 starts between Somerset and Richmond and recorded a 5.14
ERA last year with the Squirrels. Vrieling is 0-2 with a 3.82 ERA in 30.2 IP against Altoona in his 6 career starts.

Game two starter Darien Smith is off to a 3-0 start with a 1.35 ERA (3 ER / 20.0 IP) to begin the season. Smith was signed as
an undrafted free agent in 2024 after a well-traveled college career that culminated at NAIA Southeastern for two seasons.
Smith hails from Jacksonville, FL and recorded a 1.91 ERA in 20 games between San Jose and Eugene last season.

WHERE THERE'S A WILL, THERE'S A WAY: Outfielder Will Taylor has reached base safely in each of his last 7 games (10-for-
24, .417) with 2 2B, 2 HR, 9 RBI and 10 BB (.588 OBP) since April 19.

IN THE FOREST: Pirates INF Jared Triolo, a 2022 member of the Curve, went 3-for-4 with a 3-run homer and a walk in a rehab
game with the Curve on Tuesday, April 28. On his rehab assignment, as he returns from a right knee patellar tear, between
Bradenton and Altoona he is 4-for-15 with a homer and 3 RBI.

BRANNIGONE: Infielder Jack Brannigan recorded his fourth career multi-homer game when he hit two home runs against
Richmond on April 28. It was Altoona’s first multi-homer game of the season and was part of a four-homer game from the
Curve offense. Brannigan has 7 extra-base hits in 12 games since returning to the Curve lineup.

SERIES WON: With Sunday's 5-4 win at Harrisburg, the Curve earned their first series win of the season (3 games to 2). The
Curve smacked 7 homers in the week-long series (2 each by Will Taylor and Titus Dumitru) and scored a season-high 11
runs in their win on Thursday. 3 players had an on-base percentage over .500 in the week-long series (Javier Rivas .667, Will
aylor .526 and Duce Gourson .524).

CURT SCHILLING?: Right-hander Khristian Curtis matched his career-high with 10 strikeouts over 5.0 innings on Sunday,
April 26. It was the 42nd time in franchise history that a Curve pitcher has punched out 10 hitters in a game and the first in 5.0
innings or fewer since Kyle Nicolas struck out 10 batters in 5.0 innings on May 2, 2023 at Richmond.

ESUS RISES: Utilityman Jesus Castillo has been one of Altoona’s best stories to begin the season. Entering play on Friday,
he's picked up a hit in 7 straight games and reached base safely in 9 in a row. Never known for his power, Castillo has already
matched his career-high with 2 home runs and has a career-best mark in slugging percentage (.448) through the first 17
games of his season. Prior to this season, Castillo played only 28 games in the outfield out of 345 games in his career and has
lled in admirably in the outfield after Mitch Jebb’s promotion to Indy.

SOLO SLAMS: Altoona has an odd propensity for hitting solo homers early in the season. Entering Friday, the Curve have hit
3 homers, 16 of them have been solo.

SEEING THE WOODS THROUGH THE TREES: Lefty Jaden Woods is off to a solid start to begin the season out of Altoona's
bullpen. Since joining the club to begin the second half of the 2024 season (June 22, 2024) he has the most strikeouts by an
Eastern League reliever (129 in 106.0 IP). This season Woods has picked up 19 strikeouts in 12.1 innings across 8 outings and
he's been unscored upon 4-of-8 games pitched.

MOSS IS BOSS: First baseman Callan Moss has a hit in 12-0f-20 games to begin his Double-A career, reaching base safely in
16 games overall. In his last 4 games, Moss has recorded 3 multi-hit games, going 7-for-18 with 3 2B, 2 BB and 3 K.

TODAY IN CURVE HISTORY PRESENTED BY

2015 - Tyler Glasnow and Josh Bell lead the Curve to a 2-0 win over Erie. Glasnow was
nearly unhittable and allowed just a single hit over six scoreless inning and struck out
seven. Glasnow sat down the first 14 hitters he faced and a two-out single in the fifth was
his lone baserunner. Bell went 3-4 and knocked in both Curve runs.
