ABOUT LAST SERIES - For the second time this season, South Bend took four of six games away from the Peoria Chiefs, and after the series was
tied at two wins apiece heading into Saturday, the Cubs clinched the West Division’s first-half, punching their ticket to the Midwest League
postseason. On both Saturday and Sunday, the Cubs chased the Peoria starting pitcher out of the game in the 1st inning, hitting three home runs in
the 1st on Saturday off of Jacob Odle, and scoring twice against Blake Aita on Sunday.

FIRST-HALF CHAMPS - For the first time since 2016, the South Bend Cubs secured a playoff spot by clinching the first-half in the Midwest League
West Division. June 13 against the Peoria Chiefs was clinch night, with the Cubs toppling the Chiefs by a final score of 6-4. South Bend scored five
runs in the 1st inning to start the game, and received home runs by Josiah Hartshorn, Jose Escobar, and Justin Stransky. The Escobar and Stransky
round-trippers went back-to-back. In 2016, South Bend won the East Division title.

WORK STILL TO DO - Tuesday through Thursday’s games will all count for the first-half totals this week in Fort Wayne. With 38 wins, the Cubs can
get to their most first-half wins since 2017 tonight, when they won 39 games, but did not clinch a playoff spot. South Bend last won 40 or more
first-half games in 2016, winning 41.

KEEP IT IN THE PARK - South Bend gave up nine home runs in the series to Peoria, who leads the Midwest League in homers with 100. Up until
Thursday, South Bend had given up the fewest home runs in the Midwest League and all of High-A, but now have surrendered 48 on the campaign.
Even with this, the Cubs still are tied for the fewest homers surrendered in the Midwest League, and tied for second in High-A.

NO SOUP FOR YOU- Catcher Justin Stransky continues to help out the pitching staff in a big way, leading the Midwest League with 20 baserunners
caught stealing this year. In comparison, Milwaukee’s William Contreras leads all of MLB in that category with 15.

THE HARTSHORN FILE - Chicago Cubs #7 prospect Josiah Hartshorn will not turn 20-years-old until February. He has reached base in all 18
games he has played in the Midwest League, and also is working on a 12-game hit streak. Hartshorn is 10/21 in the series against Peoria with four
home runs and 11 RBI, earning Midwest League Player of the Week honors.

THE KANE TRAIN - No. 6 Chicago Cubs prospect Kane Kepley leads all of affiliated baseball (MLB and MILB) in runs scored (69). Kepley, who
broke the South Bend Cubs records (since 2015) for walks, stolen bases, and runs scored before the end of May, became the first Midwest League
player since Byron Buxton (2013) to score at least 55 runs by the end of May. South Bend’s everyday lead-off hitter also is second in all of High-A in
on-base percentage with runners in scoring position at .560. Ty Southisene leads that category at .566.

THE NEW FOUR WINDS FIELD - With stadium construction being the story of the last two off-seasons at Four Winds Field, a
48-million-dollar has been completed leading into the 2026 season. A new natural playing field was installed for the 2025 seasons.
In addition, last season’s renovations featured brand new stadium seats across the ballpark,, the Kids Fun Zone being moved to the
right field corner, and the brand new splash pad complete past the left-center field wall. ‘Phase Two’ of the construction project has
finished up with the installation of the new second deck, featuring new suites and party deck areas. As well as the South Bend Cubs
Event Building in the left field corner, which will be headlined by the newly constructed 11/11 Club presented by Bacardi. It will
feature an indoor climate controlled environment and outdoor second level balcony seating to accommodate 100 to 250 guests.

EXTRA INNINGS - South Bend was 2-8 in games going to extra innings last season. They have yet to play an extra innings game
this season.

2026 COACHING STAFF - Daniel Wasinger begins his first season as South Bend Cubs manager after serving as the team’s bench
coach in 2025. The former Arizona Diamondbacks farmhand catcher was originally drafted by the Chicago Cubs out of high school,
before getting selected by the DBacks out of college. He is joined by first year pitching coaches Henry Haack and JC Bonilla. As
well as third year hitting coach, and former Boston Red Sox infielder Nate Spears, and hitting coach Chris Pieters, a 2017 South
Bend Cub. Development Coach Max Anastasio also jumps into his first season in South Bend.
