LAST TIME OUT: Brooklyn earned its 4th-straight win with a 6-1 triumph at Aberdeen on Wednes-
day..RHP Nate Dohm struck out a career-high 8 over 4.0 innings of 1-hit shutout ball, taking a
no-decision...RHP Raimon Gémez earned the win, striking out 3 over 2.0 frames of relief, allowing 1
unearned run...RHPs Brian Metoyer (1.0 IP), Jace Beck (1.0), and Eduardo Herrera (1.0) combined for
3.0 innings of hitless and shutout relief to close out the win, recording 7 of the game's final 9 outs via
strikeouts..The 4 arms combined on a 2-hitter and a season-high-tying 18 strikeouts...DH Eli Serrano
Ill, SS Marco Vargas, and LF Chris Suero each tallied 2 hits in the win..Vargas collected 3 RBI on a
2-run double in the 3rd and a run-scoring ground out in the 5th.

THE NUMBER ONE SPOT: The Cyclones are in a 2-team race for the South Atlantic League First
Half North Division crown...Entering the final day of the first half, Brooklyn holds a 0.5-game lead on
Greensboro for 1st place in the division...Brooklyn can clinch the division with a win or a Greensboro
loss at Greenville.

GRAB SOME PINE: Brooklyn pitchers combined to strike out 18 Aberdeen hitters in a 2-hitter on
Wednesday at Aberdeen...RHP Nate Dohm punched out a career-high 8 over 4.0 innings, while RHPs

(3), Brian (2), Jace Beck (3), and Eduardo Herrera (2) united to whiff 10
over the final 5.0 frames..The 18 strikeouts tied the Cyclones' season-high...Brooklyn struck out 18
hitters in an 8-3 win at Jersey Shore on April 25...Since the start of Minor League Baseball's digital era
(2005-present), the 18 strikeouts are tied for the most by a Brooklyn staff in a 9.0-inning game..The
franchise record is 22 over 20.0 innings in a 3-2 loss vs. Staten Island on June 17, 2016.

‘CLONES IN THE CLUTCH: Brooklyn has dominated the latter stages of games in 2025...Despite trail-
ing 2-1 through 7 innings on Tuesday, the Cyclones scored 4 in the 8th and 5th in the 9th en route
to a 10-2 win...In 2025, Brooklyn has outscored opponents 67-22 (+45) from the 8th inning on..The
Cyclones have outdueled their foes, 33-9, in the 8th, 30-11, in the 9th, and 4-2, in the 10th inning
and beyond.

REIMER SHINE: INF Jacob Reimer has had a fabulous start to the 2025 season...Entering play on
Thursday, Reimer leads the South Atlantic League in runs scored (50)..The Yucaipa, Calif. native is
2nd in slugging percentage (.514), tied for 2nd in total bases (112), extra-base hits (29) and doubles
(17), tied for 3rd in hits (63) and triples (4), 4th in OPS (902), tied for 4th in RBI (39), 8th in batting
average (.289), and 9th in on-base percentage (.388)..Reimer was limited to just 35 games in 2024
with a hamstring injury.

BENGE IT LIKE CARSON: OF Carson Benge has been heating up at the plate..The 2024 first-round
pick enters Thursday leading the South Atlantic League in doubles (18) and is tied for the league lead
in triples (5)...He is also 2nd in runs scored (47) and hits (64), 3rd in on-base percentage (.418) and
OPS (909), 4th in batting average (.302) and extra-base hits (27), 5th in total bases (104), walks (39),
and slugging percentage (.491), and tied for 7th in RBI (37)..Benge is also riding a 10-game on-base
streak since June 7, hitting .333/.447/.538/.985 with 7 runs scored, 6 doubles, a triple, 10 RBI, 6 walks,
and a stolen base..The Yukon, Okla. native was recognized on MiLB.com's "Prospect Team of the
Week" from May 20-25 after hitting .412 (7-17) with 8 runs scored, 3 doubles, 2 triples, an RBI, 8 walks
to 3 strikeouts, 2 stolen bases, and 2 hit-by-pitches in 6 games at Jersey Shore from May 20-25.

EWING-ING IT: IF/OF A.J. Ewing has had a marvelous start to his 2025 season...Entering play on
Thursday, the Springboro, Ohio native is 3rd in all of Minor League Baseball in stolen bases (46)
and tied for 3rd in triples (7)..Since debuting with Brooklyn on April 29, Ewing leads the league in
steals (32), registering 7 more than anyone else...He is also 2nd in on-base percentage (.412), 3rd in
walks (29), tied for 3rd in triples (3), 4th in hits (46), and 7th in batting average (.297)..Overall, Ewing
is 2nd in the SAL in stolen bags (31), 4th in on-base percentage (.412), and 5th in batting average
(.297)..The 2023 4th-round pick was recognized as the South Atlantic League Player of the Week
for May 13-18 vs. Winston-Salem...In 5 games, the 20-year-old went 9-for-18 (.500) at the plate with
5 runs scored, 2 doubles, a triple, 3 RBI, 5 walks, and 6 stolen bases...Ewing led the SAL in steals (6)
and on-base percentage (.609) for the week..He was the first Cyclone to receive a league weekly
honor since INF Nick Lorusso and LHP Felipe De La Cruz took home Player and Pitcher of the Week,
respectively, for May 20-26, 2024.

CAN'T TUCC THIS: LHP Jonathan Santucci has found his form in 2025..The 2024 Mets' 2nd-round
selection is a perfect 4-0 over his last 5 outings (3 starts), including a career-high-tying 5.1 scoreless
inning performance in a no-decision on June 4 at Wilmington...Since May 16 vs. Winston-Salem, the
22-year-old has a 4-0 record with a 1.20 ERA (4 ER in 30.0 IP) with 17 hits allowed, 10 walks, and 32
strikeouts...Santucci saw his scoreless inning streak come to an end at 18.0 frames in May 10's win vs.
Asheville..The southpaw's streak spanned from the 2nd inning in Game 1 of a doubleheader on May
23 at Jersey Shore until the top of the 7th with two outs on May 10...Since May 16, Santucci leads the
South Atlantic League in ERA (1.20) and is tied for 1st in wins (4)..He is also 3rd in batting average
against (.160), 5th in WHIP (0.90), 7th in innings pitched (30.0), and tied for 8th in strikeouts (32).

NOAH'S ARC: After being limited to just 13.0 innings in his first professional season in 2024, RHP
Noah Hall has found a new gear in 2025..The 24-year-old registered his 1st pro save on June 5 at
Wilmington, tossing 4.0 innings of 1-hit shutout ball..The save was Hall's first since April 30, 2021, vs.
the University of Louisiana at Monroe, while pitching for Appalachian State University...Entering play
on Wednesday, the Charlotte, N.C. native is 2nd in the South Atlantic League in ERA (2.39), 7th in
batting average against (.200), and tied for 7th in innings pitched (601).

ALL BAEZ ON ME: After recovering from knee surgery, INF Jesus Baez has slowly returned to form...
Since the start of May, Baez leads the South Atlantic League in RBI (30)..He is also 4th in on-base
percentage (.399), 5th in OPS (.857), and 8th in batting average (.290) and slugging percentage
(.468)..The 20-year-old reached base safely in 17-0f-23 plate appearances in the May 20-25 series
against Jersey Shore and went 6-for-8 at the plate in May 23's doubleheader with 3 runs scored, a
double, 2 home runs, and 7 RBI, en route to winning South Atlantic League Player of the Week hon-
ors...During the week, Baez hit .647 (11-17) with 6 runs scored, 2 home runs, and 10 RBI..The infielder
led the circuit in batting average (.647), on-base percentage (.739), slugging percentage (1.059) OPS
(1.798), and was tied for the league lead in RBI (10)...After OF A.J. Ewing won Player of the Week for
May 13-18, it marked the first time Brooklyn hitters had won a league's Player of the Week award in
consecutive weeks in franchise history.

SWIPER KEEP SWIPING: Brooklyn is off to a historic start on the basepaths in 2025..The Cyclones'
7-6 win vs. Wilmington on April 29 saw them nab a franchise record 9 stolen bases, courtesy of 7
players..The mark topped a previous high of 8 on August 2, 2017, vs. Tri-City...Brooklyn enters play
on Thursday with 147 steals, good for the 2nd most in the South Atlantic League behind only Aber-
deen (160)..The 147 steals are 7th in Minor League Baseball..Cleveland's Single-A Lynchburg leads
MiLB (190)...Brooklyn already has 3 players with 20-plus steals, 6 players with 10-or-more steals,
and 9 players with 5-plus..The 147 swiped bags are the most by the Cyclones through the team's
first 64 games in Minor League Baseball's Digital era (2005-present) by 51 swipes...The 2005 club is
2nd with 96..The Cyclones are 34 steals shy of breaking their single-season franchise record of 181
steals set in 2024.

due to unplayable field conditions...The IronBirds are 10-19 at
Ripken Stadium this season...Brooklyn took 4-of-6 from Aber-
deen in Maryland from April 15-20 and lead the season series,
12-2...The IronBirds boast 8 of the Orioles' Top 30 prospects
per MLB Pipeline: OF Vance Honeycutt (4), INF Griff O'Ferrall
(6), RHP Michael Forret (7), LHP Luis De Leén (13), INF Aron
Estrada (16), C Ethan Anderson (17), INF Leandro Arias (21),
and OF Austin Overn (30)...Anderson is currently on the in-
jured list...In 277 meetings since 2002, the Cyclones lead the
all-time series, 149-128 (.538)...Brooklyn is 71-57 (.555) against
the IronBirds in 128 games at Ripken Stadium.

GIRT 'ER DONE: After tossing 5.0 perfect innings in Saturday's 1-O win vs. Asheville, RHP Brendan
Girton was named South Atlantic League Pitcher of the Week on Monday for Week 12 (June 10-15)...
The 23-year-old is the first Cyclone pitcher to receive a weekly honor this year and the first to win
Pitcher of the Week since LHP Felipe De La Cruz took home the award for May 20-26, 2024...Girton is
the first Cyclones' right-hander to earn the honor since RHP Luis Moreno won for July 25-31, 2022...
Girton did not receive a decision on Saturday, but retired all 15 batters he faced, striking out é6...He, RHP
Joel Diaz (3.0 IP), and RHP Raimon Gémez ?11.0) combined on a 4-hit shutout...Since May 1, the Gage,
Okla., native is 2nd in the South Atlantic League (min. 30.0 IP) in batting average against (.169), 5th in
WHIP (0.96), and éth in ERA (2.36)...Among pitchers with 45.0 or more innings, Girton is tied for 7th in
the SAL in strikeouts-per-9-innings (10.68) and 10th in ERA (2.91).

TIME TO MAKE THE DONUTS: Brooklyn's pitching staff collected its 7th shutout of the season with
a 1-0 win vs. Asheville on Saturday..The 1-0 triumph was the Cyclones' 2nd since last Thursday, do-
ing the same on June 5 at Wilmington...Entering Wednesday, Brooklyn is tied for the South Atlantic
League lead in shutouts with New York-AL's Hudson Valley..The 7 shutouts are tied for 2nd most at
High-A and tied for 8th most in Minor League Baseball...Kansas City's High-A Quad Cities (9) leads
the level, and Detroit's Double-A Erie and Milwaukee's Triple-A Nashville (11) lead MiLB...Brooklyn's
single-season record for shutouts is 14, set in 2024.

HOME COOKING: Brooklyn has been a model of consistency at Maimonides Park this year...Last Thurs-
day's defeat vs. Asheville marked the end of the Cyclones' 15-game home winning streak...Brooklyn's
franchise record for consecutive home wins is 19, set in the inaugural 2001 campaign...Entering play
on Wednesday, Brooklyn holds the best home record in the South Atlantic League at 26-7 (.788)...
Greenville is second best (21-15)..The 26 home wins are the 3rd most home wins in all of MiLB..The
Athletics' Triple-A Las Vegas leads the minors (28)...Brooklyn's .788 home winning percentage is the
best in MILB...Pittsburgh's Triple-A Indianapolis (.750) is 2nd.

KEEP THE 'COASTER MOVING: The Cyclones remained perfect in series through the first 65 games of
the 2025 season with Sunday's walk-off win vs. Asheville, earning the series victory..Through Brook-
lyn's first 11 series of the year, the Cyclones hold an 8-0-3 record...In home series, Brooklyn is 5-0-1,
splitting their first full 6-game set with Hudson Valley from April 8-13..The Cyclones have not lost a
series since they dropped 5-of-6 at home vs. Jersey Shore from August 20-25, 2024...Since then,
Brooklyn is 10-0-3 in a series of any length...Additionally, the Cyclones' 45-20 record is the franchise's
best record through 65 games since their inaugural season in 2001..The 45 wins are the most by a
South Atlantic League team in the first half since MiLB reorganized before the 2021 season...Brooklyn's
45 wins are also tied for the 3rd most in Minor League Baseball and are 1 behind Philadelphia’s Triple-A
Lehigh Valley and the Athletics' Triple-A Las Vegas (46) for 1st..The Cyclones hold the best winning
percentage (.692) in MiLB...Greensboro is 2nd (.688).

THRICE IS NICE: The Cyclones completed the 2nd triple play in franchise history in the top of the 9th
inning in Sunday's comeback win vs. Asheville..Tourists SS Drew Vogel hit into a 4-3-5 triple play...2B
Marco Vargas fielded the ball behind second, stepped on the bag, and threw to 1B Jacob Reimer
for a double play...Reimer then threw across the diamond where 3B Jesus Baez tagged out CF Lucas
Spence, who over slid the bag, for the triple play...It marked Brooklyn's first triple-killing since July 10,
2016, on a 2-6-4 triple play from C Dan Rizzie, to SS Colby Woodmansee, to 2B Nick Sergakis...1B
Pete Alonso was on the field for the 1st triple play in franchise history...Brooklyn then turned a double
play to start the 10th inning, as 1B Oliver Carrillo flied out to left and Vogel was tagged out trying to
advance to 3rd...RHP Ben Simon recorded 6 outs by facing only 3 batters...It is the only known occur-
rence of a pitcher recording at least 6 outs and facing 3 or fewer batters since at least 1910.

IT'S A WALK-OFF: SS Boston Baro delivered Brooklyn's 5th walk-off win of the season with a
game-ending RBI single in the bottom of the 10th in a 5-4 win vs. Asheville on Sunday...It marked the
3rd straight Sunday home game that ended with a walk-off win...C Chris Suero provided Brooklyn's
2nd walk-off win in as many days in a 4-3 victory vs. Aberdeen on June 1..With 2nd and 3rd and 2 out,
the 21-year-old reached on a run-scoring infield single, while a throwing error from 3B Anderson De
Los Santos enabled the winning run to cross...On May 18, DH Ronald Hernandez came through with
an RBI fielder's choice to walk-off Winston-Salem, 7-6, in 10 innings.

THIS DATE IN CYCLONES HISTORY: On June 19, 2001, the Cyclones played the first game in franchise
history, winning 2-1 at Jamestown...RHP Chad Bowen collected the win in relief, and 3B Edgar Rodri-
guez powered the first home run in franchise history...In 2008, switch-hitting C Ralph Henriquez had
a memorable at-bat against ambidextrous Staten Island reliever Pat Venditte...It was Venditte's pro
debut and led to both players repeatedly switching to both sides of the plate and mound..With um-
pires befuddled, both players eventually went right-handed before Henriquez struck out, ending a 7-2
loss...In 2011, RF Javier Rodriguez cracked a go-ahead 2-run single in the bottom of the 7th in a 5-3
win vs. Staten Island...In 2014, RHP Octavio Acosta (6.0 IP), RHP Josh Prevost (1.0), LHP Brad Wieck
(1.0), and RHP Edioglis Villasmil (1.0) combined on a 7-hit shutout in a 4-0 win at Hudson Valley...In
2015, RF Michael Bernal smacked a go-ahead RBI single in the top of the 12th in a 3-2 win at Staten
Island...In 2016, 3B Jay Jabs slapped a 2-RBI single to put Brooklyn in front in the 7th in a 2-1 win vs.
Tri-City...In 2018, SS Oliver Pascual hit the go-ahead RBI single in the 8th in a 7-5 win vs. Hudson Valley.

AMAZIN' STARTS HERE: Brooklyn's roster features no shortage of talent...According to MLB Pipeline,
the Cyclones boast 12 of the Mets' Top 30 prospects...Those include OF Carson Benge (3), INF Jesus
Baez (7), LHP J i (11), INF B Baro (12), INF Marco Vargas (13), INF Jacob Reimer
(17), RHP Nate Dohm (18), C Chris Suero (20), OF Eli Serrano Il (21) and C Ronald Hernandez (25), OF
A.J. Ewing (26), and RHP Will Watson (29)..The Cyclones also possess 11 of the Mets' Top 30 farm-
hands per Baseball America..The list features Baez (6), Benge (7), Ewing (8), Reimer (10), Vargas (11),
Baro (17), Santucci (18), Suero (19), Serrano Il (20), RHP Raimon Gémez %21), and Dohm (24)...Brooklyn
also hosts 11 of SNY's Top 30 from Joe DeMayo...Benge (5), Baez (6), Baro (13), Santucci (15), Vargas
(17), Dohm (20), Reimer (21), Serrano (22), Suero (25), Hernandez (26), and Gémez (28).

ELEMENTARY, MY DEAR WATSON: Watson played collegiately at 3 different schools...The 22-year-old concluded his college career with a single season
at the University of Southern California in 2024...Watson posted a 5-2 record with a 3.93 ERA (22 ER in 50.1 IP), 44 hits allowed, 27 walks, and 46
strikeouts...Began the 2024 college season as a reliever before moving into the rotation...Posted his best start of the season against Oregon in the PAC-12
Tournament, giving up 1 run in 6.0 innings, with 7 strikeouts and just 2 walks...Transferred to USC after a season at San Joaquin Delta College (Stockton,
Calif.) and one season at California Lutheran University (Thousand Oaks, Calif.)...Served as a two-way player at California Lutheran...In 107 plate
appearances in 2022, Watson hit .247 (22-89) with 18 runs scored, 9 extra-base hits, 14 RBI, and 4 stolen bases...Predominantly played shortstop when he
wasn't on the mound.

DONE THIS BEFORE: Being selected by the New York Mets in the 7th round of the 2024 draft was not the first time Watson heard his name called in the
draft...The right-hander was selected by the Seattle Mariners in the 20th round of the 2023 MLB Draft out of San Joaquin Delta College, but did not
sign...Watson was considered Seattle's "Most Interesting Day 3 Pick" by Baseball America.

FAMILY AFFAIR: Watson is far from the only member of his family with athletic gifts...Will's father, Brad, was a college football player at the University of
Puget Sound (Tacoma, Wash.)...Additionally, his step-father, Tamar Mains, played collegiate baseball at Pacific Lutheran University (Tacoma, Wash.)
