HENDY MAN: Logan Henderson is scheduled to make his fourth appearance (3rd
start) with the Sounds in 2026 to begin the series in Charlotte. The Brewers no.
7-ranked prospect made his season debut against the Knights back on March 31
and earned the win in just his second career relief appearance (3.0 IP, H, 5 K, BB).
Henderson was excellent with Nashville a season ago both on the road and in

day games. Across 7 starts on the road in 2025, Henderson was 5-0 with a 1.75
ERA with 38 strikeouts and 10 walks in 36.0 IP. In three day games, he posted a
1-0 record and 2.63 ERA over 13.2 IP with 12 strikeouts to just 4 walks. In three
career games against Charlotte, Henderson is 2-0 with a 4.46 ERA (6 ER / 12.1
IP) with 15 strikeouts and three walks.

BOEING SEVEN 14 SEVEN: Jett Williams' leadoff double on Sunday secured a
14-game on-base streak for the Brewers no. 3-rated prospect. With an off day
for Eddys Leonard and Greg Jones with Milwaukee, Williams' 14-game on-base
streak is the longest active streak on the club and tied for the 10th-longest in
the International League as the Sounds wrapped up the series with the WooSox.
Williams ended the series hitting .318 (7-for-22, 3B, 2B, 3 RBI, 5 BB, 7 R) and
produced a pair of multi-hit games against Worcester. During the entirety of his
streak, he is hitting .245 (13-for-53) with 11 walks and nine runs scored.

I GOT ALL THE GAME: Craig Yoho began his rehab assignment with a scoreless
inning in his first game action since appearing in spring training for the Brewers
on March 11. The Brewers no. 29-ranked prospect landed on the IL on March 22
with a right calf strain after five Cactus League appearances. Yoho issued a walk
and hit a batter in his return to the mound but induced a double play and fielded
a popped-up bunt attempt to exit the seventh without any damage done. Yoho
was Nashville's lone representative on the 2025 International League Post-Season
All-Star team after posting a 0.94 ERA across 43 games with the Sounds last
year. Including Sunday, Yoho has allowed just two earned runs in Triple-A over
his last 25 games dating back to June 15 of last year (0.66 ERA / 27.2 IP) with 34
strikeouts and 11 walks.

PUT IT ON BLACK: Tyler Black was back in Nashville's lineup on Sunday against
the WooSox after missing 11 games on the Injured List. Black went 1-for-4 with

his first double of the season and collected his sixth RBI and crossed the plate
once. His ninth inning double extended his current hitting streak to seven straight
games to match the longest hitting streak of the season for any Nashville player
this season. Black is hitting .308 (8-for-26) over the streak with six runs scored
and five walks.

GIVE 'EM FITZ: Nashville reliever Brian Fitzpatrick extended his streak without
allowing an earned run to nine straight games and 8.1 IP after Sunday's
appearance. He is tied along with fellow Nashville reliever Will Childers and
Omaha's Eric Cerantola for the longest active streak in the International League
with their eight games. During Fitzpatrick's streak, he has allowed six hits and
added nine strikeouts with just two walks. Over his last 13 Triple-A appearances
dating back to last September 7, Fitzpatrick has allowed more than one earned run
in just one game (9/21 @ LOU) with four total earned runs during the span.

STARTING OVER: Nashville had their season-best five-game winning streak
snapped in Sunday's series finale against Worcester at First Horizon Park. It was
Nashville's first 5+ game winning streak since winning six-straight including four
in a row over Charlotte August 28-31 of last season. The Sounds are 2-2 through
the first four series of the season and 2-2 in series openers heading into Tuesday's
game against Charlotte. Wins away from home have been tough to come by with
a 2-7 record away from First Horizon Park through the early part of the season.
the two road wins are the fewest of any International League team and tied with
Triple-A Salt Lake for the fewest in Triple-A this season.

IF YOU BUILD IT: The 8,812 fans in attendance for Sunday's series finale against
Worcester were the most at First Horizon Park this season and the fifth-highest
mark in Tripe-A so far this season.
