Last Game: The Delmarva Shorebirds began the second half of the regular season with an
8-4 win over the Myrtle Beach Pelicans on Friday night. The Pelicans struck for three runs in
the top of the second inning, using a passed ball and a two-run single by Alexey Lumpuy to
take a 3-0 lead. The Shorebirds scored their first run in the third on a run-scoring fielder's
choice off the bat of Raylin Ramos, making it 3-1. It remained 3-1 into the seventh until
Delmarva tied the game on a two-run single by Elvin Garcia. Joshua Liranzo brought

home DJ Layton on a fielder's choice to give the Shorebirds their first lead at 4-3. In the
eighth, the Pelicans tied the game in the top half on a solo home run by Logan Poteet. But
Delmarva came back with the final punch, scoring twice on a sacrifice bunt by Jose Perez
that turned into an error, scoring two runs to make it 6-4. Another error on a dropped fly
and an RBI groundout by Elvin Garcia gave the Shorebirds an 8-4 advantage, and they'd win
by that score to start the second half 1-0.

Can't Stop Nolaya: Andres Nolaya has emerged as one of Delmarva's top bats this season
and is enjoying his best stretch. Since May 9, Nolaya has the third-best batting average in

the Carolina League at .333 (30-for-90). During this run, he has 17 RBIs, 9 extra-base hits,

and 8 multi-hit games, four of which came in a row. His 13 multi-hit games for the season
are the most on the Shorebirds.

Make Way for Lo Re: One of the Shorebirds' newest additions, Jaiden Lo Re, has quickly
made an impact in the middle of the order for Delmarva. In 13 games, Lo Re has 16 hits,
including five for extra bases, and ten RBIs. He hit his first home run with the Shorebirds on
June 5 at Augusta and recorded his first three-hit game on June 14, against Columbia.

Mighty Miggy: Miguel Rodriguez has been an RBI machine for Delmarva since returning
from the injured list on May 26. In his first 15 games this season, Rodriguez has recorded a
hit in 11. He has 17 RBIs, including five multi-RBI games. His nine-game hitting streak and
five-game RBI streak were snapped on June 16 against Myrtle Beach.

Extra is Better: The Shorebirds' offense has collected extra-base hits regularly in June. Over
the last 15 games, Delmarva's offense has recorded 139 hits, 49 for extra bases, including
33 doubles, 4 triples, and 11 home runs. Those 48 extra-base hits are the second-most in
the league this month, led by Rayli Ramos, who has seven, including his first career multi-
homer game on June 10 at Columbia.

Hot Rod: In his debut season, Christian Rodriguez has emerged as Delmarva's most
dependable starting pitcher. Over his last ten starts, he has struck out 58 batters in 52.2
innings. C-Rod has recorded all three of Delmarva's quality starts this season, including a
career-high 9 Ks and his longest start, 6.1 innings, on June 12 at Columbia. His 74 strikeouts
are tied with Columbia's Michael Lombardi for the most in the Carolina League.

Two Out Hitting: The Shorebirds have the third-most hits (171) in the Carolina League
(171). Additionally, with runners in scoring position and two outs, Delmarva has the most
hits (86) and the highest batting average (.280).

About the Pelicans: The Shorebirds end the first half and start the second, hosting the
Myrtle Beach Pelicans, the Chicago Cubs' Single-A affiliate. This marks the Pelicans' first
trip to Salisbury since 2024 and their third overall. The two clubs first met in 2022, and
Delmarva has never won a series against the Pelicans, with the teams splitting their lone
series in Myrtle Beach last season.
