The Baysox struck back with their own pair of
long balls, as Ethan Anderson laced a solo homer as part of a three-hit night, before
Brandon Butterworth gave the Baysox the lead on a fifth-inning, two-run shot.
Altoona would take the lead late on a two-run triple in the seventh before stranding
the tying and go-ahead runs on base in the bottom of the ninth.

DE LOS SANTOS DELIVERS

IF Anderson De Los Santos has adjusted to the Double-A level in his debut
campaign with the Baysox. A complimentary mix of power and patience, De Los
Santos'.430 on-base percentage is fourth-best among Eastern League hitters this
season, while his .964 OPS is eleventh (min. 90 PA). De Los Santos hit .230 with a
.721 OPS in 103 games with High-A Aberdeen last season. Entering 2026, De Los
Santos was a career .229 hitter in his professional career.

STRIKEOUT STUFF
The Baysox staff has piled up the strikeouts to begin 2026. Chesapeake's 296 staff
strikeouts lead the league, while their 11.48 K/9 is best among all Double-A clubs.

ESTRADA IS ELECTRIC

IF Aron Estrada has registered a hit in six-consecutive starts and is batting .360
(9-for-25) during that stretch with a.986 OPS. Estrada registered his first three-hit
game of the season and second of his Double-A career on Tue, 4/28 against Erie.

FREDDY IS READY

Frederick Bencosme leads the team and currently sits tied for seventh in the
Eastern League with 20 RBI. Bencosme homered in back-to-back games on
Saturday and Sunday in Erie - marking the first time in his career with homers in
consecutive contests. Bencosme was limited to 56 Double-A contests last season
due to two seperate stints on the injured list.

IT'S IN THE GAME

C/1B Ethan Anderson has been on a tear at home to start the season. Anderson is
hitting .487 (19-for-39) with a .583 on-base percentage at Prince George's Stadium
in 11 contests this season. Anderson has notched five three-hit games already this
season. All of them have came at home, including a three-hit contest on Tuesday
against the Curve.

FLIPPING OVER THE CARD

The Baysox have gotten tremendous production from the bottom of their lineup so
far this season.

Only Richmond (63 RBI) and Reading (60 RBI) has gotten
more run production from the bottom third of its lineup amongst Double-A clubs.
