JT SMOOTH: 1B JT Schwartz mashed his sixth home run of the year yesterday. Schwartz drove in
a career-high seven runs and tallied his third-grand slam of his career, his first since August 25,
2023, at New Hampshire. Schwartz has now hit all six of his home runs over his last 12 games,
since May 19 @ Richmond, and has homered twice this series. Schwartz smashed five home
runs in 84 games with Double-A Binghamton last season and has surpassed that number with
six home runs in 33 games this season.

LD KNDWS: INF Nick Lorusso on the two-week road trip went 14-for-46, (.304 AVG) 6 HR, 9 RBI,
and three multi-hit games. Lorusso has now blasted six home runs over his last 16 games.

REIMER REASON: INF Jacob Reimer, the Mets' No. 4 prospect has 2 HR, 8 RBI, 13 R, 4 2B, 10 BB,
and 6 SB over his last 15 games. Reimer recorded a career-high three stolen bases on Thursday,
along with his seventh multi-hit game over now his last 20 contests and his eighth multi-hit
game of the season. Reimer is T-11th in the Eastern League with 12 doubles and ranks T-12th
with 27 walks. The 22-year-old ranks as MLB Pipeline's No. 2 third baseman prospect in baseball.
THE RUMBLE PEN: Binghamton's bullpen is 16-11 on the season after Carlos Guzman (2-1)
recored the win on yesterday. They hold a 4.15 ERA across 236.1 innings and have combined
for 297 strikeouts, while the starters are 3-23, with a 5.60 ERA. Over the last 71.2 innings the
bullpen has allowed 38 earned runs. Douglas Orellana has gone scoreless over his last three
appearances which have spanned 5.2 innings. Felipe De La Cruz leads the bullpen with a 1.56
ERA has not allowed a run over his last five appearances of 6.0 total innings.

-Collins debuted as a player in the minor leagues in 2001 at the age of 16 with the AZL Angels. He spent 10 seasons in the
minor leagues with the Angels and Padres, and reached as high as Triple-A in 2009 and 2010. Collins also played in the
ABL and was an All-Star catcher.

-Collins has coached for Team Australia in the World Baseball Classic in 2026, 2017, and 2013. He played for Team Australia

in the WBC in 2009 and 2006. Born July 18, 1984 in Canberra, Australia. On May 3, 2024, he became a United States citizen.
