LET’S BOUNCE BACK: After winning four straight series going into the All-Star break but dropping the first two games of this series in 
walk-off fashion to the Red Sox, the FredNats will look to bounce back on Sunday afternoon to avoid the sweep in a three-game series 
coming out of the All-Star Break. Today, rehabbing lefty and former FredNat Dustin Saenz gets the start for FXBG, his first in full-season 
baseball in 2024 after being placed on the injured list on April 9. In three rehab starts in the FCL, the former Texas A&M Aggie has allowed 
three runs across eight innings of work. He is Washington’s 24th-best prospect according to MLB Pipeline. 
ABOUT LAST NIGHT: The FredNats came back from four runs down in the 9th to tie the game, but the Red Sox ultimately walked 
Fredericksburg off for the second day in a row in a 7-6 loss for Fredericksburg. Salem’s Nataneal Yuten has two walk-off hits in a row. Travis 
Sykora allowed three runs and walked four in three innings, but FXBG’s offense came alive with four runs in the 9th on RBIs from Sammy 
Infante, Marcus Brown and Caleb Farmer to get the game tied. FXBG has now been walked off three times this year. 
STEADY SAMMY: Sammy Infante is currently working on a 17-game on-base streak for the FredNats, which was extended with a two-run 
single in the 9th inning last night. It’s the 2nd longest on-base streak of the season for a FredNat, second to only Roismar Quintana’s 19.
DOMINANT STARTS: After heavily relying on the bullpen for the first two months of the season, the FredNat starting rotation has majorly 
improved over the last month. Since June 11, the beginning of the last Carolina series, FredNat starters have logged 147 innings and 
allowed just 26 earned runs for a group ERA of 1.59. In the three weeks prior to that, the starting rotation’s ERA was 5.70. In last series 
alone, FredNat starters pitched 16.1 scoreless innings, allowing a total of seven hits. 
FORTY AND ONE: Last Tuesday’s loss was the first time all season that the FredNats lost a game when leading after seven innings, and 
both doubleheader sweeps have pushed the team’s record in that scenario to 40-1. FXBG’s loss in Friday night’s game was the first time all 
season the team bas blown a lead after eight innings.  
DOMINANT DAVIS: In his return season from Tommy John surgery that wiped out his entire 2023 campaign, Marc Davis is making the most 
of his time in Fredericksburg. After five more innings on Friday night allowing no earned runs, he’s now allowed just one earned run in his 
last five starts. Covering 25 innings in that time frame, his ERA is 0.36, the opponents are hitting just .143 against him, and his WHIP is an 
excellent 0.88. Davis also has 25 strikeouts in that time frame. 
FORMULA FOR SUCCESS: The FredNats are 39-7 this season when scoring first, including 33 out of the last 35 wins. FXBG was beaten for 
the first time in a month when scoring first in Tuesday night’s game by Carolina. 
THE SKIP IS BACK: The FredNats’ leader from the last two seasons returns to the Managerial role for 2024. Jake Lowery is back for another 
year in the ‘Burg. Lowery, 34, was selected by Cleveland in the fourth round of the 2011 Draft out of James Madison University, where 
he was given the Johnny Bench Award as the nation’s top collegiate catcher. The Midlothian, Virginia native played in the Nationals 
organization from 2016 to 2019, including parts of two seasons with the Potomac Nationals. Lowery reached the Triple-A level in 2018 
and transitioned to a managerial role in 2021 after nine seasons in the minor leagues. Lowery is the 28th manager in franchise history 
dating back to 1978. Lowery is 192-158 in his two-plus years as Manager in Fredericksburg, including the 2022 Carolina League playoffs. 
THE STAFF: The majority of the 2023 coaching staff returns for 2024, with the lone exception being Hitting Coach Mike Habas. Pitching 
Coach Justin Lord, Development Coach Carmelo Jaime, Performance Analyst Josh Freligh, Strength & Conditioning Nathan Sier and Athletic 
Trainer Jake Meyer are all back from last year’s staff. Lord, 44, will begin his fourth season coaching in the Washington organization. The 
Florida State alum pitched six seasons professionally before transitioning to coaching, spending time in the Baltimore organization prior 
to joining the Nationals.
Habas, 33, begins his first season in the Washington organization after spending the last four seasons coaching in the Milwaukee Brewers 
organization. He was the hitting coach for the ACL Brewers the last two seasons, and was an Assistant Coach for the independent Gary 
SouthShore RailCats and Head Coach at Prairie State Junior College prior to his time with Milwaukee. Jaime, 38, was Detroit’s 24th round 
selection in the 2008 Draft out of Miami Dade College. The Santo Domingo, Dominican Republic native reached Double-A in his three-year 
minor league career, and has served as the first base coach and infield coach with the FredNats the past three seasons. Meyer is in his 
seventh year with the Nationals overall and second with the FredNats, he spent his first five years at the facility in West Palm Beach, FL. 
Sier is in his second year with FXBG after previous stops with 2SP Sports and Macomb Community College (MI). Freligh begins his second 
year with the Nationals after previous stops with the Boston Red Sox and Los Angeles Dodgers. 
A LASTING LEGACY: The Fredericksburg Nationals adopt the franchise history of their predecessors in the Carolina League dating back to 
1978...the Alexandria Dukes (1978, 1980-83) and Alexandria Mariners (1979) played at Four Mile Run Park in Alexandria, Virginia...the 
Prince William Pirates (1984-1986), Prince William Yankees (1987-1988), Prince William Cannons (1989-1998), Potomac Cannons (1999-
2004) and Potomac Nationals (2005-2019) played at G. Richard Pfitzner Stadium in Woodbridge, Virginia...the franchise has won five Mills 
Cup Championships, as the Dukes in 1982, as the Yankees in 1989, and as the Nationals in 2008, 2010 and 2014. 



STARTING PITCHER

TONIGHT’S START: Dustin Saenz is set to make a rehab appearance for 
the FredNats today, in the series finale against Salem.
Saenz suffered an injury late in spring training this season, and was just 
activated from the IL on 7/5 to begin his rehab stint.

NO STRANGER TO FXBG: Saenz has donned a FredNat jersey many times 
since being drafted in 2021, including five apperances that season. He 
then began 2022 with the Freddies as a starter, and made 11 outings 
before being promoted to Wilmington after a 2.95 ERA in 55 innings.

METHODICAL MOVER: Dustin has followed a bit of a pattern in his time 
in the Washington system. He’s earned in-season promotions in both 
2022 and 2023, after previously making it to that level in the previous 
season. In keeping with that trend, Saenz made 15 starts with Harrisburg 
las year and posted a 4.44 ERA, and was expected to begin this year with 
the Senators before his injury.

THE ROAD BACK: Saenz has looked sharp in a trio of rehab starts in the 
FCL this year. The southpaw has amassed 8.0 innings of work, allowing 
just two earned runs for an ERA of 2.25. Opponents are hitting just .107 
against the lefty, who has struck out seven and walked three men.
