"FUN IS GOOD" FACTOIDS

SAINTS WALK IT OFF ON FORD'S NINTH-INNING BLAST: The veteran-most hitter on the St. Paul Saints
roster came up with the biggest clutch hit of the season. Down two in the bottom of the ninth,
Mike Ford drilled a walk-off homer to send the Saints to their fourth straight victory Wednesday
night at CHS Field, an 8-7 victory over the Buffalo Bisons. The go ahead big fly was the seventh
walk-off home run in Saints history and the first since Jair Camargo's walk-off grand slam on June
28, 2023 vs Gwinnett. Ford's home run marked the sixth lead change in a wlld back-and-forth
affair. Buffalo capitalized on a Saints error in the third to jump out to a 2-0 lead. St. Paul would
get one back on Will Holland's RBI double in the fourth and tie it on a leadoff home run by Ryan
Fitzgerald in the fifth, his third of the season that highlighted a 3-for-5 night. The Saints took the
lead three batters later on Carson McCusker's RBI double, but Buffalo swung the game back in
their favor when Joey Loperfido knocked in two on a single in the Top 6th. The Saints wrestled
back control a half-inning later when two runs scored on Edouard Julien's opposite field single,
aided by an error to make it 5-4 St. Paul. Kody Funderburk failed to hold the lead in the 8th as he]
gave up back-to-back homers on consecutive pitches to Loperfido and Davis Schneider, both with
two outs. Funderburk had previously never allowed two home runs in a single appearance in his
career, major or minor leagues. Julien singled and McCusker walked to spark the 9th inning rally.

THE SAINTS ARE HOT: After Wednesday night's walk-off victory, the Saints have now won seven of
their last eight games, the second-best run of any team in the International League in that span,
trailing only the Durham Bulls, who are 8-1 in that run that dates back to Sunday, April 27. Over
the past eight games, the Saints have outscored the opposition 42-32 (+10), scoring the 11th
most runs in the IL and allowing the third-fewest. Their team batting average of .300 (76-253) is

tied for the best in the league and their OPS of .882 ranks 2nd. St. Paul are riding a season-best
four-game win streak and are three games above .500 for the first time this season.

McCUSKER McCRUSHING: Recently named the Twins minor league player of the month for March/
April, Saints outfielder Carson McCusker is crushing the ball to open the season and currently
ranks 2nd in Triple-A in average exit velocity to start the year (see below). On one swing on
Tuesday night, he simultaneously tagged the Saints' hardest-hit ball (114.7 mph) and the longest
home run of the season (426 feet), a go-ahead, two-run blast in the sixth vs Buffalo. McCusker
now has the two hardest hit balls by a St. Paul hitter this season and five of the top-10, including
two batted balls that rank among the top-10 in exit velocity in Saints history (his homer on
Tuesday ranks 6th and his the 2nd hardest hit ball to go for a homer, trailing Trevor Larnach's
115.5 mph homer in Omaha on May 6, 2021). The 6-8 slugger is one of seven hitters in the
minors with at least 9 homers this year and has already tied Yunior Severino in 2024 for the most
home runs in Saints history by the end of May. The Sparks, Nevada native is also currently in the
midst of a 10-game hitting streak, the longest by a St. Paul batter so far this year and a game shy
of his career-high of 11, a stretch he established from May 26-June 7, 2023 in indy ball. With

a home run in his next three games, he would reach 10 homers in a season in the 3rd-fewest
number of games in Saints history (see below):

BUILT FORD TOUGH: Mike Ford has now homered in four of his last seven games after Wednesday's
walk-off blast. The Princeton grad has now hit safely in nine straight dating back to April 26, a
stretch where he is batting .393 (11-28) with 4 HR, 11 RBI, and 7 walks. It mark's Ford's longest|
hit streak since he collected a knock in 11-in-a-row from July 3-July 17, 2021 with the Durham
Bulls (TB). The longest hit streak of his career was a 12-gamer from July 12-August 18, 2014
with the Charleston RiverDogs in A-ball.

RUNNING INTO OUTS: The Saints are just 23-0f-36 (63.9%) in stealing bases as a team this year,
making them the least efficient team in Triple-A in stealing and bottom-10 in the minor leagues
(they currently rank 111th out of 120 full-season teams). The Minnesota Twins are also the worst
team in stolen-base% (69.0%) in the majors and Double-A Wichita are bottom-10 in the minors
as well (63.2%).

"I'M JUST LOOSENING MY ARM": Saints utility-man Jeferson Morales now has five outfield assists
on the year, which places him t-2nd in baseball (majors & minors), trailing only the Guardians'

STRAIGHT GAS: The Saints pitching staff rank as the third-hardest throwing staff in Triple-A to
start the season with an average pitch velocity of 89.5 mph that ranks as a harder throwing staff
than 22 Major League teams. Despite the extra few ticks, the Saints rank just 10th in the IL in

K-rate (25.1%) and 8th in whiff-rate (29.1%). By average velocity on fastballs only, St. Paul ranks

t-7th in Triple-A (92.6). Jacob Bosiokovic (96.9, 15th), Ryan Jensen (96.8, 18th) and Alex Speas

(96.5, 23rd) are all top-25 in the Triple-A circuit in average fastball velo (min 100 pitches).
