“FUN IS GOOD" FACTOIDS

LAST TIME OUT: The St. Paul Saints offense crushed two homers, but did little else as solo shots from Alex Jackson, his third, and
Gabby Gonzalez, his 6th, weren't enough in a 4-3 loss on Friday night at Victory Field, the Saints' fourth consecutive defeat. Mitch
Jebb led off the game with a single, stole second, and scored on a one out single from Esmerlyn Valdez to give Indy a 1-0 lead.
Jackson's longball was a leadoff shot to open the fifth, tying the game at one. Gonzalez followed by hitting one into the seats to left,
giving the Saints their first lead of the series at 2-1; the 22-year-old would finish 2-for-4 on the night. Kyler Fedko knocked in another
on an RBI single, extending it to 3-1. The Saints lead evaporated in the bottom half. Jebb worked a leadoff walk before Tyler
Callihan drilled a two-run homer off Ricky Castro to tie it. Matt Bowman's scoreless inning streak ended at 9.2 innings when he
allowed a go-ahead, leadoff homer from Davis Wendzel in the seventh. Indy pitching retired 10 in-a-row to close.

NO STARTERS, JUST OUT-GETTERS: The Saints are one of just three teams in the International League that have not had a
starting pitcher complete at least 6.0 innings this year (also Toledo & Omaha). St. Paul relievers have had to cover the second-most
innings in Triple-A (132.2, trailing only El Paso-134.2). The Saints have had just two starting pitcher performances go at least 5.0
innings (Connor Prielipp on April 16 VLHV & Zebby Matthews on April 11 @TOL). Every other team in the IL has at least three.

TAKE ME HOME, CAUSE | DON'T REMEMBER: The Saints offense has had extreme splits to begin the season when hitting at
CHS Field compared to hitting away from the friendly confines this season. In St. Paul, the Saints are one of the best hitting teams
in Triple-A, but have struggled mightily away from their home fans so far this season. Entering play Saturday, 19 of the Saints' 45
runs scored on the road have been accounted for by home runs (42%).

ROSS REINFORCES SAINTS: Infielder Ben Ross, the fifth round draft pick of the Twins in 2022, was called up among several
roster moves announced by Minnesota on Friday. The Springfield, Ohio native made his Triple-A debut Friday after getting out to a
torrid start with Double-A Wichita, reaching base in all 16 games, including hits in the first 13 contests of that run, while leading the
Texas League in batting average (.424), ranking t-1st hits (25) and 2nd in OBP (.528), SLG% (.797), & OPS (1.324) at the time.
Ross, a former Division 2 product, also leads all qualified Twins farmhands in each of the aforementioned categories at the time of
his promotion, as well as stolen bases (8). Outfielder Alan Roden was placed on the 7-Day IL with a right shoulder contusion.

BEHIND THE EIGHT BALL: Saints opponents have now scored first in seven consecutive games, with the opposition scoring a run
in either the first or second inning in each game of that run. The Saints have seen the opposition score first against them in 14 of the
first 24 games this year; St. Paul are just 3-11 when the other team draws first blood.

SWEET, SWEET VICTORY (FIELD): The Saints make their return to Victory Field for the first time since sweeping Pittsburgh's
Triple-A affiliate in three games on Opening Weekend. The wins in three days from March 27-29 marked their first-ever sweep in
the ballpark in franchise history. The Saints went just 1-5 in their lone series in Indianapolis last year and were just 1-11 the year
prior. Since winning the first four games of a series from April 11-14, 2023 at Victory Field, the Saints had not even won back-to-
back games in the ballpark until Opening Weekend; St. Paul were 2-19 in their previous 21 games in Indy entering the season.

LABORING EARLY, COMING ON STRONG LATE: Entering play Saturday, the St. Paul Saints staff have thrown the most pitches
in the International League (3rd in MiLB) as a team so far (3,997), including having exceeded 200 pitches thrown as a staff three
times already this year (no other team in the International League has more than two). Friday's contest in Indy marked the fewest
bullets fired by the Saints staff this year (121). Over the first 16 games of the season, the Saints had the 3rd-fewest strikeouts (138)
and the most walks issued in the league (97), but in the eight games since then, they've combined for a 73:29 (2.52) strikeout-to-
walk ratio, the 6th-best in the league in that span (their 1.42 over the first 16 games was the worst).

VARIETY IS THE SPICE OF LIFE: In his first 24 games as Saints manager, Brian Dinkelman has turned in 24 unique lineup cards.
Only two Saints hitters have batted from the same spot more than 10 times (Kaelen Culpepper and Walker Jenkins , both leadoff)
and only Culpepper (SS) and Jenkins (CF) have started at least 12 times at a given position.

Role

TWINS OF TOMORROW: The Saints opened the season with nine of the Twins’ Top-30 ranked prospects according to MLB.com,
marking the most players listed on MLB's Minnesota Top-30 list to open a campaign in the Saints’ history as a Triple-A franchise.
Between Walker Jenkins , Kaelen Culpepper, Emmanuel Rodriquez, & Connor Prielipp , they touted four prospects on either the
MLB.com or Baseball America Top-100 list, surpassing last year’s total of three when Rodriguez, Luke Keaschall, and Zebby
Matthews all began the year with the Saints. The remaining ranked prospects included Gabriel Gonzalez (7/10), Andrew Morris
(13/13), Marco Raya (18/21), and John Klein (20/23). LHP Kendry Rojas (10/8) also opened the year on the Saints’ injured list.
Morris, Prielipp, and Rojas all have all seen big league time so far this season for the first time in their careers.

LAST APPEARANCE: Made his first career Triple-A start (2nd-ever appearance) on Tuesday in the series opener...got

out of a bases-loaded jam in the first before allowing a home run in each of the next three innings...gave up a one-out

solo shot to Nick Cimllo in the second, a 2-run blast to Rafael Flores in the 3rd, and was chased by a three-run homer

from Ronny Simon in the fourth...threw 31 four-seamers (48%), 18 sliders (28%), 8 cutters (12%), 7 changeup
(11%), and 1 curveball (2%)...generated five swings-and-misses...gave up two homers on the four-seamer, one on a
cutter...

MIKE THE INVINCIBLE: Paredes had a unique statline last season, going 11-0 across his 37 appearances (2 starts)
with Double-A Wichita, plus one relief outing with the Saints to end the year. After pitching in his Triple-A debut to
end the season on Sept. 19 in Memphis and getting a no-decision, he ensured just the 15th season in the last 20
years in all of minor league baseball where a pitcher racked up double-digit wins without a loss in the same season.
It was just the sixth season in that span in which a pitcher accrued at least 11 wins without a losing decision, the first
since Luis Quinones went 11-0 in the Blue Jays system in 2024. Paredes' season in which he pitched 35 of 37 games
inrelief also featured 7 saves; there have only been 17 seasons of 10+ wins and 7+ saves in the minors since 2005.
Paredes had pitched in 46 consecutive games without a losing decision (13 wins in that stretch) until he was saddled
with a loss in his final appearance with Double-A Wichita on April 16 before a promotion to the Saints.
SALUTATIONS, MICHAEL: A native of San Diego and graduate of San Diego HS, Paredes was SDHS's 2018
salutatorian, awarded to the student with the 2nd-highest Grade Point Average in their graduating class. He was a
member of the Academy of Finance for one of his high school extracurriculars and went on to be named a 2020
Mountain West All-Academic selection as a business management major at SDSU.
