The Bowie Baysox defeated Somerset in 12 innings last night by a final of 7-2. Bowie scored
five runs in the 12th inning on just one hit and two errors to take the lead. TT Bowens scored
the go-ahead run after a fielding error by Ben Rice, Frederick Bencosme scored on a passed
ball, Samuel Basallo knocked in two more runs with a single, and Basallo later scored on a
throwing error by Anthony Seigler. Bowie's bullpen combined for eight innings of shutout
relief and allowed just one hit, one walk and struck out eight.

BUILT BY THE BULLPEN

Bowie's bullpen leads the Eastern League and all of Double-A in innings pitched
(227.0) and strikeouts (272). Conversely, Bowie's starters have thrown the fewest
number of innings in the league and in all of Double-A (185.2). The bullpen has ac-
counted for 22 of Bowie's 24 wins on the regular season. The Baysox bullpen owns a
1.18 WHIP, which is good for third-lowest in all of Double-A.

BASALLOIS HOT

Over his last 10 games, C Samuel Basallo is batting .432 (16-for-37) with two homers,
a double, nine RBlI and an OPS of 1.110. The Orioles No. 2 prospect came off the bench
last night and delivered a two-run single in the 12th to extend Bowie's lead. Basallo is
on a eight-game hit streak and a nine game on-base streak. The 19-year-old is batting
.310 in the month of May and after posting an OBP of .276 in April, his OBP in the
month of May is at .332.

HOME RUN HITTERS

OF Jud Fabian and Dylan Beavers are first and third in the league in home runs this
month with six and five, respectively. Fabian's eight home runs on the season are
fifth-most in the league while Beavers' and Samuel Basallo's seven homers on the
season are tied for sixth-most in the league. Bowie has hit the second-most home
runs in the league (46) behind Somerset (47).

STRUGGLES IN MAY

Bird to be promoted to Double-A Bowie back on April 30. Weston was Aberdeen's
Opening Night starter.
