Last Game: The Delmarva Shorebirds were defeated in the first-ever game at Wilson
Ballpark on Tuesday night, falling to the Warbirds 14-8. After falling behind 2-0 in the first
inning, the Shorebirds took the lead in the top of the second on an RBI single by Junior
Aybar and a two-run homer by Jose Perez, making it 3-2. Wilson quickly regained the lead
in the bottom half, scoring six runs, including back-to-back home runs by Brady Ebel and
Jose Anderson. Stiven Martinez got Delmarva back in the game with a three-run homer
in the top of the fourth, but the Warbirds responded with three runs of their own to lead
11-6 after four innings. Junior Aybar launched his first home run of the season in the top
of the sixth to make it 11-7. After the Warbirds scored twice in the bottom half, Andres
Nolaya connected for his second home run and the Shorebirds' fourth long ball of the
night, but they were unable to mount a comeback as they were defeated 14-8.

Play the Hits, DJ: It's been a strong start to the season for DJ Layton in his first stint with
the Shorebirds. The 19-year-old utility man has reached base in 30 of 36 games, collecting
a hitin 22, including a team-best eight multi-hit games. He leads the team with 28 walks
and an impressive .453 batting average on balls in play. He paces the team in OPS at .815

Hitaker: Braylon Whitaker has become one of Delmarva's most consistent hitters. He

leads the team in batting average (.294) and is second in hits (30). He is also second on the

team with seven multi-hit games and excels at making contact. Among qualified Shore-
birds hitters, he has the team's lowest strikeout rate at 13% and also has the best walk
rate on the team at 20%. Since moving to the leadoff spot on May 6, Whitaker has 10 hits
and 15 walks, for a team-best on-base percentage of .521 in that span.

Hot Andres: Andres Nolaya is coming off a career weekend, with back-to-back four-RBI
games against the Fayetteville Woodpeckers on May 16 and May 17. On May 16, he hit his
first home run of the season, a three-run shot, as part of a two-hit effort. He followed that
up on Sunday, when he was a home run short of the cycle, with his three hits matching

a career-high. He continued his impressive run in the series opener, recording his third
consecutive multi-hit game and his second home run of the season.

C-Rod in Control: In his debut season, Christian Rodriguez has emerged as one of Del-
marva's dependable starting pitchers. Rodriguez threw his first career quality start on May
8 against the Salem RidgeYaks, earning his second victory. Over his last four starts, he has
struck out 28 in 20 innings. His 39 strikeouts are the most on the team and eighth-most in
the Carolina League.

Hunter Earns Honors: Caden Hunter is coming off a phenomenal week against the
Fayetteville Woodpeckers. In the opening game of the series on May 12, Hunter guided
Delmarva to victory by throwing 4.2 no-hit innings, retiring the first 14 batters he faced
and striking out a career-high 10. In his second start in the finale on May 17, Hunter threw
four more innings, allowed one run on one hit, and struck out eight more batters. His
dominant week earned him the Carolina League Pitcher of the Week honors.

About the Warbirds: The Shorebirds make their first-ever trip to Wilson, North Carolina, to
face the Warbirds. The new Single-A affiliate of the Milwaukee Brewers made its first visit to
Delmarva at the end of April, where the Shorebirds won their first and only series of the 2026
season so far, winning four of the six games. The team moved 30 minutes west to Wilson
from Zebulon after previously being the Carolina Mudcats.
