[TODAY'S GAME / OPPOSING STARTER: The Curve continue a six-gamer with Harrisburg on after Tuesday's series opener was
rained out.

On the mound, Bryce Conley makes his organizational debut after signing earlier this week. A 30-year-old from Al-pharetta,
GA, Conley broke into pro ball as a 22nd round selection by Oakland in 2017 out of Geor-gia State. Conley reached Triple-A Las
\Vegas for 12 appearances in 2022 and 2023 and has a career 7-9 record wtih a 4.43 ERA in 64 games, 16 starts at Double-A.
Conley last pitched in the affiliated ranks in 2023 and spent the 24-25 winter pitching with Mayaguez in the Puerto Rican Win-
ter League. He made 3 starts in the Mexican Legaue with Jalisco in the Mexican League and went 1-0 with a 2.03 ERA before
signing with Washington.

FEELING PEACHY: Infielder Kervin Pichardo reached in all 5 of his plate appearances on Thursday, May 15 against Harris-
burg. Pichardo matched his career-high with 3 runs scored and drove in 4 runs, one shy of his career-high. In 10 games in the
Month of May, he's batting .333 with a .920 OPS and 8 RBI.

ITHE LEADERS: Entering play on Friday, May 16, the Curve have several players ranked on the league leaderboard. Jack
Brannigan is 6th in the league with 21 runs batted in, while Mitch Jebb ranks 9th in the league in batting average (.293), 5th in
lon-base percentage (.399) and 3rd in SB (13). Termarr Johnson has scored 21 runs, good for 6th-most in the circuit, and ranks
tied for 5th with 20 walks.

CAPTAIN JACK: Infielder Jack Brannigan has reached base safely in 20 straight games, entering play on Friday, May 15. Bran-
nigan's streak is the 3rd-longest by a Double-A player this season and longest by at Eastern Leaguer. He's picked up 19 hits
nd walked 10 times during this stretch, recording a .802 OPS. Brannigan had hits in both ends of Altoona’s doubleheader on
ednesday, May 14 and has a hit in 10-of-13 games in the month of May.

MACMAN: Righty Garrett McMillan has allowed just one run in 10.0 innings with the Curve in his two starts. This season he’s
ombined to go 4-0 with a 1.38 ERA (39.0 IP/6 ER) in 8 starts this season between Greensboro and Altoona, his 1.38 ERA is
second-lowest among Pirates minor leaguers behind Hunter Barco (0.89).

ENTER SANDMAN: Closer Cam Sanders has dazzled in his 12 outings with the Curve this season. His .083 batting average
gainst ranks 1st among Double-A relievers (min. 10.0 IP), he is also 1st in saves (8) among minor league players. Sanders
has been unscored upon in 11-of-12 outings this season and became the first Curve reliever to pick up 7 saves in a calendar
month (April) since Matt Eckelman saved 8 games in June of 2019. Justin Kaye (June, 2005) and Matt Peterson (June, 2007)
hold the record for saves in a month by a Curve pitcher with 9.

E'RE AT THE DOTEL HOTEL: Starter Wilber Dotel matched his career-high with 10 strikeouts on Sunday, May 4 against
kron. It was the first 10-K performance by the Curve since Thomas Harrington struck out 10 Somerset Patriots last July 20,
024. For the season, he holds a 22.1% K-BB% after he recorded an 11.2% mark in 2024 with Greensboro. Additionally, he has
increased his First Pitch Strike% from 42.6% in 2023 to 51.1% in 2025 and has struck out 7 or more batters in 4-of-his-last-5

starts. In his last 5 outings, he's struck out 34 batters in 22.2 IP. He ranks 3rd in the Eastern League in stikeouts (41) and 8th
in IP (31.1).
