Milestone Watch: Lansing is six wins away from the 2,000th victory in Nuts history, plus three players away from 1,000 players all-time.

Prospecting: The Nuts’ roster boasts five players on MLB Pipeline’s Top 30 rankings of Athletics prospects: No. 8 (Devin Taylor), No. 
16 (Steven Echavarria), No. 19 (Zane Taylor), No. 26 (Nate Nankil) and No. 30 (Bobby Boser).

Starting Spotlight: Right-hander Kyle Robinson pitched twice against Dayton in 2025, starting Game 2 of a doubleheader on August 
14 and earning the win with six scoreless innings, then taking the loss on September 2. In that latter game, his final appearance of the 
year, he relieved Kenya Huggins to start the third inning and blanked Dayton for five straight frames before allowing two runs in the eighth 
for a 4-3 Dragons come-from-behind victory. Robinson then handled Dayton in the second game of this season on April 3, allowing one 
run in four innings of piggyback relief to earn the save in a 5-1 Nuts triumph. All told: 3 G, 1.59 ERA, 17 IP, 12 H, 3 R/ER, 4 BB, 14 K.

All Aboard: Shortstop Bobby Boser went 1-for-4 with a two-run single and a walk yesterday to extend his on-base streak to 23 games, 
every game that he has played this year.

Midwest League Leaders, Batsmen: Davis Diaz ranks 2nd in the Midwest League batting average (.338), with Devin Taylor 4th 
(.337). Taylor is tied for 1st in the league in base hits (30) while Bobby Boser is tied for 4th (28).

Midwest League Leaders, Moundsmen: Zane Taylor ranks 3rd in the MWL in ERA (1.50) and 2nd in innings pitched (24). Steven 
Echavarria is 4th in innings (23 1/3) and 5th in batting average against (.195).

The Week That Is: The Nuts’ offense is slashing .270/.385/.384 this week, collecting 43 hits and 28 walks against Dragons pitching 
in five games – an average of six runs on eight hits and six walks per game.

Home Cooking: Outfielder Rodney Green, Jr. is hitting .395 in 12 home games (17-for-43, 5 2B, 1 3B, 2 HR); Bobby Boser is bat-
ting .354 in 12 home games (17-for-48, 1 2B, 1 HR); and Devin Taylor is hitting .381 in 13 home games (16-for-42, 3 2B, 2 HR, 14 
BB) with a .526 OBP and .595 SLG.

Cincinnati’s Own: Devin Taylor, born in the Queen City, opened the season 2-for-20 with ten strikeouts... but is hitting .406/.506/.623 
since then, going 28-for-69 with 16 walks. Taylor’s personal hitting coach, coincidentally, is 2011 Lugnut Lance Durham.

Dragon Slayers: The Nuts’ top hitters this year vs. Dayton: Rodney Green, Jr. (12-for-22, .545); Bobby Boser (10-for-28, .357); and 
Devin Taylor (7-for-21, 11 walks, .333, .563 OBP).

Cooperstown Bound: An original 1996 Lugnut as a member of the very first Lugnuts lineup on April 5, 1996, Carlos Beltrán went 
to be voted 1999 American League Rookie of the Year, was named a nine-time All-Star, and won three Gold Gloves, two Silver Slug-
gers, the Roberto Clemente Humanitarian Award, and the 2017 World Series during a 20-year MLB career. On July 27, Beltrán will be 
inducted into the National Baseball Hall of Fame in Cooperstown.
