TEEING OFF
LET’S GET IT STARTED: The Jackets have dropped four straight,

including a 4-3 loss last night, and turn to Luis Arestigueta on short rest to
provide some length and end the skid.

TEEN TITANS: The top of Augusta's order has led the way this season,
with four players age 19 or younger dominating the top of the order, and
four of six starters in the rotation being under 20 years of age.

RANK EM: Four players from MLB Pipeline's Top 30 Braves Prospects are,
currently on Augusta's roster, down from five on Opening Day. The highest
regarded is #1 prospect LHP Cam Gaminiti, along with SS John Gil (#12), OF
Luis Guanipa (#13) & C Nick Montgomery (#22).

HEAVY TURNOVER: The GreenJackets made a half-dozen moves in ad-
vance of this week, promoting INF Luis Sanchez and 1B Mason Guerra to A+
Rome while transferring C Alen Pineda to the AAA Dev List. In correspon-
dence, Augusta activated top-15 prospect OF Luis Guanipa from the IL, and
brought back INF Joe Olsavsky & C/1B Josnaider Orellana for 2nd stints.

SO0 CLOSE, YET SO FAR: The GreenJackets fought all the way to the
final day of the first half, but ended one game short of the team'’s first
playoff appearance since 2019. The Columbia Fireflies claimed the South in
the first half, and would await Augusta if the Jackets win the 2nd.

STRANDED: Augusta has seen its team average with runners in scoring
position drop over the month of June, down to .236 after hopping over .255
towards the end of May.

CHUCKIN’: The GreenJackets currently lead the Carolina League in ERA,
and have held opponents to 3 runs or fewer in 32 of 69 games. With four
starting pitchers promoted in the last 5 weeks, the depth has been tested.

NEXT TIME OUT: Southpaw Gam Caminiti makes his 2nd career road
start, looking to stay cool and build off his momentum from home against
Parker Smith, who has not allowed an earned run in three Single-A games.

COACHING STAFF

Second year skipper Wynston Sawyer returns to the CSRA after earning his first managerial gig in 2024. Sawyer came to
Augusta after a season with the FCL Braves, where he primarily worked with the catchers. A San Diego native, Sawyer was
drafted in the 8th round of the 2010 MLB Draft out of Scripps Ranch HS by the Baltimore Orioles. He spent 7 seasons in the
Orioles system, before finishing his career with a year with the Los Angeles Dodgers and two seasons with the Minnesota
Twins’ systems, reaching AA Tulsa with the Dodgers and AAA Rochester with the Twins.

A mainstay at SRP Park over the last few years, Elvin Nina returns to the GreenJackets to guide the pitching staff for the
second straight year. Nina was previously with the FCL Braves for the last two seasons, also as pitching coach, and served in
the same role for Augusta in 2021. A native of San Cristobal, Nina played collegiately at both Northeastern Oklahoma A&M
and Oklahoma State before being drafted in the 17th Rd of the 1997 Draft by the Oakland Athletics. Nina played 9 seasons
in the minors across 5 organizations, while also seeing time in the Chinese Professional League, the Mexican League, and the
Atlantic League. The righty began his coaching career with the Helena Brewers from 2009-2013, and also coached in the
Pirates’ system.

One of two newcomers working with the hitters in 2025, this year marks a homecoming of sorts for Wilkinson, who returns
not only to the team where he began his coaching career, but also the area he grew up in. The Evans, GA native starred at
Evans HS before a lengthy collegiate career that spanned time at East Georgia State College, Gordon State College, Florida
A&M, and Mercer University. He began his coaching career with a video and hitting analytics role for the ‘Jackets in 2021,
followed by stops with the FCL Braves, Rome Braves, and Mississippi Braves, the last two of which he was the hitting coach.

Joining Wilkinson to work with the hitters, Ruben Gotay begins his first year as a coach in the Braves organization, having
spent last year coaching in the Mexican League with the Caliente de Durango. Gotay brings a wealth of additional experience
coaching in MiLB, having spent 2023 with the Indianapolis Indians, 2021-22 with the Greensboro Grasshoppers, and 2018-
19 with the Clearwater Threshers. The Puerto Rican product played professionally for 17 seasons, including parts of four
years in the majors with the Royals, Mets, and Braves.

2025 marks the first year coaching in professional baseball for Brad Stoll, who joins the Braves’ system following nearly 20
years coaching at Lawrence High School in Kansas. During his time with the Chesty Lions, Stoll won a 6A State Champion-
ship in 2009 and saw two former players go on to play in Major League Baseball: Garrett Cleavinger and Bryce Montes de
Oca. Stoll’s additional experience lies in the Cape Cod League, where he was an assistant with the Falmouth Commodores
from 2009-15 and again in 2024.
