YESTERDAY’S RECAP: The New Hampshire Fisher Cats erupted on offense and defeated the Hartford Yard Goats on 
Tuesday night by a score of 11-8. The Fisher Cats scored four in the first on an RBI double by Damiano Palmegiani, a 
two-run single by Phil Clarke and a fielding error by Yanquiel Fernandez in right field on a fly ball hit by Miguel Hiraldo. 
New Hampshire added on six runs in the second. In his home debut for the Fisher Cats, Alan Roden laced a two-run 
triple down the right-field line. Run-scoring hits by Palmegiani, a double by Rainer Nunez, and a single by Riley 
Tirotta extended New Hampshire’s lead. Trevor Schwecke led the Fisher Cats with a 3-for-4 day at the plate, including 
an RBI single in the fifth to give New Hampshire its biggest lead of the game at 11-1. Starting right-hander Adam 
Kloffenstein threw five innings, allowing four runs (two earned) on six hits and no walks while striking out six to pick up 
the victory.  
 
SCHWECKE IS SIZZLING: UTL Trevor Schwecke has been New Hampshire’s best hitter over the last 10 games. After a 
game-high three hits last night, the utilityman is hitting a team-leading .375 (15-for-40) with four doubles, a homer and 
eight RBIs over his last 10 contests with a .468 on-base percentage. In 13 games in the month of July, he has six multi-hit 
games.  
 
STEWARD THE SWIPER: With two more stolen bases on Sunday, OF Steward Berroa holds the Eastern League lead 
in stolen bases with 36 on the season, one ahead of Portland’s Phillip Sikes. Berroa has already surpassed last year’s 
Fisher Cats steals leader set by Cam Eden who had 32. The last time a Fisher Cat led the league in steals was Anthony 
Gose back in 2011, who stole 70 bases and remains a team single-season record.  
 
ROCKIN’ AND RODEN: OF Alan Roden has made a strong first impression since arriving in New Hampshire last 
Monday. The Blue Jays 2022 third round pick has six hits, a triple, four RBIs and has walked more than struck out (6 BB/4 
K) in his first six Double-A games. The 23-year-old came to New Hampshire after leading the Northwest League with 
a .321 average and a .437 on-base percentage. 
 
HITTING VS HARTFORD: INF Miguel Hiraldo leads the team in batting against the Yard Goats this season, hitting .351 
(13-for-37) with a homer, two doubles and two RBIs. IF Trevor Schwecke is hitting .324, OF Will Robertson is 
hitting .314 with two homers, five doubles and seven RBIs against the Yard Goats with INF Rainer Nunez (.308) and INF 
Leo Jimenez (.303) not far behind. 
 
WE COULD USE SEM: RHP Sem Robberse makes his 18th start of the season today and his second against Hartford. 
The 21-year-old Netherlands native ranks in the top five in many Eastern League categories, including first in WHIP 
(1.14), first in batting average against (.204), fourth in ERA (3.87) and fifth in innings pitched (83.2). In three starts in the 
month of July, Robberse has a microscopic 1.10 ERA in 16.1 innings thrown. In nine home starts, the Fisher Cats opening 
day starter has a 2.47 ERA to go with a 0.93 WHIP. 
 
THIS DAY IN FISHER CATS HISTORY (July 26, 2019) - The Fisher Cats made it two straight over Reading with a 5-1 win 
at Delta Dental Stadium.  Hector Perez allowed one earned run in seven innings for the win, improving to 7-4.  Brock 
Lundquist had a pair of hits, driving in three runs with a single in the bottom of the seventh inning. 
 
MANCHESTER-BOSTON REGIONAL AIRPORT FLIGHT TO THE MAJORS: Toronto (56-46) took a 7-3 lead to the bottom 
of the ninth and lost 8-7 to the Dodgers in 10 innings.  LA scored four in the ninth and won it on a James Outman double.  Bo 
Bichette went 4-for-6 with a homer and two RBI and Danny Jansen had a three-run pinch-hit double in the top of the ninth…Buffalo 
(47-49) handled Scranton-Wilkes Barre 3-1 at home. The Bisons had 10 hits, including two each by Spencer Horwitz, Cam Eden, 
and Rafael Lantigua…It took 12 innings for Vancouver (56-34) to get past Everett 2-1.  The game was scoreless until the AquaSox 
went ahead in the top of the 12th. In the bottom of the frame, Michael Turconi delivered a two-run walk-off single. Abdiel Mendoza 
went five scoreless with eight strikeouts and Sam Ryan finished up for the win…Dunedin (42-49) won 5-1 at Tampa with an 11-hit 
attack. Jeffrey Wehler homered twice and drove in three runs.
