“FUN IS GOOD" FACTOIDS

LAST TIME OUT: The St. Paul Saints blew the first inning open by hanging an eight spot and held off the Columbus Clippers the
rest of the way in a 10-5 victory Tuesday night at CHS Field. The win marked the fourth straight for the Saints, tying a season-high,
and drew St. Paul within 3.5 games of first-place for the first time since April 4. Six straight Saints reached base to open against
Columbus starter Ryan Webb. Kaelen Culpepper singled, reached third on a double by Ryan Kreidler, and scored on a bobble in
left field by Nolan Jones. Orlando Arcia extended his hit streak to 14 in-a-row with a two-run single. Aaron Sabato knocked in a run
on a FC and Alex Jackson broke it open by drilling a three-run homer off the foul pole. Kyler Fedko made it 8-0 with a two-out
single. Columbus's bullpen locked it down over the next five innings while the Clippers lineup belted two homers to pull it back
within five. Drew Smith gave up a two-run double to Angel Genao before retiring three in-a-row to secure the win in the ninth.

SAINTLY SLUGGERS: Averaging nearly three home runs-per-game over their last nine games, the Saints continue to lead all of
baseball with 70 home runs this year. Over their last nine, the Saints lead all MLB & MiLB clubs in homers (26), runs scored (90),
SLG% (.647) and team OPS (1.070). The Saints have homered at least once in nine games in-a-row entering Wednesday (a
season-long streak) and in 22 of their past 26 games since going back-to-back games without a homer on April 10-11 in Toledo.
The Saints currently tout eight hitters with at least five homers on the season, the 2nd-most of any team in either MLB or MiLB.

THE SAINTS ARE HOT: The Saints are 12-3 over their past 15 games since April 25, holding the best record in Triple-A and tied
for the best record in MiLB in that span with Low-A Fredericksburg (WAS). During this run, the Saints have outscored their
opponents 118-68 (+50) after running a deficit of 38 runs (112-150) over their first 24 games to start the season in which they went 9
15. The Saints are three games above .500 for the first time since March 29 when they started the year 3-0 in Indianapolis.

ARCIA, WE SEE YA: Saints infielder Orlando Arcia has hit safely in 14 straight games, the longest hit streak for a St. Paul batter so
far this year and tied for the 2nd-longest in the International League this season, trailing only Mario Comilletti's 15-game hit streak
from April 22-May 8 for Charlotte (CHW). Over the streak, the 31-year-old veteran is 26-for-60 (.433) with five homers & 10 extra-
base hits. The Venezuelan's career-long streak was 19 straight games from July 11-Aug 6, 2011 in the DSL.

LOWERTOWN LAUNCH PAD: Entering play Tuesday, CHS Field ranks 2nd among all full-season MiLB parks in combined OPS
this season (.923 between the Saints and their opponents). The 76 homers featured in St. Paul already are the 2nd-most at an MiLB
venue this year, trailing only Truist Field in Charlotte (82). CHS Field ranks t-14th in runs scored (244). Over the previous five years
(2021-25), the Saints' home ranked 3rd (.795) among IL ballparks in combined OPS, behind only Truist Field (CLT) & Werner Park
(OMA) and 5th in the league in home runs (966), trailing Syracuse, Omaha, Durham, & Charlotte's parks.

DOMO ARIGATO, MR. SABATO: First baseman Aaron Sabato is coming off a series in Las Vegas in which he went 10-for-26
(.385) with five homers, seven total XBH, and 12 RBI, including the 6th 3-HR game in Saints history last Tuesday. After riding the
bench in 10 of the first 14 games of the season for St. Paul, Sabato has started 19 of 25 games since April 14. In that stretch, the
former UNC Tarheel is 20-for-64 (.313) with all seven of his homers and is producing a 1.147 OPS that ranks fifth among all Triple-
A hitters with at least 30 PA in that run.

HAPPY BIRTHDAY, SEAN: The "Voice of the St. Paul Saints" Sean Aronson turns 29-years-old today. As a Triple-A franchise, the
Saints are 1-3 on May 13, having snapped a 3-game losing skid on Aronson's day last season by beating the lowa Cubs 6-4 at
Principal Park (Carson McCusker led the way with a 3-for-5, 3 RBI day) following a May 13, 2024 off-day. Before 2021, Aronson
had not had a Saints broadcast on his birthday since May 13, 2011 in the American Association, a 1-0 win at home vs Sioux Falls.

LEADING OFF WITH A BANG: After most recently adding an inning-opening blast to their ledger on Saturday, the Saints continue
to lead all of baseball in home runs to lead off an inning with 20 this year. Orlando Arcia (4), Kaelen Culpepper (4), Aaron Sabato
(3), Alex Jackson (2), and Emmanuel Rodriguez (2) have all touched off for at least two home runs to lead off an inning each this
year, with Culpepper twice leading off with home runs to start the day offensively for St. Paul. Culpepper is one of 20 hitters in MiLB
with multiple "leadoff homers" (HR in 1st inning by a leadoff man); only Devin Fitz-Gerald (Wilmington) has more than two (4).

LAST APPEARANCE: Pitched in an opener capacity on Saturday in Vegas in place of the promoted Kendry
Rojas...Pitched around a double and a walk in scoreless first...allowed a one-out, solo homer to Michael Stefanic for
lone blemish in second...threw 18 four-seamers (49%), 14 changeups (38%), and 5 sliders (14%)...generated one
whiff (on the changeup)...

KNOWING THE GAME FROM BOTH SIDES: Baker was primarily a catcher until his Georgetown High School coaches
recognized his strong arm belonged on the mound. He attracted little attention from college scouts, but his high
school coach, Adam Foster, took an assistant coaching job at Angelo State and recruited Baker to join him there.
Angelo State head coach Kevin Brooks recalled Baker arriving on campus with a mid-80’s fastball and no breaking
ball, but he was tall and could throw strikes.

TRIPLE-CROWN WINNER: In his first full pro season in 2022, Baker spent the entire season with the Palm Beach
Cardinals and captured the Florida State League’s Pitching Triple-Crown (led the league in Wins, ERA, and
Strikeouts). While he was the only pitcher in the league that year to throw enough innings to “qualify” for the ERA
lead (a pitcher must log at least 0.8 innings pitched per the team’s game played that season), Baker logged 24.1
more innings than the next closest pitcher that season and his ERA was the 2nd-lowest among anyone that threw at
least 80 innings in the FSL that season. He had one more win and 18 more strikeouts than his next closest pursuer in
the other two categories.

EXCUSE ME, WHERE?: Baker made his way to pro ball by the way of Angelo State University, an NCAA Division Il
program located in San Angelo, Texas, where Baker became the program’s career wins (31) and strikeouts (293)
leader. Alums of the program include Jim Morris, a 35-year-old rookie for the Devil Rays in 1999 who’s story was
dramatized for the 2002 film “The Rookie” starring Dennis Quaid.
