20 comeback wins are tied for the 7th-most in the International League, tied
11th in Triple-A ... 22 blown leads are tied for the 4th-most in the league, tied
7thin Triple-A.
The Storm Chasers have led at some point in 10 of their last 17 losses, including
3 games where the team led for over half the game.
In the last 41 games (since May 9), Omaha is 19-22 ... the Chasers have trailed at
some pointin 13 of 19 wins and led at some pointin 120f22 losses, meaning 25 of
Omaha's last 41 games have been a comeback win for one of the teams ... in this
stretch, 29 of 41 games have been decided by 3 runs or less ... Omaha's 16 losses
by 1 run are the 2nd-most in the International League.

YOU GO, WE GO, LUGO

Matthew Lugo has been one of Omaha's best hitters in June since joining the
Storm Chasers at the start of the month.
Since the Royals claimed Lugo off waivers from the Angels on June 2, he has hit
.338 (24-for-71) with 13 extra-base hits and 19 RBl in 17 games.
Lugo's 17 RBIin 14 games since June 9 are the 6th-most in the IL in that stretch.
Lugo has hits in 13 of 17 games with Omaha - including an extra-base hitin 10
of 17 — and has reached base in 14 of 17 ... he's driven in a run in 9 of 17 games.

JUNE BUGS

Beyond the offensive success from Matthew Lugo, he's had good company in
Omabha's lineup in the month of June.
Abraham Toro has hits in 15 of his 18 games in June, battlng .329 (23-for-70)
with 4 doubles, 3 triples, 5 homers and 19 RBI for a 1.068 OPS
Peyton Wilson has hits in 13 of 17 games this month, battmg .324 (23-for-71) in
June with 9 doubles, 6 RBl and 7 walks for an .836 OPS.
Since reﬂ]ommg Omaha on June 18, Brandon Drury has hits in all 6 games he's
played, hitting .478 (11-for-23) W|th4doubles 2 homers and 6 RBI for a 1.451 OPS.

HONEST ABE

Abraham Toro started the season slow, but has been one of the International
League's best hitters since mid-May
Since May 12, Toro's .327 average (37-for-113) is the 7th-best among qualified
hitters in the IL, ranking 3rd in OPS (1.014) and 4th in SLG (.611) ... his 30 RBl over
31 games since May 12 are tied 4th-most in the league.
From March 27 to May 10, Toro hit just .189 (21-for-111) with a .650 OPS and hits
in 16 of 33 games ... since May 12, Toro has hits in 24 of 31 games.

ST. PAUL SLUGGING

The Storm Chasers' 15-12 win Sunday at CHS Field was one for the history books,

both as a team and individually.
Abraham Toro hit for the 6th cycle in modern Omaha history on Sunday,
finishing the day 5-for-6 with 6 RBI ... he singled in the 2nd inning, tripled in the
3rd, hit a 2-run homer in the 5th and connected for a go-ahead 3-run double in
the 8th to finish his cycle, later adding an RBI single in the 10th ... Sunday was
Toro's 3rd career 5-hit game, while 6 RBl and 11 total bases set a new career high.
15 runs and 24 hits as a team were season-highs for Omaha ... 24 hits rank
tied 6th-most in a game in modern Omabha history (since 2005), ‘matching the
Chasers' total from August 23, 2025 @ Columbus.
