Last Time Out...The BlueClaws scored the go-ahead run on an 10™" inning wild pitch and the BlueClaws held off Brooklyn 3-2 on Friday night on Coney Island...William Lugo
had tied the game with a two out ninth inning home run off Andrew Walling, but it was Walling who stranded the inherited runner at third base to end the game...BlueClaws
starter Eiberson Castellano gave up one run in five innings.

Back in First Place...The BlueClaws started the second half the way they started the first half, with a 3-2 win (they beat Aberdeen 3-2 on Opening Night with Emaarion Boyd
scoring on a wild pitch in the bottom of the ninth inning)...This was their second extra inning win of the season following a 5/19 win at Hudson Valley.

By George...George Klassen makes his second BlueClaws start tonight...He pitched into the fifth inning last Saturday against Wilmington, allowing three runs, two earned, in
four innings with five strikeouts and three walks...Klassen joined the BlueClaws last week from Clearwater, where he was 2-0 with a 0.71 ERA in 38 innings...He did not allow
an earned run in 21 April innings...Klassen, from Port Washington, Wisconsin, was a 6'" round pick last year from the University of Minnesota.

It Wasn’t Meant to Be...The BlueClaws needed a win and a Greensboro loss on Thursday to clinch a playoff spot and
got neither, so the Grasshoppers finished 39-26 to top the BlueClaws by 1.5 games and win the SAL Northern Division
First Half title...Jersey Shore won 10 of their last 13 games in the first half but finished second for the sixth time in
franchise history (one was the 2" half of 2009 when they had already clinched a playoff spot by winning the first
half).

Thursday from Clearwater...The right-hander was 1-0 with a 3.77 ERA with the Threshers, striking out 44 and walking Justin Crawford has 14 stolen bases since
21in 31 innings pitched...He pitched for the Netherlands in the 2023 World Baseball Classic. May 17" and leads the team with 24.

William The Kid...William Bergolla is 45-121 (.372) since he entered the April 30" game at .145 for the year...In June,

Beroglla is 24-56 with 11 walks and three strikeouts...He had two hits and two SBs in the win on Wednesday night...He is the BlueClaws youngest player (19) and tied the

Crawford on a Tear..Justin Crawford is 19-53 in his last 12 games (including 2-4 in both ends of the double-header on Saturday and 2-3 on Sunday), with eight multi-hit
games his last 12 games, giving him 24 multi-hit games on the season to lead the BlueClaws...He was a double shy of the first cycle in BlueClaws history on May 30" but
went 3-5 with a grand slam...He enters today at .290 on the season and leads the BlueClaws with 24 stolen bases (he has 81 in his career)...He was the 17" overall pick in the
2022 draft from Bishop Gorman HS in Las Vegas.

Hitting Triple Digits...A South Atlantic League starting pitcher has thrown 100 pitches seven times in a game this
season —all seven are BlueClaws...Sam Aldegheri has done it three times (including 103 on June 13), Jean Cabrera
has done it three times (including a league-high 110 on Wednesday at Brooklyn), and Braeden Fausnaught has done it
once...Cabrera’s 110 pitches are the most by a BlueClaw since Nick Fanti threw 113 in two no-hitters in 2017 (7/17 vs
CHA, 26 outs in a 5/6/17 no-hitter at COL), not incluing Matt Russell, who threw 125 pitches in eight innings against
ABD in 2022 but pitched three innings in April and the remaining five in June after the game was suspended.

Walk-Off This Way...The BlueClaws had an Opening Night walk-off win when Emaarion Boyd scored on a wild pitch...They had
eight walk-off wins in 2023, including one in their final regular season home game...On September 3, Felix Reyes hit a three-run
walk-off home run to cap a four-run BlueClaws ninth inning comeback against Aberdeen...It was the first BlueClaws walk-off
home run since Ben Pelletier hit one on August 15, 2019 against Delmarva.
