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ROUGHRIDERS FALL ON THE WRONG SIDE OF AN AMARILLO COMEBACK:

The Frisco RoughRiders fell 13-12in 10 innings to the Amarillo Sod Poodles on Thursday night from HODGETOWN. Frisco (7-5) fell
behind early as Amarillo (3-9) tagged Riders starter Winston Santos for six earned runs in his second start of the season. With a
three-run second inning and a three-run home run from Frainyer Chavez in the fourth, the Riders tied it up 6-6. The RoughRiders
then jumped ahead 10-6 in the fifth inning when Marcus Lee Sang lasered a line drive home run onto the berm in right-center field
to drive in three. Frisco got an RBI double from Keyber Rodriguez in the sixth and another Lee Sang dinger in the seventh - a solo
shot that traveled 466 feet over the batter’s eye and planted the Riders in front 12-7. As the Riders went scoreless over the eighth and
ninth innings, Amarillo came back to tie the game, including a three-run double from Ben McLaughlin against Austin Roberts (0-1)
with two outs that knotted the game at 12. Casey Anderson (1-1) held Frisco scoreless in the tenth and Angel Ortiz provided Amarillo
with an RBI fielder’s choice to walk it off in the bottom half.

ORLANDO, WHERE DREAMS COME TRUE:

Riders outfielder Orlando Martinez has enjoyed his first three days in Amarillo. On Tuesday, he collected 5 hits (going 5-for-6),

the only 5-hit game in the Texas League this year and one of two in Double-A. It is the only 5-hit game with 2 home runs in the

Minor Leagues this year and the the third time in franchise history (since 2005) a Riders player accomplished the feat, joining Cody
Freeman on April 25th, 2024 and Abimelec Ortiz on September 14th, 2024. Freeman'’s was at home against Amarillo, while Ortiz col-

lected the 5 hits and 2 home runs at Amarillo. In the three games, Martinez is hitting .563 (9-for-16)/.588/1.188/1.776 with 4 doubles,
2 home runs, 6 RBIs and 6 runs scored.

CHAVEZ IN CHARGE:

RoughRiders infielder Frainyer Chavez has been on fire at the plate. Last Thursday in Frisco, Chavez tied a career high with 4 hits, go-
ing 4-for-5, followed that up with a two-hit game on Friday, including a home run, and another blast on Sunday. In his 12 games, he
has reached in all 12, and is hitting .321 (17-for-53)/.393/.604/.997 with 3 doubles, 4 home runs, 10 RBIs, 7 walks and just 9 strikeouts.

The five-year RoughRider is 9th in the league in T-1st in runs (14), T-2nd in home runs (4), 3rd in total bases (32), 5th in SLG (.604) and
T-5th in hits (17).

RoughRiders utility player John Taylor rides a 8-game hitting streak into action on Thursday. In the streak, he is hitting .323 (10-for-
31)/.405/.548/.953 with 1 double, 2 home runs, 9 RBIs, 5 walks and 7 runs scored. Taylor has hit safely in every game he has played in
execept for one while collecting multiple hits in 3 games. The streak is the longest-active streak on the Riders and the fourth-longest

active streak in the Texas League. Taylor is part of the social media-famous Baseball Bat Bros, who rate baseball bats and have over 1
million followers on YouTube, TikTok and Instagram.

QUITE THE DEBUT:

RoughRiders infielder Corey Joyce collected two hits, including a three-run home run, in his first Frisco start on Wednesday. After
being signed as a MiLB free agent on April 8th, he joined the Riders on April 14th. In three total games, he has gone 4-for-8 with 4
RBIs. With Double-A Knoxville in the Cubs organization last year, he hit just two home runs in 92 games with a .272/.393/.347/.740
slashline. The longtime Tigers farmhand was a 12th-round pick by Detroit in 2019 and played for them through 2024.

AMARILLO BY MORNING:

In 2025, the Riders went 12-6 against Amarillo and showed off the power, hitting 22 homers while allowing 12 overall. In HODGE-
TOWN, the Riders hit 18 home runs in 12 games, following a trend over the years. Since Amarillo joined the Texas League in 2019, the
Riders have played 86 games in HODGETOWN, 15 more than the next-closest team (Midland). In those 86 games, Frisco has hit 149
home runs (1.8 HR/G) averaging 6.5 runs per game. Since 2019, Frisco is averaging just 0.8 HR/G at all other Texas League parks and
averaging just 4.8 R/G since 2019 in all other parks. Former Rider Blaine Crim holds the record for the most home runs at HODGE-
TOWN by a visiting player, hitting 10 over his 18 games there while slashing .354/.381/.785/1.166. Abimelec Ortiz (8) and Justin
Foscue (7) are also in the top 5 among visiting players. The RoughRiders franchise record for most home runs in a six game series is
17 and has been done three times, all in Amarillo (6/7-6/12, 2022 at AMA... 8/30-9/4, 2022 at AMA ... 9/10-15, 2024 at AMA).
