ICOOKING UP ALL THE FACTS FROM LAST NIGHT: The Fresno Tacos served up a 5-4 comeback victory (their 11th of the season) over the Stockton Ports Friday
evening from Chukchansi Park. With the triumph, the Tacos improved to 13-3 in the first game of a series (8-1 at Chukchansi Park) and won their sixth straight home
contest. Fresno’s last four home wins have been one-run decisions and the club rose to 13-4 in one-run affairs at Chukchansi Park.

ISTOCK-PILING SOME FACTS: The Fresno Grizzlies and Stockton Ports (Athletics Single-A affiliate) continue their three-game series tonight at Chukchansi Park. This
s the fifth series between the clubs in 2022 and the third meeting in Fresno. One name on Stockton’s coaching staff that may seem familiar to Fresno fans is hitting coach
[Kevin Kouzmanoff, who played seven MLB seasons and played against Fresno from 2011-2014. The Ports are managed by Franklin Font, who was initially tabbed to be
he assistant hitting coach. Font will continue his managerial career at the helm in Stockton, coming back to the states from France where he served as the manager for
he Aigles of France in 2021, an independent team of the ESBL (European Super League of Professional Baseball). He was a part of the Chicago Cubs organization for
over 10 years where he started as a development manager and minor league rover instructor in 2008 before being promoted to the major league staff as the assistant
hitting coach in 2012 and ultimately a staff assistant from 2013-2020. Finally, Stockton broadcaster Alex Jensen coached Grizzlies righty Cullen Kafka when he played JV
baseball at De La Salle High School.

ISTATEMENT AGAINST STOCKTON: The Grizzlies have found success against the Ports over the past two seasons and this year is no different. With one more win, the
Grizzlies will break a team record for the most victories against an opponent in a single season (Visalia, 19, 2021). Thanks to yesterday’s 5-4 win, the Grizzlies improved
0 19-3 (+101 run differential, 185-84) against the Ports this year, 36-10 against Stockton over the past two seasons and 22-2 at Banner Island Ballpark (117-39 run dif-
ferential this year). In the previous six-game series at Banner Island Ballpark, the Grizzlies offense plated 67 runs on 87 hits with 21 of them leaving the yard. Fresno has
Imashed 53 homers over their 22 affairs against Stockton this season, with four contests of five taters or more. On the other side of the ball, the Grizzlies pitching staff has
struck out 195 batters over the past 18 contests against the Ports.

IBRITO WINS PLAYER OF THE WEEK: Grizzlies second baseman Juan Brito was named by Minor League Baseball as the California League Player of the Week for
Uuly 11-17. During the week, Brito went 13-for-25 (.520) with one homer (off of MLB rehabber Andrew Heaney), one triple, three doubles, seven RBI, 10 runs, five walks
and three stolen bases over six games. Brito finished the series with a .600 OBP, .840 slugging percentage and 1.440 OPS. The switch batter hit safely in all six games
land had four multi-hit contests in that span.
