LOOKING AHEAD AT THE

CAROLINA LEAGUE PLAYOFFS

While the second half of the season did not begin the way the GreenJackets may
have dreamed, the fact remains that the postseason rapidly approaches and 10 teams remain
mathematically alive for the final two slots. The Carolina League has seen plenty of changes in
recent seasons, with more on the horizon before 2025, but a title remains unclaimed for the 12
clubs in this year’s iteration. The Divisional Round has half its participants already locked in,
but two more remain unclaimed.

The first half of the Carolina League season saw two teams that were on the outside
looking in last time around earn their way back to the postseason. In the North Division, the
Carolina Mudcats utilized a fast-paced April to snare the first half crown away from the rest of
the division. The southern side was claimed by the Kannapolis Cannon Ballers, who were driven
by one of the oldest first-half rosters in the league and outpaced a late challenge from the
Columbia Fireflies to earn a postseason berth. Both rosters have changed significantly from
the end of the first half in mid-June, but regardless of second-half results, both Kannapolis and
Carolina will still be playing baseball come the second week of September.

While winning the first half provides stability and a guaranteed chance at the title,

a second half victory gives momentum for the winning team as they have their best roster at
the opportune time to bring the championship home. The Carolina League’s recent history only
exacerbates that fact, as evidenced by the 3-time reigning champion Charleston RiverDogs.
The RiverDogs have won the second half in each of their last two campaigns after mediocre
performances in the first few months, which sparked a fire in the locker room that has led the
Rays’ affiliate to a title in every season since they moved to Single-A and joined Tampa Bay.

At the time of this writing (late in the evening on August 4th, far too close to the
printing deadline for the comfort of the program’s editors) the RiverDogs have reactivated
their voodoo and own a two-game lead over the Fireflies in the South Division. Charleston has
utilized fantastic starting pitching and incredible speed on the bases to improve month over
month, and are on their way to a fourth consecutive playoff berth. Well within striking distance
are the aforementioned Fireflies, who have been consistent all season, and the Myrtle Beach
Pelicans, whose bullpen has been fantastic in the second half and whose offense has improved
dramatically.

On the northern side, the Fredericksburg Nationals got off to a rapid start in the
second half and hold a 2.5 game lead on both the incumbent Mudcats and the Down East Wood
Ducks. The Mudcats are already in the playoffs, so a second half win for them would grant the
final postseason slot to the second place team. As of the moment, Down East has won 10 in a
row and has both the pitching and power to make a sting in the postseason.

A key piece to the postseason push is the emergence of recent draftees at the
Single-A level While first round draftees often are on an expedited path up their system,
holding tight to top-tier talent plays a key role in finding postseason success. Part of the
reason Charleston has had a run of dominance is the belief in the Rays’ organization in the
importance of chasing a title and meaningful baseball on player development. As teams
continue to promote the newest members of their organization, it’s impressive how one or two
players can turn the tide of the pennant chase.

As the race for the final slots continues, the regular season will close out on Sunday,
September 8th, with all 12 teams in action. There’s no rest for those fortunate enough to
continue the hunt, as the very next week begins the playoffs. The Divisional Round pits the two
contenders from each division against each other, with home field advantage going to the team
with the better overall record. The winner of each series advances to the Championship Round,
which also has its location determined by overall record. Both the Divisional and Championship
rounds are best-of-three affairs, with an advantage given by winning in two during the first
round as it grants an extra day of rest. Eleven teams are united in a mission to dethrone the
RiverDogs and destroy their chances at extending their dynasty, and these final few weeks of
the season will show not just who will battle Carolina and Kannapolis, but also who brings with
them the talent and mementum that could carry them to a championship.
