WINGS VS. WORCESTER 2026

WINGS vs. Buffalo WINGS VS. WORCESTER 2026
SHAKE IT OFF, I SHAKE IT OFF: A day after the Rochester Red Wings and Worcester Red 
Sox were postponed due to inclement weather, the Red Wings dropped both games of 
Thursday’s doubleheader…the WooSox took game one by a score of 4-3, scoring all of their 
runs in the first three innings…RF DYLAN CREWS homered in the first to put Rochester on 
the board, and DH ANDRÉS CHAPARRO launched a solo shot in the ninth to pull the club 
within one run…Worcester also ran away with game two, this time by a score of 7-3…3B 
ANDRÉS CHAPARRO collected two doubles to pace the offense, while SS LEVI JORDAN 
added a two-bagger of his own…Rochester looks to get back on track in tonight’s contest 
and even up the series against the WooSox at 6:05 p.m., sending RHP ANDRY LARA to 
face Worcester’s LHP Isaac Coffey.

LANDRY DAY: RHP ANDRY LARA enters today’s contest fresh off his third career 
nine-strikeout performance, his first since 4/23/24 with Single-A Wilmington…Lara 
becomes the fourth Red Wing this season to fan nine or more batters in a single outing…
for perspective, the 2025 Rochester staff saw just two pitchers reach that mark all year; 
Michael Soroka (11) and Cade Cavalli (10)...
  In 11 night appearances (5 GS) in his Triple-A career, the Venezuelan boasts a 2.84  
  ERA (10 ER/31.2 IP) with 32 strikeouts to 13 walks.

THE REAL DYL(AN): LF DYLAN CREWS went 2-for-6 with a homer and a hit across both 
games, continuing to impress both offensively and defensively…his home run, a line drive 
to left center field in game one of the doubleheader, was the hardest hit homer by a Red 
Wing so far this season coming off the bat at 110.4 MPH…the Florida native is currently 
batting .348 (16-for-46) at home, with all three of his home runs on the season taking 
place inside ESL Ballpark…
  Defensively, Crews extended his no-error streak in the field to 25 games, tied for the  
  third longest in the league. 

CHA-CHA-CHAPARRO: DH-3B ANDRÉS CHAPARRO led the charge offensively for Roch-
ester in the afternoon twin bill on Thursday, going a combined 3-for-6 with a home run, 
a pair of doubles, one run, one RBI, and a walk…this marked the second time in the 6’0 
right-hander’s career that he has tallied at least three extra-base hits in a double header 
(9/7/2022 with Double-A Somerset at Hartford)...over his last four games played dating 
back to 4/24, Chaparro paces Red Wing batters in hits (T-1st, 7), doubles (3), and ex-
tra-base hits (4), and ranks second in homers (T-2nd, 1), total bases (13), and runs (T-2nd, 
4).

SEYMOUR PHILLIP GLASSER: With a walk in game two, 2B PHILLIP GLASSER extended 
his team-leading on-base streak to eight games, tied with DH YOHANDY MORALES, going 
0-for-2 with a walk…since the Canton, OH native’s Triple-A debut on 9/9/2025, he ranks 
in the top three among Red Wing hitters in AVG (1st, .319), OPS (1st, .802), OBP (2nd, .382), 
SLG (2nd, .420), hits (2nd, 38), and total bases (3rd, 50).

YO-MAMA: 3B YOHANDY MORALES went 1-for-3 at the plate with a hit in game one, and 
1-for-3 in game two with a walk…with these two performances, the Florida native extended 
his on-base streak to eight games, tied for the longest active on-base streak for any Red 
Wing with 2B PHILLIP GLASSER…the streak is also the seventh longest for any Red Wing 
this season, with LF Christian Franklin leading the way at 15. 

JU-JULIAN ON THAT BEAT: RHP JULIAN FERNANDEZ cleaned up the first inning of game 
one yesterday, forcing a one-pitch groundout to the lone batter he faced…Fernández 
currently holds the longest active no-hits streak across all pitchers in the International 
League, and is one away from tying Columbus’ Franco Aleman for longest in 2026 (8)…
the RHP has also gone seven games from 4/4-4/30 without giving up a run, which is the 
longest such streak of the season for Rochester.

Single-A Fredericksburg improved to 
17-7 (.708) with their extra-inning win 
over Hickory yesterday, putting them 

atop the Triple-A standings...RF JORDAN 
WILLIAMS capped off a 2-for-4 night 
with a one-out walk-off single that de-
flected off the third baseman’s glove.

…2018: The Red Wings used two pitchers to shut out the Pawtucket Red Sox in a 2-0 game 
at McCoy Stadium and even out at 10-10 on the season…LHP STEPHEN GONSALVES hurled 
7.2 shutout innings, surrendering just one hit and one walk while striking out five, and RHP 
ALAN BUSENITZ came on for the final 1.1 innings to complete the shutout, striking out 
three and earning his first save of the season…on the offensive side, the two runs came in 
the fifth inning behind PH-1B KENNYS VARGAS’ two-out homer and LF-CF JAKE CAVE’s 
RBI double…Vargas would finish the season with 21 homers to pace Rochester batters and 
tie him for third among the International League.
