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FRISCO DROPS SECOND EXTRA-INNINGS GAME IN AMARILLO:

The Frisco RoughRiders dropped a second-consecutive extra innings game 6-5 to the Amarillo Sod Poodles on Friday night from
HODGETOWN. Frisco (7-6) fell behind early, but got a great start from Leandro Lopez. The righty fired the first six-inning start of the
season and allowed four earned on four hits with five strikeouts in the hitter-friendly environment. The Riders offensively got solo
home runs on back-to-back pitches by Keyber Rodriguez and Keith Jones Il in the fourth inning and then tied the game in the
seventh with hits from Julian Brock, Corey Joyce and Jake Snider. The teams traded individual runs in the next two half innings,
but after Amarillo’s Alfred Morrillo (1-1) did not allow a run in the top half of the tenth, Ben McLaughlin hit a walk-off single off of
Jonathan Brand (0-1) in the bottom half of the inning.

ORLANDO, WHERE DREAMS COME TRUE:

Riders outfielder Orlando Martinez has enjoyed his first four days in Amarillo. On Tuesday, he collected 5 hits (going 5-for-6), the
only 5-hit game in the Texas League this year and one of two in Double-A. It is the only 5-hit game with 2 home runs in the Minor
Leagues this year and the the third time in franchise history (since 2005) a Riders player accomplished the feat, joining Cody
Freeman on April 25th, 2024 and Abimelec Ortiz on September 14th, 2024. Freeman’s was at home against Amarillo, while Ortiz

collected the 5 hits and 2 home runs at Amarillo. In the four games, Martinez is hitting .450 (9-for-20)/.500/.950/1.450 with 4 doubles,

2 home runs, 6 RBIs and 6 runs scored.

CHAVEZ IN CHARGE:

RoughRiders infielder Frainyer Chavez has been on fire at the plate. Last Thursday in Frisco, Chavez tied a career high with 4 hits,
going 4-for-5, followed that up with a two-hit game on Friday, including a home run, and another blast on Sunday. In his 13 games,
he has reached in all 13, and is hitting .316 (18-for-57)/.394/.579/.973 with 3 doubles, 4 home runs, 10 RBIs, 7 walks and just 10

strikeouts. The five-year RoughRider is 9th in the league in 2nd in runs (14), T-3rd in home runs (4), T-4th in total bases (33), 10th in
SLG (.579) and 5th in hits (18).

THIS BASEBALL BAT BRO CAN SWING IT:

RoughRiders utility player John Taylor rides a 8-game hitting streak into action on Thursday. In the streak, he is hitting .323 (10-for-
31)/.405/.548/.953 with 1 double, 2 home runs, 9 RBIs, 5 walks and 7 runs scored. Taylor has hit safely in every game he has played in
execept for one while collecting multiple hits in 3 games. The streak is the longest-active streak on the Riders and the fourth-longest

active streak in the Texas League. Taylor is part of the social media-famous Baseball Bat Bros, who rate baseball bats and have over 1
million followers on YouTube, TikTok and Instagram.

YOU WANT THE HITS, WE GOT UM:

ROUGHRIDERS BATTING OVER .300

Through 13 games the RoughRiders are 1st among all non-Triple-A teams with 142 hits. They are

third in Double-A in batting average (.295) and 5th in runs (88, 6.8 runs per game). The RoughRiders
have not led the Texas League in batting average since 2014. The Riders are 2nd in the Texas League in
homers (20) while they are 2nd in SLG (.483) and third in OPS (.848). For perspective, the Yankees led
MLB last year with a .787 team OPS. The Riders have seven qualified hitters batting over .300 (see
table), accounting for 30 percent of all Texas League batters hitting over .300 (23 total). No other team

QUITE THE DEBUT:

RoughRiders infielder Corey Joyce collected two hits, including a three-run home run, in his first Frisco start on Wednesday. After
being signed as a MiLB free agent on April 8th, he joined the Riders on April 14th. In four total games, he has gone 5-for-13 with 4
RBIs. With Double-A Knoxville in the Cubs organization last year, he hit just two home runs in 92 games with a .272/.393/.347/.740
slashline. The longtime Tigers farmhand was a 12th-round pick by Detroit in 2019 and played for them through 2024.

AMARILLO BY MORNING:

In 2025, the Riders went 12-6 against Amarillo and showed off the power, hitting 22 homers while allowing 12 overall. In HODGE-
TOWN, the Riders hit 18 home runs in 12 games, following a trend over the years. Since Amarillo joined the Texas League in 2019, the
Riders have played 87 games in HODGETOWN, 16 more than the next-closest team (Midland). In those 87 games, Frisco has hit 151
home runs (1.8 HR/G) averaging 6.5 runs per game. Since 2019, Frisco is averaging just 0.8 HR/G at all other Texas League parks and
averaging just 4.8 R/G since 2019 in all other parks. Former Rider Blaine Crim holds the record for the most home runs at HODGE-
TOWN by a visiting player, hitting 10 over his 18 games there while slashing .354/.381/.785/1.166. Abimelec Ortiz (8) and Justin
Foscue (7) are also in the top 5 among visiting players. The RoughRiders franchise record for most home runs in a six game series is
17 and has been done three times, all in Amarillo (6/7-6/12, 2022 at AMA... 8/30-9/4, 2022 at AMA ... 9/10-15, 2024 at AMA).

Comer returns to Double-A Frisco in 2026 after managing at the High-A level over the last three seasons. The native of Mansfield, Texas will
enter his 10th season with the Rangers and his second in Frisco.

Years with Rangers: 10

In 2022, Comer helped pilot the Riders to their second Texas League Championship in franchise history, serving as a development coach. Over
the last three seasons, Comer managed High-A Hickory (2023-2024) and High-A Hub City (2025), going 197-191 (.508).

Prior to Frisco, Comer was the hitting coach for the High-A Hickory Crawdads in 2021, after serving as a coach at various levels of the Rangers
system from 2016-2019.

The former University of Texas at Arlington catcher played two seasons in the Atlanta Braves organization, reaching High-A Lynchburg in
2012. He was drafted by Atlanta in the 29th round of the 2011 draft after four seasons at UTA.

St. Clair joins the Riders as the pitching coach after leading a Hub City staff that finished third in the SAL with a 3.50 ERA in 2025. St. Clair also
will serve as the assistant pitching coordinator in the Rangers farm system in 2026.

Initially, St. Clair came to the Rangers as a coach in the Dominican Summer League in 2022 before serving as a pitching coach for the ACL
Rangers from 2022-23. Before professional baseball, he spent two and a half years as pitching coach and recruiting coordinator at North

In 2015, Hart was named the Mike Coolbaugh Texas League Coach of the Year for his work with the Riders hitters. Prior to joining Frisco, Hart

spent two seasons as the hitting coach with Low-A Hickory. His tenure with the Rangers began after he assisted the Single-A Clinton staff

with coaching responsibilities for a portion of the 2008 season and continued when he accepted the role of hitting coach for the Arizona
" Rangers before the 2009 campaign.

Hart played professionally for parts of eight seasons from 1998-2006, with stints in the Oakland, Texas and Minnesota organizations. He made
his Major League debut with the Rangers in 2002, when he batted .267 (4-for-15) with three doubles over a span of 10 games. He missed the
2004 campaign following the removal of a benign brain tumor, but returned to the field in 2005 and hit 21 home runs in 128 games with
Frisco.

Originally drafted by Oakland in the fifth round of the 1998 draft, Hart was acquired by Texas in a January 2002 trade with the Athletics. He
attended Southwest Missouri State University, where he paced the conference in homersin 1997 and was named a Missouri Valley Conference
All-Star in 1998.
