COMEBACK FALLS SHORT: The Delmarva Shorebirds were unable to extend their winning streak to three on 
Thursday as the Kannapolis Cannon Ballers fended off a Delmarva comeback late to take the third game of the 
series by a score of 6-5 in ten innings. The Shorebirds were no-hit through the first five innings but snapped 
out of it in the sixth as they used three hits to score two runs, pulling within a single tally at 3-2. They grabbed 
the lead in the bottom of the seventh on a go-ahead, two-run homer by Creed Willems. Kannapolis snatched 
the advantage back in the next half inning on an RBI triple by Jordan Sprinkle and a run-scoring single by Mario 
Camilletti to re-take the lead at 5-4. Down to their final strike in the ninth, Stiven Acevedo dumped a single into 
right to score Jackson Holliday, tying the game at 5 to force extras. But Kannapolis would manufacture a run in 
their half of the tenth and Delmarva was held silent as the Cannon Ballers survived to take game three 6-5.

TODAY’S OPPONENT: The Shorebirds will attempt to get back on track on Friday night with Alfred Vega making 
his first start of the season versus Drew McDaniel for the Cannon Ballers.

THE BATS ARE HOT: The offense for the Shorebirds has showed out through the first five games of the regular 
season as they are the early Carolina League leaders in runs (47), doubles (12), home runs (5), and OPS (.868). 
Delmarva has scored double digit runs in three of their first five games ad have scored 7 or more in all their 
wins. 

CREED'S POWER SURGE: Creed Willems has been off to unbelievable start in 2023 as the Delmarva catcher 
connected for his third home run of the season on Thursday night, leading the team in most offensive catego-
ries through the first week of games. Willems registered a career-night in the home opener on April 11 with a 
personal-best 3 hits and 4 RBIs in a 7-2 win over Kannapolis

STIVEN IS FEELING IT: Stiven Acevedo has taken his offensive game to another level during the first homestand 
of the season as the Delmarva outfielder has multiple hits and at least one RBI in the first three games versus 
Kannapolis including the game-tying base-hit in the ninth to send the game into extras.

MAMA THERE GOES THAT MAN: The number one overall pick from the 2022 Draft, Jackson Holliday, continues 
his impressive start to his first full-season in professional baseball as he collected his second 4-RBI game of the 
season in just five starts with a two-hit performance on Wednesday where he brought home two runs with 
a double in the second inning and his first career triple in the eighth in the 12-2 rout of Kannapolis. Holliday 
picked up five extra-base hits in his first five games of the year and has knocked in 5 runs with two outs.

WALK THIS WAY: The Shorebirds offense has shown a patient approach at the plate as they lead the Carolina 
League with 46 walks through the first six games. Carter Young, Anthony Servideo, and Douglas Hodo each 
have drawn seven free passes this year and those three combined have more than five teams in the league 
have all together.

YOUNG MAN'S GAME: The debut roster for the Delmarva Shorebirds will showcase plenty of youth as the aver-
age of the team is 20.9 years-old.

REMEMBER US?: There will be plenty of familiar faces on the Shorebirds Opening Day roster with 23 players 
who suited up at least once for Delmarva will be on the team to start the season. 

REVERSING THE TREND: Delmarva faced major struggles against South Division opponents in 2022 as they 
went 9-32. They did not play their current opponent, Kannapolis last season as they are facing them for the 
first time since 2019.

RULE-5 SELECTION: Alfred Vega will make his first start in the Orioles 
organization after he was acquired from the New York Yankees in the
Rule-5 Draft in December of 2022. Vega has only pitched above just 
once in his career and that was in 2021 when he started for Single-A
Tampa and dealt 4 innings with 6 strikeouts and 3 walks, giving up 1 
run on 2 hits in a no decision versus Clearwater (PHI).

Returns to the Shorebirds for his second season as manager and his 16th in the Orioles organiza-
tion. Previously, he served as the Director of the Orioles' Dominican Republic Academy.  He was a 
40th round pick by the Kansas City Royals in the 1998 amateur draft, he played in the minor leagues 
for the Royals from 1998 to 2001, and in the short-lived Canadian Baseball League in 2003. His 
father, Felipe, played in the Majors for 15+ years before managing the Expos ('92-'01) and Giants 
('03-'06). Alou's brother, Luis Rojas, was the manager of the Mets and is currently on the Yankees 
coaching staff. This will be Felipe's 16th season in the Orioles organization.

Enters his first season as the Shorebirds Pitching Coach in 2023 after spending last season as a 
O’s Pitching Coach in the Florida Complex League. Bleday played his college days as a Left-handed 
Pitcher for the University of Pennsylvania before being drafted in the 27th round of the 2017 MLB 
Draft by the Houston Astros. From there, Bleday spent two season in the Astros minor league ranks 
before making the jump to coaching in 2019.

Josh Bunselmeyer takes over as the Shorebirds Hitting Coach in 2023 after spending the last three 
seasons as a hitting coach for the Orioles between the Florida Complex League and the Dominican 
Summer League. Before coaching, Bunselmeyer played independent ball for the three season in the 
Frontier League as a utility player after playing college baseball for Saint Louis University.

Daniel Fajardo Is back in Delmarva for his second season as the Shorebirds Fundamentals Coach. 
After playing eight seasons in the Orioles minor league system and parts of two with the Shorebirds, 
Fajardo made his professional coaching debut with the ‘Birds in 2022 bringing a wealth of knowl-
edge from his time as a catcher. A 2019 Shorebirds Mid-Season All-Star, Fajardo was a Shorebirds 
fan-favorite hitting for a career .251 average with 124 RBI and 106 Runs Scored.

Collin Murray is the Shorebirds Development Coach and this is his second season as a coach in Del-
marva and in the Orioles’ organization. Prior to joining the Orioles, Murray worked with three other 
MLB clubs (Tigers, Marlins, and Angels), most recently as a Baseball Information Assistant with the 
Detroit Tigers in 2021.
