Jacksonville Jumbo Shrimp (36-30) vs. Gwinnett Stripers (34-32)

JUMBO SHRIMP FALL 14-5
A day after winning 14-2, the Jumbo Shrimp dropped 
Thursday's contest to the Stripers 14-5. Gwinnett registered 
18 hits in the effort - the most Jacksonville has allowed in a 
game since Lehigh Valley notched 19 knocks on August 2, 
2024. The Stripers led 4-0 after two-and-a-half innings and 
6-2 after seven frames. Gwinnett collected six runs in the 
eighth and two more in the ninth before Jared Serna hit a 
three-run home run in the bottom of the ninth to set the 
final margin at 14-5. Serna also crushed a solo shot in the 
seventh, recording his fifth career multi-homer game.

MEN OF STEAL
The 2025 Jumbo Shrimp swiped 305 bases, blowing past 
the previous club record of 192 set by the 1979 Jacksonville 
Suns. The 2026 Jumbo Shrimp got off to a slower start in 
the steals department, with their 29 stolen bases through 
the season's first 24 games placing in a tie for 13th place in 
Triple-A. Since that point, however, has been a completely 
different story; Jacksonville's 89 steals in the last 42 games 
are far and away the most in Triple-A since April 24, with 
Gwinnett's 78 steals ranking second. 

PINTAR-EST
Over his first 20 games on the season, Andrew Pintar 
was just 15-for-81 at the plate, slashing a woeful 
.185/.295/.235/.530 with two doubles, one triple, seven 
RBIs, 13 walks and nine runs. The BYU product has changed 
his season around significantly since then; over the last 
30 games, Pintar is 33-for-112 (.295/.396/.536/.932) with 
seven doubles, one triple, six homers, 23 RBIs, 18 walks and 
24 runs. Since this hot streak began on April 28, Pintar ranks 
17th in the IL in OPS, 22nd in SLG and 23rd in OBP.

ETZEL DAY? WELL, I LIKE ETZEL DAY
Matthew Etzel got off to a very slow start to the season, 
hitting just .183/.256/.254/.510 over his first 20 games of 
the season. Over the last 30 contests, however, the Texas 
native is a scorching 35-for-116 at the plate, slashing a 
robust .302/.391/.526/.917 with three doubles, one triple, 
seven home runs, 25 RBIs, 17 walks and 28 runs scored. 
Since this stretch began on May 3, Etzel ranks sixth in the 
IL in runs, tied for 10th in RBIs, tied for 12th in hits, tied for 
20th in homers, 21st in average and 24th in OBP. 

APRIL SHOWERS BROUGHT MAY (& JUNE) FLOWERS
The Jumbo Shrimp lost for the eighth time in 11 games on 
April 30 at Durham, dropping the club to an overall record 
of 14-16 (.467). Jacksonville has responded by rattling off 
22 wins in the last 36 games (.611 winning percentage), 
tied for the sixth-most wins in Triple-A since May 1. During 
this stretch, Jacksonville has collectively outscored their 
opponents 213-183 (+30) and outhit them by a 318-276 
margin (+42).
 
THE SCRIPT HAS FLIPPED
In 2025, Jacksonville starting pitchers tossed only 603.1 
of the club's 1,304.0 innings (46.3 percent), the seventh-
fewest frames from lid-lifters for any Triple-A team. The 
approach fit the team's mold; the Jumbo Shrimp's 3.83 
starting pitcher ERA ranked second in Triple-A, with the 
club's 3.64 ERA from its bullpen pacing the level's respective 
relief corps in 700.2 innings - the fifth-most of any bullpen. 
This season, the Jumbo Shrimp's starting rotation has taken 
the lion's share of work. Jacksonville starters have worked 
303.0 innings, the second-most of any starting staff in 
Triple-A (51.9 percent of the team's total of 584.0 innings). 
Thus, the 281.0 innings from the Jumbo Shrimp bullpen is 
the fifth-fewest of any Triple-A relief corps. The difference in 
work has not made much of a difference in terms of results; 
Jacksonville starters have combined for the fourth-best ERA 
(4.25) at the level, with the bullpen ranking sixth at 4.36.

YES, SERNA!
Heading into play on May 27, Jared Serna had struggled 
significantly over this first 38 games of 2026, batting a 
.198/.261/.302/.563. The 24-year-old has at least one 
hit in each of his nine games since, the fourth-longest 
hitting streak for a Jumbo Shrimp this season. Over the 
last nine games, Serna is 13-for-30 at the plate, slashing 
.433/.471/.933/1.404 with three doubles, four home runs, 
14 RBIs, one walk and nine runs scored. After posting an ISO 
of .055 in 2025, Serna has upped that to .179 this season.

SHRIMP BITES
Jacksonville ranks third in Triple-A in defensive efficiency 
(.719)... Patrick Monteverde has ceded two runs or fewer in 
five of his last six outings (3.42 ERA, 26.1 IP, 26 H, 4 BB, 16 
K, .265 BAA).

ABOUT PATRICK
 

-Monteverde is the youngest child from a massive family. He is the youngest of 27 
grandchildren on his dad’s side and the youngest of 18 grandchildren on his mom’s 
side. Both of Monteverde’s parents are the youngest of twelve.

-A native of Pittsburgh, Monteverde started his collegiate baseball career at 
Divison III Virginia Wesleyan (Norfolk, Va.) for a season, posting a 1.96 ERA in 82 
2/3 innings. In 2018, he moved up a rung, transferring to Division II Seton Hill in 
Greensburg, Pennsylvania, about 45 minutes from Monteverde’s home. He had 
a solid first year there in 2018 (3.04 ERA), but three starts into his second season 
with the Griffins, he heard a pop in his elbow and underwent Tommy John surgery. 
Monteverde made just one more start  for  Seton Hill in 2020 before the COVID 
pandemic then shut down the season for him.
