HOPFE AND HOBSON HOMER IN GRIZZLIES LOSS: The Fresno Grizzlies (27-35, 65-62) fell to the San Jose Giants (35-27, 72-55) 10-5 Wednesday
night from Chukchansi Park. The Grizzlies offense scattered nine hits with seven of them landing for singles (first six batters in order had a hit)
Former Fresno State Bulldog Tommy Hopfe went 3-for-3 with his first Grizzlies homer (2-run), a walk and stolen base. Caleb Hobson went 1-for-2
with a wallop, two runs, three walks and two stolen bases. The Giants lineup tallied 15 hits with four concluding in extra-bases. San Jose put up
exactly two runs in five separate innings. Fresno righty McCade Brown (0-2) was labeled the defeat after three innings of four-run ball (two hom-
ers). Jake Madden and Isaiah Coupet were tagged together for six runs. Coupet was activated from the injured list prior to the contest. Kannon
Handy tossed one and one-third perfect innings. Each Grizzlies arm fanned three batters apiece, for 12 overall.

GIANT AMOUNT OF MATCHUPS: The Fresno Grizzlies and San Jose Giants (San Francisco Giants Single-A affiliate) continue their six-game series
tonight at Chukchansi Park. This is the last of six series between the clubs in 2024 and the third set in Fresno. The Giants have already clinched
the second half and a playoff berth despite a valiant effort from the Grizzlies. In the first series of 2024, the Grizzlies enjoyed their first series
sweep of the Giants since the California League Playoffs in 2022. Fresno also swept their first series at Excite Ballpark since joining the league in
2021. The Grizzlies are 57-56 overall in the regular season (16-10 San Jose in the 2024 season series) and 2-3 in the playoffs (Series tied 59-59)
against the Giants since joining the California League in 2021.

FROM FRIEND TO FOE: The San Jose Giants have a few names on their coaching staff that the Central Valley may recognize. Giants pitching
coach Dan Runzler was selected by the San Francisco Giants in the 9th round of the 2007 MLB Draft. He played for the Grizzlies from 2009-14,
appearing in 144 games. Runzler pitched in the majors for parts of five seasons (Giants 2009-12, Pirates 2017) before playing overseas and inde-
pendent ball. Over 97 big league games, he logged a 4-2 record with a 3.89 ERA over 76.1 innings. Another staff member fans may remember is
Giants hitting coach Travis Ishikawa. The Giants selected Ishikawa in the 21st round of the 2002 MLB Draft out of Federal Way HS in Washington.
Ishikawa played eight MLB seasons starting in 2006 and ending in 2015 with time spent in San Francisco (2006, 2008-10, 2014-15), Milwaukee
(2012), Baltimore (2013), New York AL (2013) and Pittsburgh (2014-15). Ishikawa wore a Grizzlies uniform in 2008, 2011 and 2014, playing in 175
games. The final coach fans may remember is Giants Manager Ydwin Villegas. The always smiling infielder played for the Grizzlies from 2011-14,
appearing in 95 games. Villegas batted .208 and had a .962 fielding percentage.

MENA TOES THE RUBBER: Tonight, the Grizzlies hand the ball to RHP Bryan Mena, who will make his seventh Grizzlies start. Mena made 13 ap-
pearances (six starts) with the ACL Rockies this season. He went 2-4 with one hold and two saves, logging a 4.89 ERA. In 46 innings, Mena struck
out 58. The 20-year-old signed with the Rockies in 2021 as an International Free Agent out of the Dominican Republic

TRANSACTION-HEAVY DOWN THE STRETCH: Since July 30, the Grizzlies have had 34 transactions. Prior to that date, the Grizzlies had 27 total
transactions for the season. Among those 34 transactions, half of them (17) have been players added to the Grizzlies® active roster. Six of those
other moves have been promotions to upper-levels, three have been Rockies’ releases, six have been injury list placements and two have
involved MLB rehab players.

THE 2024 DRAFT PICKS HAVE ARRIVED: The Grizzlies have added eight 2024 Rockies’ Draft Picks to their roster. 2nd-round OF Jared Thomas
(Texas), 4th-round INF Blake Wright (Clemson), 6th-round LHP Konner Eaton (George Mason), 7th-round RHP Fidel Ulloa (LSU), 9th-round UTL
Tommy Hopfe (Fresno State), 13th-round LHP Justin Loer (LSU), 19th-round RHP Nathan Blasick (New Orleans) and 20th-round RHP Hunter
Omlid (Arizona State).

#CLAWSANDPAWS: Grizzlies’ UTL Tommy Hopfe became the 10th Fresno State Bulldog to don a Fresno Grizzlies uniform (LHP Dean Hartgraves,
‘98, RHP Steve Soderstrom, ‘98-99, C Giuseppe Chiaramonte, ‘00-’01, RHP Mark Gardner, rehab, ‘01, OF Tom Goodwin ‘02, LHP Adam Pettyjohn ‘04,
C Trent Woodward, ‘15 and 17, RHP Justin Miller, 19 and OF EJ Andrews Jr, ‘22-24). The former Diamond Dog was selected by the Rockies in the
9th round (Pick 258) of the 2024 MLB Draft.

NEW MAN AT THE TOP OF THE LINEUP: Grizzlies’ OF Caleb Hobson has relished his role as the team’s leadoff hitter. When Hobson has been
plugged into the leadoff spot (45 games), he has reached base 84 times in 213 plate appearances (39% he is reaching base in the leadoff spot). In
13 of those 45 games, Hobson has made it on base three or more times, combining to score 42 runs. Part of Hobson’s success is in his first plate
appearance of the game, where he is 10-for-35 (.286) with a double, nine walks and one hit-by-pitch (20-for-45, 44% of the time he reaches base
in his first plate appearance). Nine of his 10 hits have been singles with four of them landing as bunt singles. Hobson has also swiped 25 total
bags as a leadoff hitter, picking up two stolen bases in seven of those leadoff games (44/50 in stolen bases on the season).

RUNNING INTO THE RECORD BOOKS: Grizzlies” OF Caleb Hobson continues to climb the Grizzlies Top 10 Single-Season Record Books with 44
stolen bases (joined with his 35th stolen base on August 20, 6th inning vs. Stockton). He currently sits third all-time with those 44 stolen bases. Up
next for Hobson is Eddy Diaz (2021), who had 48 stolen bases that year.

WIMMER INCHES CLOSER TO RECORD BOOKS: Grizzlies” INF Braylen Wimmer has swiped 33 bases this season. Wimmer is currently two stolen
bases shy of joining the Grizzlies Top 10 Single-Season Records in that category. Tyler Graham (2010), Darren Ford (2014), Jonathan Villar (2015)
and Myles Straw (2018) are tied for 10th all-time with 35 stolen bases.

TEN OUT OF TEN(A) FOR TRIPLES: Grizzlies’ OF Felix Tena is one triple shy of joining the Grizzlies Record Books in Top 10 Single-Season Triples.
Tena looks to catch former teammate Andy Perez (2023 and 2024), as well as Preston Tucker (2017), Nate Schierholtz (2007), Jason Ellison
(2004) and Calvin Murray (1999), who each recorded seven triples in their respective seasons.
