
Today's Game: The Sounds play the series finale against the Stripers tonight at Coolray Field. 
Nashville has lost four of the first five games including an extra-innings defeat last night. DL Hall 
will get the start for Nashville and will be followed by Aaron Ashby. Right-hander Taylor Widener 
will get the start for Gwinnett. 

DL Hall: The 25-year-old left-hander will make his third rehab appearance for the Sounds this 
season. In his last outing against Gwinnett on June 13, Hall was unable to finish the first inning. He 
went 0.2 innings, allowing two hits, and two earned runs with a strikeout on 25 pitches, 12 strikes. 
He started the season on the Brewers roster and had four starts before being placed on the injured 
list on April 21 due to a left knee sprain. Hall was acquired by the Brewers in the Corbin Burnes 
trade alongside SS Joey Ortiz. Today will be his 100th career minor league appearance.

Aaron Ashby: The 26-year-old left-hander will make his 12th appearance for Nashville this 
season. He is 1-3 with a 7.40 ERA (48.2 IP/40 ER) and a 42/44 BB/K ratio. In his last outing against 
Gwinnett on June 11, Ashby tied a career-high with seven earned runs allowed. In his two previous 
outings before the Gwinnett start, Ashby was excellent. He pitched seven scoreless at Memphis on 
May 31 and went five innings with two earned runs allowed on June 5 against a menacing Phillies 
lineup. His uncle, Andy Ashby, pitched two seasons for the Phillies in the early 90's and also 
attended Crowder CC. Ashby's 42 walks in Triple-A is the third most behind Connor Phillips (47) 
and Lyon Richardson (44) from Louisville and he has walked at least two batters in every appear-
ance in 2024. He has a plethora of MLB experience, going 5-14 with a 4.57 ERA (147.2/75 ER) in 42 
appearances (25 starts). Ashby was drafted in the 4th round in the 2018 First-Year Player Draft. 

Taylor Widener: The 29-year-old right-hander will make his 14th appearance (sixth start) for the 
Stripers this season. On June 12 against the Sounds, Widener was charged with the loss in a 1.2 in-
ning relief appearance that included five hits allowed and four earned runs. Widener has struggled 
in June, allowing 14 earned runs in 6.0 innings after pitching to a 1.77 clip in 20.1 innings in May. 
He has 49 career appearances (13 starts) in the MLB for the Diamondbacks from 2020-22. He was 
drafted by the Yankees in 2016 from South Carolina and was ac-
quired by Arizona before the 2018 season. Last season, he pitched 
in 21 games (20 starts) for the Samsung Lions in the KBO. He post-
ed a 4.54 ERA (115.0 IP/58 ER) with 99 strikeouts. Widener made 
his way to the Braves this offseason on a minor league contract.

Free Baseball: Nashville started the season 5-0 in extra innings 
but have dropped three games in extras in the last two series. Last 
night was the first time since September 1, 2023 at Durham that 
the Sounds have been walked off. The last time they got walked off 
in extra innings was on July 22, 2023 at Jacksonville. Last night 
was Harold Chirino's first save chance since September 17, 2022 
while with Biloxi and his first blown save since September 11, 2022 
against Mississippi.

Das Haase: Eric Haase accounted for all three RBI in the loss last 
night with a two-run homer and a 10th inning RBI single. In June, 
Haase has been mashing baseballs, posting a .424 batting average 
(14-for-33) with a 1.173 OPS. He is tied for the team lead with 21 total bases in June and leads the 
team with 11 runs scored.

Hot Diggity Dog: Though having a rough ending to his outing, Chad Patrick finished his outing 
one out away from his seventh quality start. His 2.86 season ERA (66.0 IP/21 ER) ranks second 
in Triple-A behind Tony Romero (2.83) on Jacksonville. His six wins is also just one behind the 
Triple-A lead and Nashville is 9-2 in games started by Patrick.  

Big Kev: Kevin Herget was tremendous with 2.0 scoreless innings last night. In his last nine ap-
pearances for Milwaukee and Nashville, Herget has not allowed an earned run in 12.2 innings. In 
16 appearances for Nashville, He is 3-0 with a 2.18 ERA (20.2 IP.5 ER) and has held lefties to a .154 
batting average (6-for-39). 

The Sweet Life: Manager Rick Sweet is in his fourth consecutive season as the Sounds manager 
(5th overall) and his 34th season as a manager in MiLB. Sweet is the winningest manager in Nash-
ville Sounds history, earning his 321st victory in the 2023 season finale vs. Jacksonville. This is his 
11th season as manager of the Brewers' Triple-A affiliate and boasts a 718-616 record (Nashville in 
2014, Colorado Springs from 2015-18, San Antonio in 2019 and Nashville 2021-). Overall, Sweet has 
a career managerial record of 2,310-2,136 - that's the fifth most wins in MiLB history and second 
among active managers (only Buddy Bailey with Single-A Myrtle Beach has more).
