ESTERDAY: Xzavion Curry struck out 10 Dragons over five shutout innings and the Captains hung on late to beat
Dayton, 5-3. Curry held Dayton to just one baserunner on a second-inning single and then retired the last 11 men he
aced. The Captains scored the first five runs of the game. They took a 2-0 lead in the fourth on a two-run single by

honkensy Noel in the fourth, expanded the lead to 3-0 in the fifth on an RBI single by Julian Escobedo and made
it 5-0 in the seventh on a two-run single by George Valera. Dayton mounted a comeback in the eighth, scoring three
runs to pull within two. A wild pitch by Jared Janczak plated Jack Rogers from third and James Free knocked in two

ith a single later in the frame. Jerson Ramirez came down and secured a four-out save to seal the win.

TOP OF THE HEAP: The Captains enter today in sole possession of first place in the High-A Central League East
Division. They have held at least a share of first place since their win on Sunday, but had previously not been in first
since May 26. That date is also the last time the Captains held a share of a playoff position, but that was before
Major League Baseball’'s July 1 announcement that there would be postseason baseball in the minors this season.

PLAYOFF PICTURE: The Captains enter today 2.0 game behind the Cedar Rapids Kernels for the second playoff
spot in the High-A Central League (HAC). Lake County, Cedar Rapids, the Dayton Dragons and the Great Lakes
Loons are all separated by just 3.0 games. The Quad Cities River Bandits currently hold the top playoff spot and are
9.5 games ahead of second place. The top two teams in the HAC earn playoff bids (regardless of division).

NO TRAFFIC: In the month of August, the Captains’ pitching staff owns the league’s lowest WHIP (1.11), has
allowed the fewest hits (104) and has the second-lowest batting average against (.208). Their hit total and WHIP are
both the lowest in all of High-A, while their batting average against is third-lowest.

LEADING THE PACK: George Valera does not yet have enough plate appearances to qualify for the league
leaderboards. Among hitters with 240+ plate appearances, however, Valera leads the High-A Central League in

RC+ (159). He is also second in OPS (.957), second in isolated slugging (.286), second in BB% (19.4), third in on-
base percentage (.415) and fourth in slugging percentage (.542).

NO REST, NO PROBLEM: George Valera has played 23 consecutive games. Since his last game off (July 23),
Valera is slashing .257/.454/.600 (1.054 OPS). Valera has seven homers and more walks (25) than strikeouts (21).
José Tena has played 21 straight games, all of which have been at shortstop. Since his last game off (July 25), he
is slashing .288/.360/.588 (.947 OPS) with seven homers.

TOP HEAVY: José Tena and George Valera have carried the Captains’ offense in August. The duo boasts a .418
on-base percentage this month, while the rest of the team has a .292 OBP. Valera and Tena alone account for 26 of
Lake County’s 58 RBI in August (44.8%).

HOME COOKIN’ TASTES BETTER: The Captains are 26-16 at home, compared to 24-27 on the road.

IALUMNI UPDATE: 2018 Captains LHP Francisco Perez became the 103t former Captain to reach the major
leagues when he debuted for Cleveland on August 12. A record 11 former Captains have made their major league
debuts this year — OF Ka’ai Tom (2016), RHP Luis Oviedo (2018-19), LHP Sam Hentges (2016), RHP Louis
Head (2012-13), RHP Nick Sandlin (2018), INF Ivan Castillo (2014), Jean Carlos Mejia (2018), RHP Eli Morgan
(2018), INF Ernie Clement (2018) and RHP Justin Garza and Perez. That breaks the record for the most former
Captains to debut in a single year, besting the nine alumni that debuted in 2013 and 2016.

LAST TIME OUT: Gaddis pitched game two of a doubleheader and held West Michigan to two runs over six
innings, both of which came on a first-inning home run by Daniel Cabrera. The right-hander struck out seven,
walked one, hit one batter and surrendered three hits. He exited with the Captains leading, 3-2. West Michigan
tied the game in the seventh, but Julian Escobedo lifted the Captains to victory with a walk-off double.

INNINGS EATER: Gaddis leads the Captains in innings pitched with 71, placing him 0.1 IP ahead of Mason
Hickman. He has gone five or more innings in seven consecutive starts. Gaddis has a 2.93 ERA (13 ER, 40 IP)
in that span, though he has also allowed nine uneamed runs. The right-hander has 48 strikeouts and 10 walks
during this stretch.

NO MORE LOONS, PLEASE: Gaddis has allowed nearly half of his home runs and nearly half his eamed runs
against the Great Lakes Loons. Gaddis has a 10.80 ERA against Great Lakes (3 GS, 11.2 IP, 14 ER, 7 HR) and
a 3.19 ERA against all other teams in the High-A Central League (12 GS, 59.1 IP, 21 ER, 8 HR).

PROSPECTING: Gaddis ranks as Cleveland’s #29 prospect, according to FanGraphs. He is unranked on
Cleveland’s top prospect lists published by MLB.com and Baseball America. 2019: Across 13 appearances and
11 starts in 2019, Gaddis posted a 2.73 ERA across two levels — the Rookie Level Arizona League Indians Blue
and Short Season Mahoning Valley.

NO-HITTER: On August 23, 2019, Gaddis threw three perfect innings after a 93-minute rain delay to begin what
turned into a combined no-hitter against the Williamsport Crosscutters. It was the first no-hitter for Mahoning
Valley since 2013. After Gaddis left the game, RHP Matt Waldron and RHP Luis Sanchez finished the game for
the Scrappers. Gaddis set his career high with six strikeouts, throwing 35 pitches in the outing. Also in the
starting lineup for Mahoning Valley that day were current Captains INF Brayan Rocchio, C Bryan Lavastida and
OF Will Brennan

GEORGIA STATE STAR: Gaddis is in the history books as an all-time great at Georgia State finishing his
career with a program best 3.81 ERA. He also is second all-time in program history with 266 strikeouts, fourth in
innings pitched (266.2) and sixth in games started (40). His junior season he finished with 112 strikeouts to lead
the Sun Belt and finish 14th in the country. He wrapped up 2019 with his second consecutive second-team
allSun-Belt selection.

PANTHER PRO’S: David Buchanan is currently the only Georgia State Panther to ever make the big leagues.
Gaddis is trying to become the second, after being drafted in the 5th round at 160 overall he is also the highest
ever draft pick from Georgia State. Buchanan was a starting pitcher from 2014-15 for the Philadelphia Phillies
and was drafted in the seventh round of the 2010 draft.

TEAM USA: In 2017 Gaddis became the first ever player from Georgia State to be chosen by Team USA when
he joined the USA Collegiate National Team.
