LAST TIME OUT: The fourth inning was the difference maker in an 8-1 defeat in
the series finale on Sunday in Nashville. The Sounds scored all eight runs on
seven hits in the fourth inning to break the game open. The Saints lone run came
in the sixth inning on an inside-the-park home run from Will Holland, one of three
Saints hits in the game. Joe Gunkel, Scott Blewett and Matt Bowman combined to
allow one run in the final 4.2 innings in the loss.

SLOW OUT OF THE GATE: After scoring 23 runs in the first four games of the
season, the Saints have scored 13 runs in the last four games. Here is how the
offense has fared through the teams first eight games of last four years:

REHAB ROUNDTABLE: The Minnesota Twins sent LHP Caleb Thielbar and RHP
Josh Staumont to St. Paul for rehab assignments on Tuesday. Thielbar was placed
on the 15-Day Injured List on March 28, retroactive to March 25, for a left
hamtstring strain. Staumont was Placed on the 15-Day Injured List on March 28,
retroactive to March 25, for a left calf strain. They are the first Major League rehab
players to suit up for the Saints this season. In five rehab appearances for St. Paul
over the last two seasons, Thielbar has not allowed an earned run in 5.0 innings,
striking out six and walking one.

EARLY HONORS FOR JAIR: Catcher Jair Camargo was named the Minnesota
Twins’ minor league Player of the Week on Monday. Camargo hit .273 (6-for-22)
with two doubles, a home run, three RBI, three walks to three strikeouts and an
.885 OPS over six games.

SOME POINTS ON PITCHING: The pitching success has been key this year,
sporting a 3.50 ERA, the fifth-lowest in Triple-A. Their shutout on Saturday in the
seventh game of the season was the earliest in franchise history, beating the mark
set in 2023 when they blanked Scranton Wilkes/Barre 15 games in. The Saints
have also allowed only four home runs in 2024, tied for the fewest in Triple-A.

RISP ASSESSMENT: Over the first four games of the season, the Saints were
hitting .429 with runners in scoring position, ranking second in Triple-A. However,
over the last four games they have gone 4-for-33 (.121) with runners in scoring
position, the lowest average in Triple-A. They also rank last in the International
League and 29" in Triple-A in exit velocity with runners in scoring position in that
span with an average exit velocity of 81.3 miles per hour. On the season, the
Saints are 22" in Triple-A in exit velocity with runners in scoring position, with an
average exit of 84.9 miles per hour.

HAVING A GRAND OL' TIME: The St. Paul Saints thrived with the bases loaded
in 2023, clubbing 14 grand slams, the most in all of baseball. The 14 slam tied the
modern day record (since 2005 in the Minor Leagues, as far back as minor league
stats are available), matching Albuquerque who did it in 2022, Cleveland, who
accomplished it in 2006 and Oakland who did so in 2000. No Major League team
had hit more than 14 grand slams in a season in the Modern Era (since 1901).

IT'S LIKE DAY AND NIGHT: When the sun is shining, the Saints are red hot with
the bats. Across Minor League Baseball over the last three seasons in day games,
the Saints are second in home runs (157), fourth in runs scored (604), and total
bases (1595). Contrast that during night games and the Saints are 16th in homers
(421), 25th in runs (1769), and 26th in total bases (4680)
