JUMBO SHRIMP FALL IN SERIES FINALE
Three Jumbo Shrimp hit home runs on Sunday, but it wasn't 
enough in an 8-4 loss to Nashville. The Sounds jumped out 
to a 5-1 lead after two innings. Matthew Etzel and Deyvison 
De Los Santos each homered in the third to cut things to 
5-3. After a Nashville run in the third, Rece Hinds went deep 
in the fourth to slice the deficit to 6-4. The score remained 
that way until the eighth, when Luis Matos' two-run 
double put things out of reach at 8-4. Josh White pitched 
2.2 scoreless innings and Jack Ralston added 2.1 shutout 
frames out of the bullpen.

ACE UP THE SLEEVE
Jacksonville starting pitching has been nothing short of 
dominant of late. Over the club's the last 19 games, Jumbo 
Shrimp lid-lifters have combined to yield only 32 runs, 29 
earned, on 72 hits (7.3 H/9) in 89.0 innings, recording an 
extraordinary 3.27 ERA. During this run, Jacksonville starters 
have combined for 112 strikeouts (11.3 K/9) against just 28 
walks (2.8 BB/9). Not coincidentally, this starting pitching 
success has helped the Jumbo Shrimp go 13-6 over this 
stretch. On the season, Jacksonville starters lead Triple-A 
with a 3.97 ERA. Their 397.0 innings pitched trail only 
Tacoma for the most of any staff at the level.

ROAD IS WHERE THE HEART IS
Jacksonville has racked up an impressive 24-18 (.571) 
record on the road this season - the 24 away victories rank 
in a tie for fourth in all of Triple-A. The biggest difference 
for the Jumbo Shrimp in their away contests has been 
their offense. At VyStar Ballpark, the club is hitting just 
.219/.330/.360/.690 with 190 runs scored (4.3 per game). 
Jacksonville is batting .261/.337/.425/.762 with 245 runs 
scored (5.8 per game) on the road.

ERROR 404: NOT FOUND
Heading into play on Tuesday, Jacksonville has gone five 
games in a row without making an error - the club's 
longest streak of the season, and a span of 41.2 innings. 
On the season, the Jumbo Shrimp rank second in Triple-A 
in defensive efficiency at 72.0 percent, meaning the club 
has turned 72.0 percent of balls put in play into outs. 
Jacksonville is one of only three Triple-A teams to have a 
defensive efficiency above 71.0 percent.

ONE DIRECTION
Prior to Saturday's doubleheader, Jacksonville had won 
11 of their last 14 one-run games, including each of their 
previous five such decisions. However, the Sounds swept a 
pair of one-run games during that twin bill. Nonetheless, 
the Jumbo Shrimp are now 16-9 (.640) in one-run games, 
the second-most such victories in Triple-A. In 2025, the 
Jumbo Shrimp earned 29 one-run victories, tied for the 
most one-run victories in MiLB. The 29 one-run triumphs 
were the most for a Jacksonville club since 2014, when the 
Jacksonville Suns went 35-17 (.673) in one-run triumphs. 

WHEN YOU'RE HOT, YOU'RE HOT
Jacksonville has won 12 of their last 17 games dating 
back to June 17, mainly behind a dominant pitching staff. 
During this stretch, the Jumbo Shrimp hold massive leads 
Triple-A in ERA (3.46; next-closest: Scranton/Wilkes-Barre, 
3.96), runs allowed (64; next-closest: Durham, 66) and BAA 
(.212; next-closest: Durham, .216), while ranking tied for 
second in hits allowed (114) and fifth in strikeouts (159).  
Jacksonville's 93 runs scored over the last 16 games ranks 
tied for 15th in Triple-A.  

ETZEL DAY? WELL, I LIKE ETZEL DAY
Matthew Etzel got off to a very slow start to the season, 
hitting just .183/.256/.254/.510 over his first 20 games of 
the season. Over the last 47 contests, however, the Texas 
native is a scorching 51-for-175 at the plate, slashing a 
robust .291/.398/.514/.912 with eight doubles, two triples, 
nine home runs, 29 RBIs, 30 walks and 41 runs scored. Since 
this stretch began on May 3, Etzel ranks third in the IL in 
runs, 13th in both OBP and OPS, tied for 13th in walks, tied 
for 20th in both home runs and hits and 21st in slugging.

SHRIMP BITES
The Jumbo Shrimp lost four out of six games at Nashville. 
It was only the club's second set loss since April 28. 
Jacksonville is still 5-2-3 in series' since that point... 
Bradley Blalock has surrendered two runs or fewer in four 
consecutive starts. During that stretch, he has a 2.08 ERA 
in 21.2 innings pitched (15 H, 5 R, 5 ER, HR, 6 BB, 22 K, 
.190 BAA)... Gage Miller is hitting .344/.456/.563/1.019 (5 
2B, 3 HR, 14 RBIs, 12 BB, 13 R) over his first 20 games with 
Jacksonville.

-Blalock was high school teammates with fellow future major leaguer Parker 
Meadows at Grayson High School (Loganville, Ga.). The Boston Red Sox selected 
Blalock in the 32nd round of the 2019 MLB draft.

-After not playing in a game in 2020 because of the COVID-19 pandemic. Blalock 
wound up missing all of the 2022 season due to Tommy John surgery.

-The Red Sox traded Blalock on August 1, 2023 to Milwaukee for infielder Luis Urías.

-On May 20, 2024, Blalock was promoted to the major leagues for the first time. 
However, he was optioned back to Biloxi on May 24, briefly becoming a phantom 
ballplayer (a player who spent time on an MLB active roster without ever appearing 
in a game). That designation changed on June 20, 2024, when Blalock made his 
major league debut for the Brewers with a scoreless inning against the Padres in San 
Diego.

-Blalock was traded for the second time in his career on July 27, 2024. He was sent 
along with right-handed pitcher Yujanyer Herrera to the Colorado Rockies for right-
hander Nick Mears.

-The Rockies designated Blalock for assignment following the signing of right-
hander Michael Lorenzen on January 15, 2026. He was traded to the Miami Marlins 
five days later for right-hander Jake Brooks.

-Blalock found Kevin Gausman's split change on the internet and used the grip as a 
model for himself. He liked the pitch's versatility as an option to both righties and 
lefties and the fact that it is both a "velocity and movement separator."
