​ABOUT LAST SERIES -​​South Bend scored 20-plus runs twice last week, scoring 25 runs against the Wisconsin Timber Rattlers on Thursday, and then 24 on​
​Saturday. The most runs the Cubs had ever scored in a game (since 2015) came with 26 on September 6, 2023 against Quad Cities. South Bend took four of​
​five games from Wisconsin last week, as Sunday’s game was cancelled. The Cubs started the week 2.5 games back of first place, and now lead the West​
​Division by a half-game.​

​WELCOME, CALEB -​​Chicago Cubs left-hander Caleb Thielbar joined the South Bend Cubs on a rehab assignment on Saturday, tossing a shutout inning.​
​Thielbar, who was drafted by the Milwaukee Brewers in 2009 out of South Dakota State in the 18th round, pitched for the Timber Rattlers in 2010. With the​
​Cubs, Thielbar made 67 appearances with Chicago last season, working a 2.64 ERA. This year, he had made 11 bullpen outings before hitting the Injured List​
​with a left hamstring strain.​

​PUTTING THE TEAM ON HIS BACH -​​Matt Halbach became the sixth South Bend Cubs player (since 2015) to have a six-RBI game, in the game on​
​Thursday night. Christian Olivo did the same on May 8. Halbach is also just the second South Bend Cubs player ever to have a home run, five hits, and six​
​RBI in one game. Kevin Alcantara did the same at Cedar Rapids on June 17, 2023.​

​MAY IS ROARING -​​Among the 16 Midwest League players that have 12 or more RBI in the month of May, the South Bend Cubs have six of them. Ty​
​Southisene is tied for first with the most RBI in May with 17, Kane Kepley and Christian Olivo have 16. And Cole Mathis, Cameron Sisneros, and Kade Snell​
​have 12.​

​STREAKS STREAKS STREAKS -​​Kane Kepley enters today’s game with an 15-game on-base streak, his longest streak of the year. Cameron Sisneros also​
​has a 15-game on-base streak. Drew Bowser has reached in 10 straight games. Ty Southisene has been on base in nine in a row. Alex Madera has reached​
​in seven straight. Despite playing just four games this year, catcher Dilan Granadillo has reached base in each of them.​

​LEAGUE LEADERS -​​Kane Kepley leads all of baseball in total runs scored. His 46 runs scored are more than anyone in Major League Baseball and all of​
​Minor League Baseball. Kepley also leads the league in stolen bases with 23, is second in OBP at .494, and fourth in walks with 36. Kade Snell is tied for​
​second in the circuit with 30 RBI.​

​NOT SO FAST –​​South Bend Cubs catcher Justin Stransky leads the Midwest League in total base-runners caught-stealing with 12. Last season, Cubs​
​catcher Ariel Armas led all of baseball (MLB and MiLB) with 60 caught-stealings.​

​POWER TRENDS -​​The Cubs have 33 home runs on the season, and crushed 22 in April, surpassing last year’s April 2025 team total with 15 home runs. The​
​22 April homers set the South Bend Cubs team record for the most home runs in April (since 2015). The Midwest League Championship team of 2022 had 19​
​April home runs. The Cubs team with the least homers in April? 2016, with just four.​

​well as third year hitting coach, and former Boston Red Sox infielder Nate Spears, and hitting coach Chris Pieters, a 2017 South​
​Bend Cub. Development Coach Max Anastasio also jumps into his first season in South Bend.​
