TODAY’S OPPONENT
Richmond and Bowie meet for the second time this month, after the Squirrels took two out of three at Prince George’s Stadium over the opening weekend of the 
season. Richmond has only managed .500 ball since Opening Weekend, however, after taking four-of-six from Altoona in their first homestand of the year, but 
having the inverse happen on their recent road trip to Erie. While they did play fewer innings because of a doubleheader, Richmond struggled with Erie’s league-
leading pitching, scoring only 20 runs over the course of the six-game series.

TODAY’S OPPOSING STARTER
Kai-Wei Teng makes his second start of the season against Bowie, and fourth of the year. He spun five scoreless frames against the Baysox on the second day 
of the year. He was served a loss in his second start of the year, despite allowing only two runs to Altoona in 4.2 innings. The Taiwanese pitcher most recently 
spent time with the Eugene Emeralds in 2021, where he posted a 5-6 record with a 4.33 ERA. Teng was signed by the Minnesota Twins organization in 2017, 
and has since been traded to the Giants affiliate. He notably played a role on the Taiwanese team that competed for the 2019 Asian Championship, and has 
been building experience ever since.

BUSY BATTERIES
This series between Bowie and Richmond should stand to see plenty of strikeouts as it continues through the week. Richmond leads the Eastern League with 
184 strikeouts at the plate, Bowie is not too far behind at 178, the fourth-most in the League. Bowie has been climbing the charts recently, however, as they lead 
the League with 84 strikeouts since April 18, including two different games where they struck out 17 times.

LOPSIDED
Bowie’s 8-0 loss on Tuesday afternoon in Richmond was a rarity. Bowie was only shutout three times in the 2021 season, with none as one-sided as Tuesday. In 
fact, Bowie has not been shutout so thoroughly in a game since 2018, when they were handed to shutout losses by double-digits. Bowie lost 11-0 to Harrisburg 
on 7/16/18, and lost 15-0 to Akron earlier in the season on 5/3/18

YOUNG GUNS
The Baysox have the fourth-youngest roster in the Eastern League, with the combination of their full roster averaging 23.9 years old. Their youth does not hurt 
the, as Bowie has a better record than the two teams younger than them, Altoona and New Hampshire. The oldest team in the Eastern League, Harrisburg, also 
owns the League’s best record. Harrisburg’s roster, on average, is 25.4 years old.

LIMITED CONTACT
In their first ten games of the season, Bowie collected at least seven hits in nine of them. The 93 total hits from Bowie was the most in the Eastern League over 
that early span. Since then, Bowie has only collected seven hits in one of their last five games. Over the current five-game stretch, Bowie’s 30 hits are the fourth-
fewest in the League.

HASKIN LEADS THE CHARGE
After missing three games from a hit by a pitch early in Bowie’s 4-3 win at Binghamton on 4/13, Hudson Haskin continued his tear through pitchers in 
Wednesday’s game, going 2-for-4 with an RBI and run scored. Once again a qualified batter in the Eastern League, Haskin leads the EL in AVG (.390), 3rd in 
OBP (.458), 2nd in SLG(.780), 2nd OPS (1.230), and tied for first in BABIP (.500). Many have his numbers have begun to settle, as Haskin is only hitting .280 
with one home run an eight runs driven in over his last seven games. Haskin is ranked as the Orioles #16 prospect entering the 2022 season according to MLB 
Pipeline, #22 according to Baseball America. He was named the Orioles Organization All-Star in the outfield by MiLB.com for his 2021 season, but did not get to 
see the full season due to a thumb fracture in late August.
