
TODAY'S GAME: The Curve continue their 25th anniversary season, opening up a 6-game set with Bowie. 

LAST TIME OUT: Akron took the series from Altoona with a 4-2 win over the Curve. Mason Martin homered in the defeat as 
Altoona finished the week struggling to score runners in scoring position, batting .140 (7-for-50).

NOT SHOCKED: Curve catcher Dylan Shockley matched the franchise record on Friday, May 12 with 4 baserunners caught 
stealing against Akron. It was last done by Reed Secrist on June 17, 1999 in a game against the Norwich Navigators. 
Shockley caught a runner stealing in the 2nd, another in the 5th, again in the 6th and again in the 7th. Viewed as one of 
the organization's strongest defensive catchers, Shockley has caught 8-of-20 base stealers against him this season with 
Indianapolis and Altoona.

GALLOPING GORSKI: OF Matt Gorski has seen his bat heat up as the month turned to May. After batting .149 in 13 April 
games with 17 strikeouts, Gorski picked up a hit in each of his first 10 games in May and batted .325/.364/.575 with 1 2B, 3 
HR, 7 RBI and 3-3 SB to begin the month. In that time, he raised his batting average from .149 to .230.

HAMMERING HANK: C Henry Davis recorded his second career multi-homer game on Tuesday, May 9 against Akron. Since 
April 12 (21G) Davis is batting: .333/.458/.705/1.163 with 5 2B, 8 HR, 15 RBI, 14 BB and 5-8 SB. His name is all over the 
Eastern League leaderboards entering play on Sunday, May 14: 4th in HR (8), T-13th in RBI (17), 4th in XBH (14) 1st in OBP 
(.452), 3rd in SLG% (.648), and 1st in OPS (1.100). His 1.100 OPS is 2nd among all Double-A players (12th in MiLB) and he 
has reached base safely in 23-of-25 games this season.

ECKELBALL: RHP Matt Eckelman has found new success on the mound using a knuckleball and used it to spin 5 innings of 
one-run ball on Saturday, May 6 at Richmond to handle the majority of a bullpen day for Altoona. Since re-joining the Curve 
in September of 2022, the 29-year-old, who still ranks 2nd in franchise history with 34 saves accumulated between the 2018 
and 2019 seasons, has gone 1-1 with a 1.93 ERA (7 ER / 32.2 IP) with 22 H, 18 BB and 16 K. Twice he has tossed 5.0 innings 
for Altoona (9/13/22 and 5/6/23), his longest outings since his days as a starter in 2016 and 2017.

MAGGI TIME: INF Drew Maggi became the 198th alumni in franchise history to reach MLB when he pinch-hit for the Pirates 
on Wednesday, April 26 against the LA Dodgers. RHP Cody Bolton, the 199th in franchise history, also made his major 
league debut on Saturday, April 29 against the Nationals with two scoreless innings of relief.

WE'LL TAKE TWO: Altoona leads all Double-A teams with 34 double plays turned and turned one in four-straight games 
during the series at Richmond. The Curve have struck out 252 times this season, the fewest among all Double-A teams and 
4th fewest in all of MiLB.

PROSPECT PARTY: The Curve roster features several top Pirates prospects according to MLB Pipeline led by No. 3/No. 57 
overall C Henry Davis, No. 6 INF Liover Peguero, No. 11 RHP Jared Jones, No. 17 OF Matt Gorski, No. 20 RHP Kyle Nicolas, 
and No. 23 OF Matt Fraizer.

THE SOX THAT HAIL FROM THE BAY: Managed by Kyle Moore for a second straight season, the Baysox have gotten off to a 
slow start, entering the series last in the EL at 9-22. Their roster is highlighted by top prospects according to MLB Pipeline: 
No. 5 OF Heston Kjerstad, No. 9 INF Coby Mayo, No. 12 LHP Cade Povich, No. 17 INF Cesar Prieto, No. 18 RHP Chayce McDer-
mott, and No. 20 OF John Rhodes.
 
THE FIRST TOSSER: Righty Justin Armbruester takes the ball in the series opener. He threw 5.1 scoreless innings against 
Altoona on April 20 at PNG Field with 3 hits, 2 walks and 4 strikeouts. Armbruester was picked in the 12th round in 2021 out 
of the University of New Mexico where he played for two seasons after two seasons at Pacific Lutheran. On March 13, 2021 
while at New Mexico, he faced just 28 batters in a complete game win with 17 strikeouts in a 2-1 win over Fresno State; a 
game that the Orioles probably didn't have a scout at. Armbruester hails from Sammamish, Wash. which is also the home-
town of Portland Trailblazers Guard Matisse Thybulle and Seattle Seahawks WR Tyler Lockett.
