Home for the Holiday  
The Fightin Phils return home for their final series at FirstEnergy Stadium before the All-Star Break through Sunday against the New Hampshire Fisher Cats, 
Double-A affiliate of the Toronto Blue Jays. It is the 14th-of-18 matchups between the teams this season and seventh-of-11 at America’s Classic Ballpark. 	
Entering play on Wednesday, Reading leads the season series over New Hampshire 8-5, which includes a 4-2 record in Reading and 4-3 mark in Manchester. 

Five In a Row
The Reading Fightin Phils (5-2, 35-41) rallied from a 4-2 deficit by scoring seven unanswered runs over the final three innings to defeat the New Hampshire 
Fisher Cats (4-3, 38-36), 9-6, on Tuesday night at FirstEnergy Stadium, extending their season-best winning streak to five games. After New Hampshire built an 
early lead behind solo home runs from Aaron Parker and Cade Doughty, Reading chipped away before exploding in the seventh, as Bryan Rincon tied the game 
with a two-run homer and Raylin Heredia followed with the go-ahead two-run blast. Kehden Hettiger added a solo home run in the eighth before Pedro León 
capped a three-run inning with a two-run shot to provide insurance. New Hampshire scored twice in the ninth, but Alex McFarlane recorded the final five outs 
for his ninth save. Tristan Garnett (3-0) earned the win in relief, while Chris McElvain (3-4) suffered the loss. Rincon extended his on-base streak to 25 games, 
while Heredia, León, Aroon Escobar and Hettiger all finished with multiple hits as Reading moved into sole possession of first place in the Eastern League 
Northeast second-half standings.

Future!
Reading Fightin Phils pitchers Gage Wood and Wen-Hui Pan have been selected to represent the Philadelphia Phillies in the 2026 MLB All-Star Futures Game 
on Sunday, July 12, at Citizens Bank Park in Philadelphia. It marks the first Futures Game appearance for both players. Wood, the Phillies’ 2025 first-round 
pick out of Arkansas, has posted a 3.63 ERA with 75 strikeouts over 52.0 innings in 15 starts between Clearwater and Reading this season. Pan, who joined the 
Fightins on June 13 after beginning the year on the injured list, owns a 3.32 ERA with 28 strikeouts in 21.2 innings and is a perfect 4-for-4 in save opportuni-
ties. The duo joins recent Reading representatives Mick Abel, Justin Crawford and Aidan Miller in the annual showcase of baseball’s top prospects. First pitch is 
scheduled for noon on Sunday, July 12, at Citizens Bank Park as part of MLB All-Star Week, with the game airing live on NBC.

What a Week for Binelas  
Alex Binelas completed a stellar week at Altoona with two-more hits on Sunday. Over the six games last week, Binelas slashed .407/.448/.889 (1.337 OPS), along 
with nine runs, four doubles, three home runs and eight RBI. Binelas had a hit in five-of-six games and collected two-or-more hits in four of the contests. The 
highlight of the week was a four hit and four RBI night on Saturday, which included his 18th home run of the season. Binelas is also currently riding a 20-game 
on-base streak, dating back to June 7 and has a .312 average and .411 on-base percentage over the streak.

Bryan Gets on Base  
With two hits on Tuesday, Bryan Rincon extended his season-best on-base streak to 25 games. The Phillies’ 27th ranked prospect’s on-base streak is the longest 
by a Fightin Phil this season and is the is the longest active on-base streak in the Eastern League amongst players who are still playing for their teams. The 
shortstop is has posted a .354 on-base percentage over the streak, which dates back to May 19. Rincon’s 25-game on-base streak is the longest by a Fightin Phil 
since Keaton Anthony had a 25 game on-base streak from May 11-June 10, 2025. 

Raking Raylin  
Raylin Heredia finished up a strong week at Altoona with two hits, and his 22nd double of the season on Sunday afternoon. Over six games against the Curve, 
Heredia slashed .310/.333/.552 (.885 OPS), along with four runs, one double, two home runs and four RBI. He had hits in the final five games of the week, along 
with multiple hits in the last three contests of the series. 

What a Week for the Offense 
It was a banner week for the Fightin Phils offense at Altoona. Throgh the six games last week, Reading posted an Eastern League-best .310 batting average, 
while scoring 7.8 runs per game, a mark that also led the league. After scoring just eight runs through the first two games of the week, both losses, Reading 
rattled off 39 runs over the final four games of the week, all victories. 

This Day in Baseballtown History 
July 1, 2004: At Reading, Ryan Howard belts two more home runs while scoring three and driving in three as the Phils pound Binghamton, 12-6.  It is How-
ard’s 7th two-HR game of the season.  All nine R-Phils position players have at least one hit and eight of them score a run.

Here Come the Cats 
New Hampshire enters play today with a 38-35 record, along with a 4-2 mark in the second half. The Fisher Cats took four-of-six games against Somerset last 
week, and following this week, they return home to face Portland. New Hampshire’s roster features seven of the Blue Jays top-30 prospects: Gage Stanifer (5), 
Victor Arias (10), Fernando Perez (16), Javen Coleman (22), Cutter Coffey (23), Danny Thompson (25) and Adrian Pinto (29).

New Hampshire Tone Setter
Righty, and Blue Jays’ No. 5 prospect, Gage Stanifer makes the start tonight for New Hampshire. Over 14 starts this season, Stanifer is 3-5, with a 4.00 ERA 
(28 ER, 63.0 IP), along with 79 strikeouts (10.77 SO/9.0 IP). Stanifer last pitched on June 25 against Somerset, allowing one run over six innings, with nine 
strikeouts. Entering play on Wednesday, Stanifer is tied for eighth in the Eastern League in ERA (4.00), fifth in strikeouts (79) and sixth in average against 
(.232). Stanifer split 2025 between Dunedin (A), Vancouver (A+) and New Hampshire, going 8-6, with a 2.86 ERA over 27 appearances. He pitched in 2024 for 
Dunedin and 2023 for the FCL-Blue Jays (ROK). The 22-year old was drafted by Toronto in the 19th round in 2022 out of Westfield High School (Indiana).
