Today’s Game
The Fightin Phils remain on the road and continue a 12-game road trip, continueing a six-game series at the New Hampshire Fisher Cats, Double-A affiliate of 
the Toronto Blue Jays. It is the 14th-of-18 matchups between the teams this season and second-of-six games at Delta Dental Stadium in Manchester. The Fightin 
Phils took four-of-six games from New Hampshire fron May 13-18, then the teams split the series from June 10-15. Reading leads the season-series 7-6.

Game 101 Recap
The Fightin Phils dropped their fourth-straight game on Tuesday night, narrowly falling to New Hampshire 7-6. Aidan MIller led the way with three hits and 
a home run for Reading, which ultimately wasn’t enough in the loss. Jean Cabrera started and was tagged for two runs in the second inning when Gabriel 
Martinez homered to make it 2-0. Reading responded with a run in the top of the third off Grant Rogers when Aidan Miller singled to score Erick Brito. After 
back-to-back scoreless innings from Cabrera, New Hampshire plated four in the fifth. Victor Arias had a sac fly and Je’Von Ward hit a three-run home run to 
extend New Hampshire’s lead to 6-1. Cabrera allowed six runs on seven hits over six innings, with two walks and one strikeout. Reading did score two runs in 
the top of the the sixth off Rogers. Leandro Pineda had a two-run single, then Zach Arnold hit a sac fly to make it 6-3. Jaydenn Estenista allowed a run in the 
seventh after he walked the bases loaded and Arias singled home Cade Doughty to make it 7-4. In the seventh, Miller hit his ninth home run of the season, then 
Alex Binelas singled home Felix Reyes to make it 7-6. Despite Tristan Garnett and Eiberson Castellano keeping New Hampshire off the board, Reading’s bats 
couldn’t muster up any more offense, with Connor Larkin tossing the final 1.1 innings for the save. 

It’s Miller Time
Phillies No. 2 Prospect Aidan Miller is currently riding a seven-game hitting streak and is slashing .423/.531/.654 (1.185 OPS) over the streak. Miller matched a 
season-high with three hits on Tuesday night, along with a run, double, home run and two RBI. The 2023 first round pick is second in the Eastern League with 
39 stolen bases on the season, which trails Hartford’s Cole Carrigg by one. Miller trails Jersey Shore’s Bryan Rincon by one for the most stolen bases amongst all 
Phillies Minor Leaguers as well. Miller’s next stolen base will be his 40th of the season, which will make him the first R-Phil to steal 40-or-more bases in a season 
since Quintin Berry swiped 48 in 2009.

Carson Crusing
Carson DeMartini turned in a strong week at Hartford. Over five games, DeMartini slashed .313/.455/.563 (1.018 OPS), with five runs, a double, home run, five 
RBI; and is 6-7 in stolen bases. DeMartini also set a career-high with three stolen bases in Saturday’s game at Hartford. DeMartini’s six stolen bases last week 
were the most in the Eastern League and his 17 since his Double-A debut on June 10 are tied for the second-most in the league over that stretch. He has 35 total 
on the season, which ranks as tied for third amongst all Phillies Minor Leaguers.

King Felix
Felix Reyes had a season-high four hits on Satruday night, along with two run, a double, home run and three RBI. He fell just a triple shy of what would have 
been Reading’s second cycle of the season. It was the second time in Reyes’ career he had four hits in a game, as he posted a four-hit game on Aug. 25, 2024, with 
Jersey Shore at Brooklyn. Reyes also had a three-hit game on Wednesday and slashed .417/.462/.792 (1.254 OPS) over six games last week. He has added four 
runs, three doubles, two home runs and five RBI. Reyes’ 11 home runs this season lead the Fightin Phils and ranked tied for fourth amongst all Phillies minor 
leaguers entering play on Wednesday. Since June 10, Reyes’ .336 batting average is the best in the Eastern League.

On the Move
The Philadelphia Phillies announced four transactions to the Fightin Phils roster prior to the game on Tuesday night. Zach Arnold and Bryson Ware were added 
to the roster from Jersey Shore (A+), Lou Albrecht was placed on the Development List and Robert Moore was promoted to Lehigh Valley (AAA). Arnold 
appeared in 19 games with Reading last season and was hitting .212 over 74 games with Jersey Shore this year. Ware posted a .229 average over 72 games with 
Jersey Shore this season and will be making his Double-A debut in his first appearance. Moore has appeared in 176 games over two years in Reading.

Playing the Cats
New Hampshire enters today with a 45-57 overall record and 16-17 mark in the second half, which sits tied for fourth in the Northeast Division. The Fisher 
Cats took five-of-six games at Chesapeake last week, winning five straight to finish the series. After this week, New Hampshire begins a two-week road trip at 
Binghamton, then Akron. New Hampshire’s roster features five of the Blue Jays’ top-30 prospects: Trey Yesavage (2), Victor Arias (10), Charles McAdoo (12), 
Jace Bohrofen (22) and Dasan Brown (29).

Cats Pitcher
Righty Rafael Sanchez makes the start today for New Hampshire. Over 19 games (13 starts) this season, Sanchez is 2-5, with a 5.11 ERA (39 ER, 68.2 IP). 
Sanchez last pitched on Saturday at Chesapeake, allowing no runs or hits over three innings, with two strikeouts. Against Reading this season, Sanchez is 0-1, 
alloing seven-earned runs over 3.2 IP across two appearnaces. Sanchez split 2024 between Vancouver (A+) and New Hampshire, combining to go 7-3, with a 
3.64 ERA over 20 outings (19 starts). The 25-year old signed with Toronto as an International Free Agent in 2022 out of Cuba.
