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Aug. 22: RubberDucks 7, Fisher Cats 3: Alfonsin Rosario
homered as the Akron offense collected nine hits and scored in four
different innings.

Today’s starting pitcher: Rorik Maltrud makes his 16th start of the
season on Saturday. The right-hander is working on extra rest after
last starting on Aug. 13 in Reading in which he allowed one run over
4.1 innings while striking out five. His last start marked his longest by
innings pitched and number of pitches since coming off the Injured
List on June 27. In two starts against the Northeast Division of the
Eastern League, Maltrud has struck out 14 and allowed one run on
four hits over 9.2 innings pitched (vs Somerset and at Reading).

Playoff Picture: The RubberDucks enter Saturday tied for second
place in the Eastern League Southwest Division second half race.
Akron and Harrisburg are a game back of Altoona with 20 games left.
Altoona holds the tiebreaker over Akron. The RubberDucks have
gone 13-4 since Aug. 3 to trim their division deficit from five games
back to one.

Wreck-It Ralphy: Ralphy Velazquez earned Eastern League Player
of the Week his first week in Double-A after batting .545 (12-for-22)
with nine runs scored, seven RBI, four doubles, four home runs and a
triple in five games played in Reading. He had a hit in all five games
including three consecutive three hit games. Velazquez had a season
long 19 game on-base streak from July 27-August 19 during which he
is hitting .387 with eight doubles, seven home runs and 17 RBI.

15 Akron batters have worked double digit
walks so far this season, and five have worked 40 or more walks.

Akron is 54-14 when scoring first (second most
wins in the Eastern League when scoring first). The RubberDucks
batters have 196 hits the first time through the order this year.
