HOME OPENER WIN: The Fresno Grizzlies (4-0) outslugged the Inland Empire 66ers (0-4) 11-8 Tuesday night
from Chukchansi Park. The Grizzlies remain the only undefeated team in the California League after Visalia’s
loss to San Jose. In the bottom of the third, the Grizzlies brought 13 batters to the dish, plating nine runs. A pair
of hit-by-pitches and walks allowed the first run to cross home. Then, Andy Perez belted the biggest hit of the
night, a bases-clearing double to left-center. After a walk and pitching change, EJ Andrews Jr. rocked a single
up the middle, adding Perez. A batter later, Felix Tena drove home two runs with a single to right. This led to
another hit-by-pitch and walk, putting runners in scoring position. Jason Hinchman and Aidan Longwell yield-
ed sacrifice flies, giving Fresno nine runs. Stu Flesland Il (1-0) was awarded the triumph after one and one-
third innings of shutout baseball. Collin Baumgartner picked up the hold after two dominant frames, fanning
one. Bryson Hammer mustered his first save of the year despite loading the bases in the ninth.

GETTING INTO THE EARLY NUMBERS: The Grizzlies pitching staff has struck out double-digit batters in every
game this season (10, 3x and 13) for 43 total. The Grizzlies offense has scored 41 runs over four games this
season (8,13, 9 and 11). That includes 18 walks over the last two contests and being out-hit in back-to-back
games. Last night, every batter in the Grizzlies lineup scored a run.

JAKE IS DEFINITELY NOT ON THE “SNIDE”R: Outfielder Jake Snider has had an impressive start to the sea-
son, going 5-for-13 (385 AVG/.619 OBP/.846 SLG/1.465 OPS) with one homer, one triple, one double, four RBI, 10
runs and seven walks.

INFO ABOUT INLAND EMPIRE: The Fresno Grizzlies and Inland Empire 66ers (Los Angeles Angels Single-A
affiliate) start a six-game series tonight at Chukchansi Park. This is the first of two regular season series
between the clubs in 2024 and the only meeting this year in Fresno. The 66ers are the current affiliate of

the Los Angeles Angels and have been a part of the Angels system since 2011. Prior to teaming up with the
Angels, the 66ers had ties to the Los Angeles Dodgers (1995-2000, 2007-2010) and Seattle Mariners (1987-1994,
2001-2006) organizations. They were also the former Fresno Giants/Fresno Cardinals franchise. The 66ers are
named after the historic U.S. Route 66 that runs through San Bernardino. Prior to the name change, the 66ers
were known as the San Bernardino Stampede (1996-2002) and San Bernardino Spirit (1987-1995). The mascot
for Inland Empire is Bernie, who is one of the only talking mascots in all of professional baseball. Bernie has
been a part of the organization since 1999. The 66ers play at San Manuel Stadium and are owned by Diamond
Baseball Holdings (DBH).

PEREZ PITCHES: Tonight, the Grizzlies hand the ball to RHP Bryan Perez. Perez signed with the Rockies as an
International Free Agent on January 15, 2021 out of the Dominican Republic at 16 years old. He was considered
the Top Pitching Prospect Signee by the Rockies in that signing period. Perez is the nephew of former MLB All-
Star, World Series champion and No-Hitter recipient Edinson Volquez.
