UPCOMING GAMES AND PITCHING PROBABLES

Last Night - Binghamton 10, Hartford 4: The Rumble Ponies came out to a 4-0 lead last night over the first 
two innings. INF JT Schwartz mashed a two-run homer in the first inning for his 9th of the season and 
finished the game with four RBIs. Hartford scored four unanswered runs, putting up two in the fifth and 
a run in both the sixth and seventh innings. The Rumble Ponies exploded for six runs on just two hits and 
three Hartford errors to take a 10-4 lead in the eighth inning. INF Nick Lorusso and OF Jose Ramos both 
clubbed an RBI double in the inning. RHP Garret Stratton and RHP Saul Garcia went scoreless in the 
eighth and ninth innings to shut the door.

Greener Pastures: LHP Max Green is expected to make his fifth start and 10th appearance tonight 
against Hartford. Last time out, Green pitched 4.0 innings in relief with seven strikeouts and just one run 
on July 2 against Chesapeake. His last start was on June 20 against New Hampshire, where Green went a 
career-high 5.2 innings, while allowing two runs, with no walks and two strikeouts. The 30-year old was 
signed by the Mets on May 15, after playing with Charros de Jalisco of the Mexican League. Green was 
originally an 8th round pick in 2017 by the Detroit Tigers out of Pepperdine University. 

Power Surge: The Rumble Ponies this year have been live or die by the home run, going 24-23 when they 
hit a homer and 6-29 when they don't. Binghamton has had a multi-home run game in five of their last 
16 games. The Rumble Ponies hit 27 homers in May, which was T-8th in the Eastern League, after hitting 
14 in April, which was last in the league. 

Lucky to have you: INF Nick Lucky signed a minor league contract with the New York Mets on June 16, 
2026 and was assigned to Double-A Binghamton out of the Atlantic League. In the last series against the 
Baysox, Lucky went 4-for-13, (.308 AVG) 3 RBI, BB, 2 SB after a three-hit night with three RBIs on Friday. In 
his first full series against Erie, Lucky went 6-for-14 (.429 AVG), RBI, 4 BB.  Lucky had a four-hit game on 
June 25 against Erie. This season, with the Lancaster Stormers of the Atlantic League, Lucky played 48 
games and slashed .339 AVG/.441 OBP,/.548 SLG. The Minnesota Twins originally signed Lucky on June 
10, 2024, a full year after he played five seasons at Coastal Carolina. 

Lo Knows: Over his last 20 games, INF Nick Lorusso is slashing .312/.400/.649/1.049 with 6 HR, 21 RBI, 15 
R, 8 2B, 12 BB. On Tuesday, Lorusso hit an RBI double and raised his RBI total to 42, which is second on the 
team. He leads the team with 14 homers on the year and has homered four times in his last 12 games. He 
has five multi-hit games over his last 16. Lorusso has 30 XBH, which leads the team. The 25-year-old held 
a 13-game on-base streak until May 19, which still leads all players for Binghamton. 

Vamos Ramos: OF Jose Ramos had his nine-game hit streak snapped on June 26, and had his six-game hit 
streak snapped on Sunday. The nine games tied a team lead with Lorusso for a season best. On Tuesday 
against Hartford, he chalked up his 12th multi hit game (2-for-4, 2 R, 2 2B, 2 RBI, 2 BB). On June 25 against 
Erie, he tallied a 9th-inning RBI single to help Binghamton send the game to extras and also tallied his 
fourth three-hit game on June 24. The 25-year-old Ramos is now second on the team with 12 HR and 
leads the team with 44 RBIs. 

Tail of two seasons: The Rumble Ponies hit 30 wins on July 7. Last year, Binghamton reached 30 wins in 
48 games by May 29 (30-18). Binghamton has not won a series since June 7 against Reading. The Ponies 
began the first half of the season 7-5. 

The Stratton File: RHP Garrett Stratton holds a 1.86 ERA in seven appearances that have spanned 9.1 
innings for Binghamton. The 22-year old, who was a 20th-round pick in 2025 out of Rice University, was 
4-1 with a 2.73 ERA with 44 SO to 15 BB to begin the season with High-A Brooklyn. He was promoted to 
Binghamton on June 16. Stratton has gone scoreless in six of seven appearance with Binghamton this 
year with 10 SO and 0 BB.

-Michael Collins, Binghamton's 19th manager all-time, is in his first season managing the Rumble Ponies and his first sea-
son in the Mets organization.
-Collins spent the last eight seasons (2018-25) with the Houston Astros, as a bullpen catcher in 2018 and serving as the 
Astros' major league catching coach for the last seven seasons (2019-25), including the 2022 World Series championship.
-Collins worked in the San Diego Padres organization as a manager for the DSL Padres (2012), AZL Padres (2013, 2016-17), 
High-A Fort Wayne (2014), and Single-A Lake Elsinore (2015) for six seasons between 2012-17. 
-He also managed the Canberra Cavalry in the Australian Baseball League in 2012-14, right after his playing career ended. 
He led the Cavalry to the Claxton Shield as national champions for the first time.
-Collins debuted as a player in the minor leagues in 2001 at the age of 16 with the AZL Angels. He spent 10 seasons in the 
minor leagues with the Angels and Padres, and reached as high as Triple-A in 2009 and 2010. Collins also played in the 
ABL and was an All-Star catcher.
-Collins has coached for Team Australia in the World Baseball Classic in 2026, 2017, and 2013. He played for Team Australia 
in the WBC in 2009 and 2006. Born July 18, 1984 in Canberra, Australia. On May 3, 2024, he became a United States citizen.

The Mets’ club record for the most hits in consecutive official at-bats is nine, first set by José Vizcaíno in 
1996 and then tied by John Olerud in 1998. Vizcaíno’s streak began on April 23 with a double against the 
Reds at Shea. In José’s next plate appearance, he sacrificed. After that, he hit two singles, a double, two 
more singles, another double, a single, a triple and then struck out in the ninth inning against Jeff Parrett 
to end the streak on April 25 at St. Louis.

In 1999, Olerud tied the club record with nine consecutive hits, from his final at-bat on September 16 at 
Houston to September 20 vs. Florida. The streak came to an end when he grounded to second in the third 
inning of the Mets’ September 22 contest vs. Montreal.

Olerud tied a National League record with his first-inning walk on September 22 vs. Montreal, reaching 
base 15 straight times dating back to a single in his final at-bat on September 16th at Houston. Barry 
Bonds reached base 15 straight times from August 31-September 4, 2004 (9-9 with six walks).
